Canadian copyright laws are sadly
behind the times, declared G. H.
Thring, secretary of the Incorporated

Society of Authors and Playwrights ot
London, Eng., when seen, by The
World at the King Edward Hotel yes-
terday afternoon. :

In outlining the object of his visit
Mr. Thring stated that when Great
Britain passed the copyright aet in
1911 she gave the-Dominion power to
adopt that act, or legislate' on the
same lines, in order that there should
be unity in its working, but the
authors had found that while New
Zealand, Australla and South Africa
had adopted the act, Canada had done
nothing and in consequence the old
imperial copyright act of 1840 was
sttll in operation here.

his act, Mr. Thring continued, was
b:&hen and in comparison with the
new act allowed many loopholes for
the unscrupulous, and further gave
the authors no protection against me-
chanical production of songs, or the
cinema. Therefore Canada was seven
years behind in legislation, and while
this was going on Canadian and Brit-
ish authors were suffering an im-

mense logs since there was no control |«

of these rights, which was a 8reat
item in an author’s returns.
Here to Get Legislation,

Mr. Thring mentioned that he was
here to get legislation regarding the
protection of copyrights and wanted it
done as soon ‘as possible, and added
that the more unified the legislation
thruout the world the greater would
be the world’'s production of litera-
ture. :

Mr. Thring stated that he does not
wish the legislation to be a political
matter, but mentioned that at the re-
vised convention of Berne the great
maintained practically intact by all
mfaintained practically intact by all
the belligerent nations thruout the
world, He will get local opinion on

the matter before proceeding to
Ottawa.

Counsel : “Please allow me to say that
I understand every bit of them.”

pTo this Mr. MecCall produced statistics
to show that some of the radial rails
were lower in various parts of the Unit-
ed States.

Three Kinds of Lies.

Mr, Tye: “What you are prepared to
show is that there are .three kinds of
lies—real lies, damn lies and statistics.”

Counsel: ‘‘Are vou aware that a large
industrial fieight in Hamilton goes to
sidings beside the industries, a situa-
tion entirely different to conditions in
Toronto, to which witness replleg that
this depended upon circumstances.

Counsel: “Would you not agree that
an electric road with a stop every mile
would be a great convenience to indus-
tries.” Witness: *Yes, it would be If
they had a stop every mile..”

Mr, McKay, very heatedly: “I may be
very thick in the head, but I wish to
know what was the operating cost of
the Grand Trunk during 19187 and ex-
planed that he asked the question since
he could not get at the coal coats. Wit-
ness itemnized the various charges, which
would be eliminated if the Grand Trunk
clectrified their lines and in doing so
showed the coal costs, adding that while
the operating expenses under steam were
about £6 per cent, of the charges, the
chargs of an clectrified road would be
‘about 9 per cent. less.

Counsel: ‘“Would you swcar on your
positive oath that there may mnot be a
margin of ten per cent. one way or the
other in these figures?”

Claims Figures Are Correct.

Witness commenced to qualify,
coungel thundered: “Will you swear
what I have stated on your positive
oath?”

Witness: ‘‘My figures are correct.”

Counsel then produced figures show-
ing that the Bute and Aconda line had
varied twenty per cent. on a mileage of
63 miles.

Arguments then quietened down and
shortly afterwards the court was ad-
Journed until tomorrow morning.

The Morning Session.

At the morning sitting Mr. Tye made
the important statement that mew lines
as a rule created new traffic, but de-
clared that the steam lines now operat—
ing between Niagara and Toronto cowid
handle all the traffic between these
points, and remarked that he was only
oxpressing his opinion on freight mat-
ters since all his experience had been
with the engineering side of construc-
tion, and he had rever been connected
with the traffic department,

Witness spent most of the morning in
controverting the evidence given recent-
ly by W. S. Murray, contrary to whose
opinion Mr. Tye advocated the electrifi-
cation of ¢ existing steam roads as
soon as economic conditions would per-
mit and strongly condemned the build-
ing of & new road. He admitted, under
cross-examination, that the primary
function of steam roads was to handle
thru traffic, and further mentioned. that
electric and steam trains could pass
each ‘other, and follow each other, more

fre?uently owing to more efficient con-
rol,
