The threatened trouble between the 

Shipping Federation and the ’Longshore­
men^ Association over the recognition 
of the latter by the Federation would 
appear to have been averted, and from 
the present outlook the steamship com­
panies doing business here during the 
winter months and the Association will 
work this season in perfect accord.

At a meeting of the ' Lougsnoremen’s 
Association held last night, while the 
question was not officially dealt with, it 
is understood in an informal discussion 
on the matter almost the unanimous feel­
ing of the meeting was that things should 
remain as at present. It will be remem­
bered that while five of the shipping com­
panies doing business here during the 
winter were Willing to pay the union 
scale of wages, they declined absolutely to 
recognize the union, desiring to be free to 
hire whom they pleased.

It is understood, that from the associ­
ation standpoint, the accepting of their 
scale by the steamship people is a recog­
nition of the union. As to the employ­
ment of non-union labor it is claimed by 
the men that there will be no non-union 
labor to employ, as every man doing 
‘longshore work this winter will belong to 
the ’Longshoremen’s Association, making 
a larger membership than ever before. It 
is also said with a certainty that there 
will be but one ship laborers’ organization 
this season, so that in this way about all 
causes for friction will have been remov­
ed.

The election of officers proved lively, 
especially the election of a business agent. 
There had been same^half a dozen names 
mentioned.as in the running for this po­
sition. AH, however, with the exception 
of Charles Daly, who had been acting pre­
viously, and Joseph O'Neil, retired, and, 
after a close contest, the latter won by 
four votes.
