Britain for Shipment to
England - - - Britain Takes
Large Passei\_gen' List.

The' steamer Empress of Britain, which
sails ‘this evening, will take away. about
400 to 450 passengers and a good general
cargo. - The Montreal train arrives today
in four sections. The first section, which
is the regular train, arrived as usual about
12.05. The second section, on which was
the body of Lady ' Victoria Grenfell,
daughter of Earl Grey, Governor General
of Canada, arrived about two hours later,
and went direct to Sand Point, where the
body was placed on board the steamer.
The party accompanying the body con-
gisted of Arthur Grenfell, R. Grenfell, Mr,
Grenfell, Mrs. Bulteel, ‘Lady Sybil Grey
and Col. Sir Henry Rawlinson. The body
is being taken to England for interment.

One of the baggage rooms in the Em-
press of Britain, in which the casket will
rest, has been converted into’/a ‘temporary
mortuary chamber and decorated with
boughs and evergreens.

There was no ceremony attached to the
transfer of the casket from the train to
the steamer. The fumeral car was simply
drawn to the side of the big vessel and
the casket taken aboard.

The bulk of thie passengers for the
steamer will arrive in the third section,
and it is expected will embark on the
steamer here, and the fourth section, with
the oversees mail and baggage will likely
go through‘to Halifax and be placed on
the steamer at thdt port.
