Yesterday, at noon, the negro Damon, a leader in
the riots ut Fssequebo, expiated his offences by an
ignominious death upon the scaivld. :

Afier the indictment on which he was convicted,
and the sentence of the Court had been read, the un-
fartunate culprit requested of the High Sheriff per-
muission to address a few words to the surrounding | I
multitude, which his Honor having granted, lie spoke
to the following effect :—

“ Geutlemen and ludics, and cvery body, whut 1
bin do, every bady bin do, aud we bin do it out of
respeet to the Governor.—Whut we Lin de, we bin
do for good; nnd I no eee where de badder.  But
suppose it right or suppose it wrong or suppose we
guilty or we e puilty, it is no matter now. 1 ‘con-
demn for die, and I catisfy. I fargive every body, |a
and I hope God so forgive me too. 1 put my trust
in Jesus Christ. Goed bye, every body! good b.e,
every body !”

The usua! prayers were then read by the officiuting
clergyman, and the culprit wus turned off, huving pre-
served to the last, a great degree of firmness.
