GRAND JURY ACTS
I SLAVE INQUIRY

8:x Witnesses, Two of Whom
Are Women, Are Heard

NEW YORK INVESTIGATION

Yushe Botwin Adds to His Con-
fession — Says Dealers Used
Cede Words in Carrying on
Trade—All a Matter of Money

New York, Aug. 19—A widespread
fnquiry into the organized white slave
traffic has been begun by the grand
jury at the request of District Attorney
Swann. At the same time the district
attorney received appeals from mothers
in many parts of the country, beseeching
him to find daughters who had fallen
victims to white slavers. Six witnesses,
two of whom were women, already have
‘testified before the grand jury, and at
least one indictment charging white
slavery will be returned.

Yushe Botwin, a Galician, who con-
fessed that he had been collecting ten
per cent from sixty women, supplement-
ed his confessions.

“Didn’t you know you were doing

wrong when you lured school girls inlo

vice?” District Attorney Swann asked
him.

“] know I was making plenty of
money—what should I care?” replied
Botwin.

Botwin a Remarkable Type.

“This man,” said the district attorney
in describing Botwin, “is a most re-
markable specimen of criminology. He
is apparently perfectly unmoral. You
can make no appeal whatever to him on
the basis of morality, In spite of this,

however, he displays remarkable know-
ledge of human nature in picking out his
victims, especially among school girls, al-
ways being careful to select those whom
he knew were just wavering on the
border line of vice.

The other day while in a restaurant
he asserted his ability to procure a large
percentage of poorly paid, hard-working
girls, who desire to maintain a high
regard for personal appearance. He said
from his experience, covering twenty
years, that it was only a question of pro-

‘| portionate compensation.”

White slave masters, of whom Botwin
was a type, although taking in/ from
$100 to 3500 a week on an average, nev-
er rented telephones. Mr. Swann says.
They always used pay telephones in
cigar stores and saloons. In negotiating
with disorderly house keepers over -the
telephone the word “girl” or “woman”
was never used. It was always “a box
of cigars” instead.

Slavers Feared Police.

! “We were afraid of the police, after
,au, although we paid for protection.
,‘Send me a box of cigars,’ or ‘I will send
you a box of cigars,” were perfectly safe
and meant business to business people,”
said Botwin.

| ‘“Assistant District Attorney James E.
Smith, who is in charge of the investiga-
tion, was asked by a hotel keeper on
,City Island to find his daughter, who
(was lured from her home in last May
by agents of white slave operators who
were giving a picnic on the island. Mr.
Smith has subpoenaed a half dozen pro-
foters of East Side dance halls and motion
picture theatres, and is confident that
he is already on the trail of the men
who placed the-girl in a disorderly re-
sort.

A hard working woman, living in
Ninth avenue, near Fortieth street, told
Mr. Smith that her seventeen-year-old
daughter had been lured to the Tender-
loin in last May. Night after night the
mother, after a day of toil, walked the
streets of the third inspection district in
search of her daughter. By getting ac-
quainted with the women the mother
finally located the girl in a resort in the
Bowery. She succeeded in: getting her
to go home, but the girl was soon after-
ward sent to Bellevue Hospital and is in-
curable.

The girl said she was enticed in a
motion picture theatre on the West Side
by a young man whose name is known
to the district attorney. His arrest may

GBROIS WRITES OF HS
ARVAL N ENGLAND

Mrs. J. S. Gibbons of this city, who re-
cently arrived in England, having cross-
ed with a battery from Toronto. In!
a letter to his father and mother de- |
scribes the trip ' interestingly.
speaking of the voyage, he says:

We arrived in Liverpool on Monday
night at, nine o’clock. Another vessel
with 4,500 troops left Halifax the same
time two weeks -ago this coming Sun-
day with 2,600. The sea was as calm as
the Kennebeccasis all the way over and
nobody was sick.

All the way from Liverpool to Shorn-
clif Camp we came in funny little
trains, eight in each compartment and
four compartments in a car. They travel
very fast up hill and down as the trains
run up hills and down hills also through
&' good many tunnels on the way here.

We stopped at Rugby for a while,
England is a wenderfully pretty country,
everything is green and almost every per-
son has flower gardens, The houses are
lovely -and ‘all; are brick but look much
newer than these in Canada. They have
some wonderful farms here, not a weed
from Shorncliffe to Liverpool that can be
seen from: the train. Folkestone is 4a
fine summer resort and is fifteen minutes
walk from our gamp. .

The day we left Toronto we were told
to get our kits at 10 a. m. and when
we got them they told us we were to en-
train: for Halifax at 8.80 p. m.

Our instructor in musketry is a Cana-
dian ‘captain frem Victoria, B. C., the
best rifie shot in the British Isles. At
the range today he hit a three inch
bull’s eye at 200 yards distance thirty-
five times, thirty shots in the same hole
and fired the thirty-five shots all in one

minute. He said “it is very simple, boys, |

and I hope to be able to get some of
you so efficient that you can do that.”
Things cest-far more here than they
do in Canada, that is to a Canadian sol-
dier. ‘All Y. M. C. A’s are filled. We
get a 'six days pass when we finish our
gunnery course. I have the addresses
of a few people in different parts of
England that I can go to. This is all the
leave we get while in England. We can
go any place we like in the British
Isles. ;
