Rumanian Statesman Trace:
The Causes of the War

AUSTRIA WAS RELENTING

Says Incorrigible Impetuosity of Ger-

Il man Ruler Precipitated Conflict
on Day of His Return From
Norway—His Miscalculations

In an article contributed to the Grand
Review, London, Sir George Jonescu, a
distinguished Rumanian statesman,
traces the causes of the war, and, in the
course of it, he asks: “When did the
German Emperor , first become a par-
tizan of immediate war?”

“I believe,” says Sir George Jonescu,
“even after the assassination at Sara-
Jevo, he had not quite made up his
'mind.: There were two facts which in-
cline me to take this view. On July 9
King Carlos assured me that I might
take quite a holiday, that peace was cer-

tain for three or four years to come at
least, and this he maintained even' after
I had drawn his attention to the equi-
vocal attitude of Austria after the as-
sassination and to the suggestions of
Marquis Pallavicini in the spring of
1914. Angd yet the Emperor of Russia
‘told King Carlos at Constanso that if
Austria_attacked Serbia this would
mean war, notwithstanding his devo-
