Big and Powerful Physically, Blust
and Frank in Talk — Has Sur-
passed Expectations

(Boston Gilobe,)

When two years ago J. Pierpont Mor-
gan, Sr., died, predictions were common
in Wall street and in financial circles
generally that there was no one to take
his place, and that the world famous
Margan firm of international bankers
was due for a decline from its proud
position as dictator in big business.

Lven. the elder Morgan’s associates in
finence, or at least some of them, did
not believe that J. Pierpont Morgan, Jr.,
could fill hig father's shoes. This was
not so derogatory to the son’s abilities
us it was appreciation of the father’s tre-
mendously strong character.

But apparently the father, with his
usual foresight, had trained his son to
tuke his position when his life should
end. It is certain that J. P. Morgan Jr.
plunged into the banking field very soon
after he graduated from Harvard, in
1889, and that at the time of. his. father’s
death he had a very thorough knowledge
of ali the interests of the Morgan firm.
Without coming in for much attention,
the son worked hard for many years un-
der his parent.

HINTS. FOR THE COOK

Apple Cake

Four medium apples or one cup dried
apples soaked, one pint flour, one-half
teaspoon sadt, three teaspoons baking
powder, a dash or two of cinnamon,
three tablespoons sugar, tablespoon but-
ter, one egg. Mix dry ingredients, add
gradually one scant cup milk and the
beaten egg. Work all well and then roll
out and spread in well greased tin. Take
the apples ¢ut and stick in dough,
sprinkle with the sugar and the cinna-
mon. Bake in medium oven.

Sour Milk Biscult

Two cups flour, 1 teaspoon salt, 1 lev-
¢l teaspoon soda, same of cream of tar-
tar. Sift all together 4 times and rub in
1 tablespoon of shortening.” Mix with
about 4 cups sour milk.

Don’t have uncooked meat or fish ly-
ing on a dish or in paper. Paper will
absorb the juice of the meat and waste
it. Meat and fish should be hung up.

Such things as smoked fish, onions,
cheese or appleés should not be left near
other provisions. Butter, milk or eggs
are especlally apt to absoyb any strong

flavor, and this spoils thein at once.
