$20,000 REPAIRS
TO SHEDIAC WHARF

Federal Govt. Does Work While
Province Improves Bridges
There

1AC, Nov. 19—Extensive
repairs and renewals to the
Shediac town wharf, which have
been in progress since July 27 last,
were completed yesterday and the
pier turned over to the Federal
Government by the contractor,
Frank L. Boone, of Devon. e
repairs and renewals cost about
$20,000 and it is anticipated that
the wharf will be good for 20 years
without further heavy repairs be-
ing necessary. ;

Repairs have also been made to the
wharves at Cape Bauld, Botsford par-

| ish, and Port Elgin, Geoffrey Stead, C.

PROVINCIAL BRIDGEWORK.

The Provincial Department of Public
Works has completed extensive im-
provements to the southerly end of the
long bridge over the mouth of the
Shediac river, on the Shediac-Chatham
post road, about four miles north of
town. Some work remains to be done
on the northerly end of the structure.
Several bridges in Kent county, includ-
ing the Buctouche bridge, have been
rebuilt and improved during the past
year.

Contractor Boone is constructing a
bridge at Smith’s Creek, east of Sussex.
A second bridge in that section of
Kings county is being built by another
coutract.or.

POINT DU CHENE WHAREF,

Nothing has been done to the large
wharves at Point du Chene, which are
rapidly falling into decay and going
out to sea gradually, but it is possible
some repair work will be undertaken
at Point du Chene next season, as there
are several valuable fisheries buildihgs
and warehouses on the wharves. It is
generally ddmitted by Public Works
Department officials that if the Point

du Chene wharves are to be saved from
total destruction early action is neces-
sary.

The Shediac town wharf, which is}
now practically as good as when new,
is 1,107 feet in length, with a pier-head
of 81 feet, five inches.

The Department of Publi¢ Werks in-
spector on' the contract was Former
Councillor Alvin Mugrudge, of Shediac.
The contractor’s representative and
time-keeper was Eldridge Staples, of
Devon, and the foremen, Dow Price
and James McCoy, both also of Devon.
