DPPOSITION IS ‘MADE |

Third Sitting of Private Bills
Committee Will Be
Necessary.

“YWhat they want is to get a good,
pig pot,” was the assertion of James
[. Shields, of Savona, to the private
bills committee this morning, in oppo-
sition to the bill ‘ncorporating the
Shuswap & ThompsQn Rivers Boom
Company, “Having got rights on navig-
able streams from the Dominion par-
liament they think it would be a good
#hing to get from yau rights on every
‘other stream, and so round out the
pot.” i

The opposition to the bill was heard
this morning, when R. T. Elliott, K.C.,
presented witnesses, | and further evi-
dence will be heard| from them to-
morrow. A stiff fight |is being waged by
rival lumber interests on the Thomp-
son and adjoining s:trjeams over this
bill. {

Alfred - Banman, [Thompson River
Lumber Company, dl‘!clared himself in
tavor of the company| having its powers
pnder the Dominfon| charter on the
navigable rivers, -but] objected to their
tying up the smaller streams under a
provincial charter. Not only himself
and J. C. Shields, but a great number
of small operators on {the North Thomp-
son opposed this present bill, he as-
serted, as well as many of the people
of Kamloops, all except ‘“those who
have their bread-baskets at the end of
a pole from the Lamb-Watson Co.” (the
‘Arrow Lakes Lumber Co.)

Mr. Banman estimated that on
streams he or his son had been over
there were three billion feet of lumber,
and at a conservative estimate this was
only half of the standing timber on the
north river, The existing mills could
cut for two hundred years without ex-
hausting the supply. The granting of
the powers sought here would work to
the detriment of Kamloops and the
small mill operators.

Asked why the city council, board of
trade or other interests, which he
claimed were opposed to the bill, were
not ‘represented, Mr. Banman said they
did not care to take an open stand in
view ‘of the extent to which the town
depended on the Lamb-Watson mill
However, he read a report of a board
of trade meeting at which the senti-
ment was largely against any monopoly
being granted,

James C. Shields told the commit-
tee, in Acontradiction " of statements
made Here and at Ottawa, that he
has the controlling interest in the
Monarch and Sovereign Lumber Com-

aniés, having some $200,000 cash of
jis: own invested.. The TUnion Trust
Conipany had not a dollar in any of
Eis ‘companies. "Mr. Shields resented
the idea that he is a charter hunter|
or seller, though he admitted he would
seek to get as good a charter as he
could if he was after one. When he
got a bill at Ottawa incorporating the
Thompson River Improvement Com-
pany, it contained a clause protecting
the rights of all lumbermen who
might be passing logs down the river
and did not want to avail of the com-
vpany’s work. This clause, Mr. Shields
gaid, had been inserted in every boom
company’s bill passed at Ottawa ex-
cept the Shuswap and Thompson
Rivers and Columbia River Com-
ranies’ bills.

‘Mr. Shields declared that the men
interested in the companies promoting
this bill were mostly men ‘who had
had interests in Minneapolis, and the
result ‘was that no lumberman in that
city would touch Thompson river tim-
.ber. While the promoters talked of
give and take it was one per cent of
give ‘to ninety-nine per cent of take.
fThe company proposed to operate over
a territory of 20,000 square miles angi
between three -and five - hundred
streams.

Taking the map Mr. Shields point-
ed out that each of the chief firmg in-
terested in the: bill had their limits
principally on one stream angd each had
their own improvements and booms
there. As it was a rule that some one
limit-owner had predominant interests
on g stream, Mr. Shields argued that
it should be left to him to attend to
any necessary works, instead of giv-
fng one boom ¢ompany a blanket char-
ter over a great stretch of country.

Pointing to a clause in the bill giv-
ing the company power to charge dou-
ble tolls In certain cases for mis-state-
ment as to quantity, Mr. Shields said
the company was not satisfied -with
the civil or criminal law but wanted a
civil and criminal law of their own.

The bill wili be further dealt with
%to-morrow morning.

Increased Prices Would Be Se-
cured by'Pacific Coast
' ~Outlet.

Concluding the series of articles on
_the grain trade of Alberta, the Calgary

Herald says: 5

At the present time the rate on grain
from points on the C. & E. branch to
Fort William is 25 cents per 100 1bs.,
and the rate from Fort Willilam to
Westy St. John, Boston or New York
is 25 cents per 100 l1bs. The rates ob-
tainable from these Atlantic seaboard
ports to Liverpool and London vary for
bulk grain from five cents to seven
cents per 100 lbs.,, which makes the
through rate not less than 55 cents per
100 1bs.

Westbound the Canadian Pacific rail-
way have named a rate of 22% cents
per 100 1bs, from all stations in Alberta
to Vancouver and the Chargeurs Re-
unis line, operating freight steamers
from Vancouver to Liverpool via Hong-
kong and the Suez canal, have quoted
a rate of 22% cents per 100 lbs. which,
together with the rate named by the
Canadian Pacific from Alberta points
to Vancouver, makes a through rate of
45 cents per 100 1bs. It would, there-
fore, seem that there is a saving of 10
cents per 100 1bs, or on wheat six cents
per bushe] on winter rates, by shipping
the grain to Liverpool via Vancouver,
but for westbound shipment the grain
must be sacked and the expense Of
sacking grain just about eats up the
saving in freight charges by shipping
via Vancouver. If this

Expense of Sacking

could be overcome by forwarding the
grain in bulk the grain grower would,
of course, benefit by the increased price.
Up to the present time Alberta has not
raised sufficient grain to be absolutely
dependent on the world’s market to fix
these prices for grain, but each year
sees a larger proportion of our crop
sold at the price obtainable by ship-
ment to the markets of the world and
this is the basis of prices upon which
we must depend in the future. It is,
therefore, essential that no effort be
spared to remove all obstacles to the
speedy and economical transportation
of our grain to the world’s market as
only in this way can we improve the
price in Alberta when our crop becomes
large and the bulk of it must go to
that market. It can be readily under-
stood that when the bulk of the crop
is exported the price at home cannot
exceed the export price, as the home
consumer will be able to buy all that is
required at the export price.

A specia] advantage which Alberta
farmers would gain from the creation
of

free from the control of eastern grain
exchanges is. in the price obtainable
for red winter wheat. While red win-
ter wheat, for straight milling, may not
be worth quite so much per bushel as
the same grade of spring wheat, yet it
is 'in greater demand by European
dealers for mixing with the soft wheats
from Australia, the Argentine and
other parts of the world, on account of
its special suitability for mixing with
these soft grains. The European buy-
ers on the grain exchanges, before the
close of navigation-in 1908, paid pre-
miums from one-half to-one and a half
cents per bushel for No. 1 Alberta red
wheat more than they would pay for
No. 1 spring wheat, but when naviga-
tion closed on the great lakes these
foreign buyers left the Winnipeg mar-
ket and the premium was immediately
lost. Not only was the premium lost,
but since the close of navigation the
prices paid by the Winnipeg grain ex-
change for Alberta red winter wheat
have steadily dropped until to-day the
price is three cents per bushel lower
than No. 1 spring wheat,

This wheat now being bought by the
Winnipeg grain exchange from farm-
ers and shipped to Fort William, is held
in the termina] elevators at Fort Wil-
liam until the opening of navigation,
when it is sold by them to the foreign
buyer at“the same premium as obtain-
ed before the close of navigation.

‘When the Alberta grain grower can
send his gran to Liverpool via Vancou-
ver, which is an

Open Port All the Year Round,

and reach the Liverpool market freely
at all seasons of the year, and inde-
pendently of any antagonist influences,
he will never lose the premium paid for
red winter wheat,

From the facts set forth in the series
of articles on this subject the follow-
ing conclusions may be drawn:

First — The wheat markets of the
world are accessible to the farmers of
Alberta through Pacific ports if proper
encouragement is given to the traffic.

Second—The trade is in its infancy
as yet and can only be developed by
certain changes in our wheat-merchan-
dizing system.

Third—The Manitoba grain act, in its
present form is not suitable to the ex-
port grain trade of Alberta and is espe-
cially detrimental to west-bound ship-
ments.

Fourth—Certain proposed changes in
it have been outlined, by the adoption
of which at the present session of the
Dominion parliament the shipment
westward of Alberta’s next crop woul
be greatly facilitated.

Fifth—Termina] facilities at the coast
are absolutely essential to the Pacific
trade if it is to become an important
factor in the export business,

Sixth—These facilities can only be as-
sured as the permanence of the connec-
tion' becomes apparent,

Seventh — Temporary arrangements
should be at once undertaken to pro-
vide for increased westward shipments
next winter,

Ninth—The sstablishment of an inde-
pendent outlet via the coast will re-
lieve Alberta farmers from manipula-
tions on ‘eastern exchanges whereby his

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MURDER SUSPECT PAID
VICTORIA A VISIT

D. E. Clough Applied for Posi-
tion Here and Thep
Disappeared.

Dwight E. Clough,” who about De-
cember 12th visited Victoria, is sus-
pected of the murder of G. D. Etter in
Honrudas in September last. In Decem-
ber Clough came to. Victoria and made
application for a position with - the
Plimley Auto Company. He said. that
he had learned Bt the /position being
vacant through Mr. Seabrook, of the
Western Engine Company in Los
Angeles, But Clough only stayed a few
days here and then left without wait-
ing to hear the result of his applica-
tion for the position,

Now comes the information, through
the press reports from California, that
it is sought to have Clough go to Hon-
duras in order to assist in clearing up
a suspicion that he is implicated in a
murder, He refused to leave California,
stating that he fears he would not get
fair play in Honduras. He explains
that he left Victoria because he did
not want to live with such a terrible
cloud over him. He wants a fair hear-
ing before the United States courts.

The murder with which his name is
implicated occurred in September.
Clough and a small party went to Hon-
duras in search of gold. G. D. Etter, a
civil engineer, was mysteriously shot
soon after the party reached the Cen-
tral American country. Immediately
afterward Clough returned to ILos
Angeles, stating that Etter's'@eath was
accidental. A month later, Etter’s diary
was found, in which he described a
quarrel he had with Clough, during
which, he:. wrote, Clough threatened
him with a revolver. This and the fact
that it was found that Etter had been
shot in the back by an assassin caused
the desire of the dead man’s friends to
have Clough go back to Honduras and
assist in clearing the mysterious affair.

A. J. Etter, of Madera, a brother of
the dead man, suspects Clough of the
crime, and is taking all the steps- pos-
sible to bring him to justice,

FOUND VALUABLE

Committee of Board of Trade
Makes Report on Question
of Exports.

The regular meeting of the council
of the board of trade was held yes-
terday morning with the president,
Simon Leiser, in the chair, and there
Leing also present D. R. Ker, C. H.
Lugrin, J. J. Shallcross, George Car-
ter, H. G. Wilson, J. A. Mara and L.
A. Genge.

The application to the provincial
government for a charter to build a
railway to Barkley Sound from this
city, although meeting with general
favor, was referred to the public
works committee. The claims of the
company for support were presented
by W. K. Houston, William Laird and
R. L. Betterton.

‘Hon. Richard McBride wrote that
he had given instructions to the gold
commissioners in regard ta securing
assistance for the Alaska-Yukon ex-
hibit. The Vancouver board advised
of their hearty co-nperation in making
the British Columbia exhibit a success.
It was decided to wire Wm, Hutchison
the Canadian commissioner at the ex-
hibition, asking him to be present this
afternoon at the general meeting of the
board.

A committee consisting of H. F.
Bullen, J. W. Ambery, W. J. Pendray,
Chris Spencer-and E, Temple reported
in answer to a letter from the depart-
the
Dominion government in regard to the
increase of exports. This report, which
was ‘adopted, follows:

Gentlemen, Your committee on trade
and commerce beg to report upon ths2
accompanying circular letter from the
department of trade and commerce,
Ottawa, asking for suggestions for in-
creasing the export trade of Canada.

Lumber and coal—In our opinién the
Dominion government should endeavor
to negotiate such treaties as will ad-
mit the entry of Canadian lumber and
coal into foreign countries on more
Tavorable terms, and in this connec-
tion would point out that while lum-
ber from the United States is admit-
ted into Canada free of duty, lumber
from Canada entering United States
is taxed $2 per thousand,

Iron—Large bodies of high grade
iron ore in close proximity to the
necessary fluxes and fuel are -known
to exist on 'this coast and the Do-
minion government should assist in
bringing thele to the attention of cap-
italists and offer .such inducements as
will result in the establishment of
iron works-en-the Pacific coast,

Sealing industry—The sealing indus-
try is seriously -hampered by restric-
tions to Canada sealers which do not
apply to sealers operating from Japan.
The Dominign government should hava
equality of ights restored to the seal-
ers from our ports,

the Canadian Pacific coast contain an
enormous wealth of food fishes, the
halibut industry being operated al-
most entirely by United States enter-
orise. In the opinion of your com-
mitiee this is to some extent due to
‘he inadequate protection to the fish-
‘ng banks and illegal use of Canadian
sorts for . cleaning’ tiwe. fish, rendered
vcssible through the insufficiency of
fishing protection cruisers.

Wheat shipments—With the enor-
‘mous increase of areas which are be-
ing brought under wheat cultivation
rew outlets for the early marketing of
the crops should he provided for. The
Pacific coast must therefore be looked
to, and in view of the opening of the
Panama canal, immediate steps should
be taken for the construction of the
railway by way of Yellow Head pass,
Bute inlet and ports on Vancouver
island, as recommended by the royal
commission on transportation in the
yvear 1905.

Statistics—We beg to call
to the trade ang navigation tables
which some years ago were curtailed
by omitting particulars of the im-
ports into the different provinces.
Your committee consider this informa-
tion very wvaluable
that the department be asked to fur-
nish it as was done in previous years,

Trade Reports—In the opinion of
your committee the trade reports now
issued .are very valuable, and we have
no suggestions to make at present.

NORWEGIAN STEAMERS
TO REPLACE GERMAN

Rygja and Hercules Chartered
for Three Years at High
Rate.

The report that Norwegian' steam-
ers will replace German tonnage now
plying out of Portland to Hongkong,
via Japan, has been confirmed. For
this trade the freighters, Rygja and
Hercules, have already been fixed fer
three years and it is understood that
the Selja is likely to be taken for the
same trade. ThHe charters begin next
fall.

Several years ago, the Portland-
Asiatic Steamship Company had Brit-
ish steamers chartered for its Oriental
trade. These were replaced by the
present German vessels of the Ham-
burg-American line the Nicomedia,
Numantia, and Alesia. Their place 1s
to be taken by the Norwegians,

The Rygja has been fixed. for three
years at approximately $5,000 a month.
The charter of the Hercules is slight-
ly under this figure. This charter
means about 3 shillings deadweight.
This rate is higher than prevailing
prices, but-on a long time charter it
is a low figure, Recently, vessels have
been taken at as low as 2 shillings 6
pence, deadweight, but shipping men
regard the charters of the Norwegians
as exceptionally reasonable considering
