Brief Speeches Found Favor 
with Candidates for Com­
mission at Rally in Board of 
Trade Rooms.

The rally of the Citizens’ Commit­
tee held in the Board of Trade rooms 
last evening was not marked by any 
great enthusiasm. When the meet 
ing opened 32 of the faithful were 
present, and by the time the candi­
dates had finished their speeches the 
number had Increased to 41. The 
candidates’ speeches offered.no posi­
tive programme of civic betterment. 
Mr. Schofield declared that the only 
issue was the principle of the com­
mission form of government.

Mr. Schofield predicts victory for 
the ticket. He said all the honest 
workingmen In the city were support 
lug the ticket. He said there might 
be better men In the field than the 
members of the ticket Individually, 
but there was no other combination 
which would be as good as the ticket.

Continuing he said that he had not 
much to say. as he felt commission 
principles were the only issue before 
the people. It was the only logical 
course for those who voted for the 
commission to support the ticket.

L. P. D. Tilley reported that every- 
thing was going first class.

Walter AUlngham said he could 
not express how proud he was to be 
the candidate of the Citizens’ Com­
mittee. ,Ue had made a pretty thor­
ough canvass of the city, and he 
hadn't found any opposition to the 
slate. He believed the public meet­
ings were doing much to educate the 
people.

Mr. Allan said he did not know what 
to say. The candidates were doing 
their share of work, and it was not 
necessary to say much. He believed 
that the people would support the 
ticket, and that the ticket would do 
much for the bigger St. John.

Mr. Agar made a brief speech, claim 
ing that the commission plan was not 
a departure from responsible govern­
ment, and pointing out the Import­
ance of having a civic government 
composed of men of one mind to man­
age Its affairs, now that it was on the 
eve of taking the position It was eu-
