The summary:

At Our New ty seconds of fighting in the eighth 
round of their bout here tonight.

The knockout came as the culmina­
tion of the fastest fight that has been 
seen here since the days of the Nor 
ton Law. The deciding blow was a 
right smash to ihe jaw which sent 
Kennedy down, his head hanging ov­
er the lower rope. The referee count­
ed Kennedy out and his seconds car 
rled him to his corner. Once before 
the round, Kennedy had, gone down 
for a count of .nine seconds w'ben 
Wells hooked his left to the face and 
sent his right across the jaw.

Wells was by far the quicker of the 
two throughout the tight and his 
of direction was excellent. The Eng­
lishman forced the pace from the be­
ginning and worked so hard that he 
was visibly tired-before the fight was 
half over. Kennedy, in some of the 
rounds, accepted enough punishment 
to knock out an ordinary mane but he 
stuck to his work and although he was 
outclassed and outboxed all the way, 
he made a plucky tight. Wells, while 
he cut him man up with a rain of 
blows, was unable to get Kennedy un­
der control until the middle of. the 
8th round.

Both men turned the scale at 191 % 
pounds before entering the ring, and 
both were in perfect condition.

The fighting was fierce from the 
tap of the -first gong. At the end of 
the second..round Kennedy was bleed­
ing from the nose and mouth, and 
from that stage was unable to land 

Wells kept up his 
drawn blood from 

Kennedy;* left eye. Toward the end 
of the «third round Kennedy got tn 
some short body blows 
had delivered six 
In the following round Wells worked 
so hard, being all over his man, that 
he was tired when the bell rang.

The fifth round was all In Wells 
favor and In the sixth he continuée 
jabbing varying with an occasional 
right hook to the jaw.

In the seventh Kennedy was weak 
on his legs after Wells had got him 
Into a corner with right and left 
smashes on the head. Just before 
the bell Kennedy hooked his right 
hard to the Jaw and the blow shook 
Wells from head to foot.

In the decisive eighth Kennedy's 
left eye bl<|i freely, but he was game, 
and tried to fight back to the body, 
while Wells was landing lefts and 
rights to the jaw. When Kennedy 
got up from his knockdown In this 
round he was staggering, and Wells 
look advantage of an opportune 
ment and placed tht^J^ockout blow.

After the fight Wells was given a 
hearty ovation.

Vremya, commenting editorially on 
the proposed visit of the Japane^ 
statesman, Prince Katsura, who will 
arrive here July 21, says that the 
visit Is evidently connected with the 
formation of a closer alliance be­
tween Russia and Japan for the de 
fense of their Interests in Asia, espec 
tally In Manchuria and Mongolia.

The Novoe Vremya conjecture is 
put forward merely as the logical 
outcome of the situation in the far 
east, but there are reasons to believe 
that all the preliminary steps lead 
lag to such an alliance have already 
been taken by diplomacy. 
Katsura's journey to St. Petersburg 
excited great Interest, and exception 
al measures have been taken to 
guard agaiust Korean terrorists.

Toklo. July 18.—Official denial is 
made here that a new Russo-Japanese 
convention is about to be entered in­
to. There is reason to believe that 
while there will be no new convention 
or treaty between these two powers, 
a complete understanding has been 
reached regarding the future spheres 
of Influence of Russia and Japan in 
Manchuria and Mongolia, emphasizing 
and somewhat enlarging the scope of 
the previous entente.
