Total Enlistments to date in Canadian Overseas Army 190,000 
and Authorized Total of 250,000 Expected to be Reach­
ed Within Short Time.Afterwards Attends Cabinet 

Session—No Announcement 
of Proceedings Made Public

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—The total number 

of enlistments In the Canadian 
seas forces to date is over 190,000, of 
whom 115,000 have gone overseas, ac< 
cording to a statement made by Gen. 
Sir Sam Hughes today. It Is expected 
that the authorized total of 250,000 will 
be reached shortly.

It is also announced that the third 
Canadian Division at the front will be 
composed of the following:—7th in­
fantry brigade. Including the Royal 
Canadian Regiment, the Princess Pa­
tricias; 42nd of Montreal, 49th of Ed­
monton. the 8th Mounted Rifle brigade 
including four regiments of mounted 
rifles fighting on foot, each of the 
same establishment as an infantry 
battalion ; the 9th infantry brigade, 
including four battalions not yet se­
lected, divisional troops, consisting of 
mounted rifles, cyclist company, divi­
sional artillery, engineers, signal com­
pany, machine guns brigade, pioneer 
battalion, field ambulances, motor am­
bulances workshop, etc.

There will also be corps troops 
stating of the Royal Canadian Dra­
goons and Lord Strathcona’s Horse, 
hitherto in General Seely’s cavalry 
brigade, two engineer fortress 
Panles and signal units.

Besides these there will be special 
units including four siege artillery 
batteries, three tunneling companies 
and a military construction corps.

fn addition there will be 
of communication units, including am­
munition parks, casualty clearing star 
tions, field batteries and bakeries* 
depots for medical, transport, remount, 
pay, postal services, etc.

It is expected that Brigadier General 
Lord Brooke, who is in command of 
one of the brigades of the second divi­
sion, will be given the command of 
the third division now about to go to 
the front. Lord Brook© Is well known 
in Canada, having been twice at Peta- 
wawa.

Ottawa, Dec. 2.—Shell orders re­

ceived from Great Britain now 
total the Immense sum of $375,000,- 
000 the number of shells ordered It 
20,000,000 of which 3,500,000 have 
been shipped to England and near­
ly 100,000 employee# are engaged 
on the manufacture of sheila. Gen­
eral Alexander Bertram, of the Im­
perial Munitions Board gave these 
facte today. He stated that the 
steel required for the Industry from 
now till the end of next year is 
eight hundred million pounds, 
which will tax the capacity of the 
Dominion Steel plants to the ut- 
most. Nearly forty-fivp million 
pounds of copper and brass are 
used and 102,000,000 pounds of 
lead. This la more than Canada 
can produce of these metals, and 
the surplus must be Imported. Fif­
teen hundred thousand pounds of 
tin and ten million pounds of resin 
are also required.

Serbian Position at Monastlr Hopeless 

Otherwise the situation in the Bal­
kans remains unchanged. The Serb­
ians still hold Monastlr, but their po­
stilion js almost hopeless, as the Bul­
garians have cut communications be­
tween that city and the Greek fron­
tier, and the Serbian troops still there 
must, like the army of the north, re­
treat into Albania when the pressure 
become» too strong.

There is a report that the Russians 
have crossed the Roumanian borde* 
and are marching through that coun­
try to Bulgaria. This, however, lacks 
confirmation, and such a movement Is 
hardly likely to occur unless Rou­
manie gave her permission, which 
would be tantamount to joining the 
Allies.

Another report credits the Rus­
sians with diverting their Bessarab­
ian army toward Galicia, where a big 
offensive is to be undertaken, 
likewise, is unconfirmed.
' On the other fronts, Italian, French 

artillery .bombardments 
are the order of the day. The British, 
French and Belgium guns have been 
particularly active, also the airmen 
in Flanders, and the German positions 
have been given a rather severe bat­
tering. British monitors took part in 
these operations, suggesting that this 
may he the point Where the next of­
fensive will be undertaken.

There is still a good deal of talk in 
the neutral press about peace, based 
on reports from Germany of the ac­
tivity of the Socialists, and from Aus­
tria on dissatisfaction there with al­
leged German attempts to take control 
of the internal administration, ae has 
been the case In military affairs.

It lo considered significant that all 
the new Austrian members are men 
with German leanings, which Is 
thought to mean that the German party 
has been successful.

Ottawa, Ont, Dec. 2—At the confer­

ence which Hon. W. T. White, Finance 
Minds ter, had with the delegation 
from the Canadian Bankers’ Associa- 

a^lon today regarding the part which 
T^Canada could do In helping Great 

Britain to finance her purchase of 
shells, munitions and supplies in Can­
ada, it is understood that such meth­
ods' as the issue of Dominion notes 
against gold deposited in London ac­
ceptances of bills of exchange and ad­
vances to manufacturers and others 
against treasury bills or other securi­
ties were discussed. It Is thought 
that the Minister of Finance has in 
mind a plan which, will materially 
assist in the financing of the pur­
chases in Canada by the imperial gov­
ernment during the next six months 
or year.- It will be remembered that 
the Minister made certain proposals 
in New York to the Anglo-French 
commission in connection with this 
subject. The matter has beem further 
tajten up with the imperial treasury 
by the minister since the return of 
the commission.

The suggetslon has been put for­
ward frequently since the outbreak of 
the war that Canada should finance 
her own war expenditures in their en­
tirety, as well as the purchases of 
Great Britain arod the Allies in Can­
ada.

FRANZ JOSEF

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Will Attempt to Cut Off Retreat
Of Serbians Along Greek Frontier

Parts, (Dect 2.—Despatches from 
Salonlki and Florena, Greece, for­
warded by way of Athens and Rome, 
say that arrangements have been 
made for the surrender of Monastlr.

It is said a commission consisting 
of the Greek consul, the Serbian met­
ropolitan and the mayor of Monastlr 
has been appointed to negotiate terms 
of surrender with German, and Bulgar­
ian representatives.

An Athens despatch to the Havas 
Agency says that the news from Mon- 
astir is contradictory. According to 
some accounts, the Bulgarians have 
suspended their march on Monas Ur, 
but are making a turning movement so 
as to cut off the retreat of the Seib- 
ian troops along the Greek frontier.

Expect Russian Attack
London, Dee. 3—Unconfirmed re­

porte from Salonlki to the London 
morning papers state that the Austro- 
German forces, which were in pos­
session of the Veles district, have 
beeir suddenly deflected toward the 
Bulgarian-Roumanlani frontier, to meet 
a possible Russian attack. According 
to these despatches there Is a feeling 
that the Bulgarian army might not 
fight against the Russians with the 
same spirit as against the Serbians.

In The West

London, ^Dec. 3—A war lecture by 
George Bernard Shaw before a moth­
er’s meeting organized by London 
suffragettes yesterday dealt 
with the recent peace talk.

“The whole British nation is deter­
mined not to have peace now,” said 
Mr. Shaw, "for that would mean a 
triumph for German prestige. You 
may as well put peace entirely out of 
yôur heads, for summer skies may 
come more than once before we see 
peace again in Europe.

"Even if the German Emperor 
should retire behind his owm frontiers 
and announce that, having shown 
what the German nation and army 
could do, he was ready to leave mat­
ters to arbitration, we could not ac­
cept the situation, but would be bound 
to fight our way to Berlin to show 
that we could beat them.

“In fighting the German army we 
are not fighting a wonderful, infallible 
organization, but we are fighting a 
romantic dream, from which it is ab­
solutely necessary that the German 
peoples should be awakened. We 
must make up our minds that the 
war is going on until that dream to 
destroyed. There is no general desire 
for peace.”

“Expeditionary corps of the Dardan­
elles: November 30 and December 1 
were marked by activity on the part 
of both artilleries. Our guns caused 
important damage to the Turkish 
works. The temperature, after hav­
ing been rigorous for several days, 
has become appreciably milder.”

1916, will probably amount to $400,- 
000,000. The purchase of Great Brit­
ain and the Allies of supplies and 
munitions will probably by that date 
have exceeded $600,000,000. The total 
of Canada’s war expenditure and pur­
chases by the Allies will thus be over 
one thousand million dollars. Up to 
the outbreak of the war Canada had 
been, and is still, a borrowing coun­
try, depending upon outside money 
markets for the sale of her Dominion, 
provincial and municipal securities.

As Canada has no international 
money centre like New York or Lon­
don where accumulation® of capital 
are available for short-date treasury 
loans or for the sale of government 
securities, it is obvious that "Canada 
will not be able to provide funde for 
the whole, but for only a part of her 
own war expenditures, and by way of
