\ JOne Saturday evening, having ttoieih- 
ed heir make-up at the theatre, she ask­
ed her colleagues smilingly:

Do you notice how I have made my 
face up prettier than usual?

I wisii to die like the beautiful hei* 
oine of the drama 1 am now playing. 
Since ;he professor's death I have 
been always thinking regarding what 
way I should die. 1 must die beauti­
fully. There are lots of people who 
cannot die, even through suicide, and 
they are living crippled and superan­
nuated. What a shame for them!

She went home from the theatre 
tl at night and sat up writing letters 
of farewell, to one to her brother 
she asked to be burled with ProfèsBor 
Shimamura. Then at 5 o'clock in the 
morning she hanged herself with a 
beautiful, scarlet sash, dying at the 
•very hour her lover had passed two 
months before.

Sumako was in no need of money. 
She had a fortune of 40,000 yeft 
(bout 4,250 pounds), and had nothing 
to worry her save her k>ve for the 
dead man. She had announced public­
ly [ha: she would provide a sixth nf 
htr money for Shtmamura’s widew 
a;:d children.

Her initial part. or. graduating from 
the dramatic school in 1911, at the age 
of 25. was Ophelia, in a production of 
"Hamlet," at the Imperial Theatre.

Her greatest artistic success 
was as the heroine of Tolstoy's "Re­
surrection.”
