William MecIntosh, permanent curator of
museum, is a very
busy man these days. The task of re-
ducing the vast amount of material con-
tdined in the society’s rooms to some de-

gree of order is no light one and to the
ordinary man might well seem hopeless.

The Old Mechanics Institute
Oollection.

The oldest of the many collections of
which the museum is composed is the
Gesner- collection. This is the material
which formed the old Gesner museum
which was opened in the Mechanics’ In-
stitute on April 5, 1842. \

The rearranging of this is quite a task
of itself. For that date it was a well
equipped museum. More than 2,000 ob-
jects were at first placed on exhibition
but many specimens were added subse-
quently. There were excellent collections
of minerals, rocks and fossils besides a
large number of seashells. Besides these
there were more than 200 mounted birds
and some forty animals.

These were very inadequately preserved.
They were “‘stuffed,” as the modern meth-
ods of taxidermy were not thought of, the
effect being more striking than natural.
The ravages of time and the moths are
painfully evident: on some of the speci-
mens and a number/ of the smaller quad-
rapeds have been entirely denuded of fur.

Everyone who visited the old rooms in
the Market building must have been
struck by the appearance of the moose
on the staircase landing. It was a de-
crepit looking object enough but as it oc-
cupied a place in the Gesner collection the
society felt bound to preserve it. So it
was moved into the new building. Before
this was done, however ,it was found that
the head had to be taken off before it
could be carried upstairs. Two boys were
standing looking at the animal the other
day when one turned to the other and
gaid, “That moose must have had the
mumps. I know ’cause I've had them.”
No doubt the mistake was caused by the
animal’s well upholstered cheeks.

But in addition to natural objects the
Gesner museum contained many interest-
ing and curiousq objects. Among these
were beautifully carved weapons, paddles
and other objeets from Australasid brought
to St. John by the whaling vessels which
at that time left this port regularly for
the whale fishery in the southern Pacific.
It would be impossible to replace many of
these articles as they are now unobtain-
able and extremely valuable. There was
also a fine collection of Indian relics and
ancient Chinese curios together with many
articles of historical interest such as'a
portion of the timber of the Royal George,
which capsized near the English coast and
in which nearly 500 men with Admiral
Kempenfeldt were drowned. The cart-
ridge box which belonged to William Cob-
bett is also in the collection. ;

Many citizens will remember this mu-
seum quite well. A neatly printed guide
book of forty-eight pages enabled the visi-
tor to view the collections intelligently.
The whole of this came into the posses-
sion of the Natural History Society and
together with the great mass of material
which the members of that body have col-
lected since its organization will be ar-
ranged and displayed to good advantage
as soon as,possible.

More Interest Now in the So-
oiety’s Work.

The wisdom of the exccutive body of the
society in purchasing their mew quarters
is amply justified by the increasing num-
ber of visitors to the rooms as well as by
the great interest shown by the gencral
public in the institution. Surprise is con-
stantly expressed by those who go through
the rooms at the large and varied amount
of material on hand. Besides, donations
and loan exhibits are constantly coming
in.

Therce is- a large and unique collection
of Indian relics of the stone age, axes,
arrow heads and fragments of crude pot-
tery. These show how primitive was the
condition of the aborigines in New Bruns-
wick a few hundred years ago. It is to
le regretted that the collection of mod-
ern. Indian handicrafts leaves so much to
be desired. Such articles as snowshoes,
foccasins, beadwork and baeketry are al-
most, if not wholly, unrepresented.

Nor are the relies of the French occu-
pation and the Loyalists in much better
condition. Mr. Meclntosh says he feels
there must be many persons in St. John
in possession of such. I they do not wish
to donate them, which is really not neces-
sary, he would like to urge that they loan
them, especially in view of the ncar ap-
proach of the tourist season.

One afternoon last
reporter went up to the rooms and found
Mr. McIntosh standing before a great pile
of boxes, each of which was filkd with
specimens. These bores, he explained,had
all been filled and =stored away for lack
of space. The curator was perspiring over
his task and the vencrable dust of long
gone years had collected on his hands and
clothes to quite an appreciable extent. He
remarked that the work of packing had
been done very carcfully, which was evi-
dent; and that after the boxes had been
put away they were forgotten, which was
also very evident.

Some of the Oontents.

From one box there was unpacked a
fine collection of silver ores and from an-
other rich specimens of gold ore, while
others contained fossils and marine and
other matural curiosities. All of these
were wrapped in picces of mewspapers
none .of which were of later date than
1856. In some cases the labels were wrap-

The
modern ideal was no longer a chance as-
semblage of curiosities nor a collection of
specimens all mounted and placed in sys-
tematic order. It was rather a sefies
objects selected with reference to their
value for public enlightenment. The pres-
ent day museum is adapted to the mneeds
of the mechanic, the farmer or the laborer
as well as the savant or the professional
man. In short, said Mr. McIntosh, the
museum of today is a popular institution
having something of interest for every-
body, maintained by the people for the
people.

The Curator’'s Plans.

As an ‘instance of his plans Mr. Mecln-
tosh pointed out that the society now pos-
sesses a collection of more than 300 New
Brunswick birds. These are now arranged
systematically and as soon as suitable ma-
terial can be obtained groups will be ar-
ranged showing something of the life his-
tory of each species. The bird will be
shown with its nest and eggs and young.
These collections are sure to form a very
striking and attractive feature of the
rooms. The curator pointed out the great
value to tourists and sporfsmen as well as
to our own people which a collection of
groups of our magnificent game end fur
bearing animals would be. These could
be made very attractive and with infor-
mation as to the relative plentifulness of
each species and the regions in which
they dre oftenest met with would form
an invaluable object lesson.

Turning to the minerals and rocks, Mr.
Meclntosh said it is his intention to ar-
range them more with regard to the needs
of the student and the ordinary man than
the scientist. The minerals will be ar-
ranged in groups with labels attached giv-
ing full information as to their uses and
where found. In the near future, he went
on, he hoped by the aid of charts and dia-
grams to so arrange the fossils as to give

Mr. McIntosh said he would greatly ap-
preciate the co-operation of school chil-
dren and the public generally in making
this flower exhibit a success.

Will Loan Oollections to Schools

The society does not intend, however,
to. confine to its own building its efforts
to be useful to the public. During the
present season a number of collections will
be arranged for ‘the wuse of the public
schools. These will be loaned to the
schools desiring them and may be kept
for such time as may be agreed upon.
Small collections of fossils and insects for
this purpose will be ready in the fall. At
present the building is open to the public
from 2 o’clock to 6 p. m.
