Butwhatis admirable about
the film - and if it's true, about
the two individuals - is the way
in which the characters change
and develop as the love-story
progresses.

The book points
up the folly of the notion that
women’s emancipation can be
achieved. by  well-financed
publicity campaigns asking
“"Why not?” The oppression ¢
women can only be eradicated
by a social revolution which
eliminates the patriarchal family
and class-divided society.
