C. Square loses
food price survey

Last week, a campus survey of
food prices was conducted by
Excalibur. The main finding of the
survey was that prices remain
constant throughout the campus
although the catered services were
found to be more expensive than
student run coffee shops and pubs.

Surveyed were the college
cafeterias, pubs, coffee shops and
the Central Square Coffee Shop.
The prices compared were on
university staples such as coffee,
doughnuts, bagels, yogurt, soup
and sandwiches. In general the
prices in the coffee shops were
approximately the same from
place to place; coffee being 20
cents, bagels 25 cents. The prices
varied on such items as juice which
ranged in price from 20 cents to 30
cents, doughnuts from 15 cents to20
cents, yogurt from 30 cents to 45
cents.

The prices of the caterers were
higher than the coffee shops but
constant in their own group. Their
price of coffee was 25 cents,
doughnuts ranging in price from 20
cents to 25 cents, yogurt being 45
cents. The main differences in
prices were in salads and sand-
wiches because of the varying
qualities and types of sandwiches
and salads.

The main reason for the dif-
ference in prices between the
catered services, such as the dining
halls and Central Square Coffee

Shop, and the student run coffee ::""'. ';:::;e top load
