Ans.—Brussels sprouts for ordinary 
field culture should be set in rows about 
three feet apart, and eighteen inches to 
two feet feet apart in the rows. Culti­
vate as with cabbage during the growing 

sprouts become so 
large as to crowd in the rows, the leaves 
should be cut or broken off as close to 
the stalk as possible in order that the 
sprouts have more room to develop. A 
tuft or rosette of leaves only should be 
left at the top of the stalk.

vaseline. Clip the 
inches all around the hoof, 
cannot bite the parts. Rub well with 
the blister daily for two days. On the 
third day wash off and apply sweet oil. 
Let him loose now in a box stall, and 
oil every day.

Caustic Balsam would likely do the work, 
but the foregoing would be effective.
