TALKS ON RELIGION.

PARENTS AND THEIR CHILDREN.

The natural Jaw provides for parental
love, hence in the decalogue there is
o commandment insisting on such affec-
tion. It a parent is found who does not
possess this feeling he is locked upon by
all as a monster. When God would leal
His disciples to rely with conficence on
His mercy, He appeals to the natural
terderness of a father’s heart and says :
«If you, then, being evil, know how to
give good things to youvr children, how
much more will your Father from heaven
give the good spirit to them that ask
Him?" And again He asks: *‘And
which of you, if he ask bis father bread,
will he give him a stone ? or a fish, will
he for a fish give him a serpent ¥’ (S*.
Luke xi., 11.)

The duty of parents to their children
may be summed up as follow : To love
them truly, to care for them properly,
to educate them along Christian lines,
and to give them a proper start in life.
To love children with a truelove means
more ttan making playthings or pets o!
them. It means more than fondling,
and kissing and calling them pretiy
names. All these things are natural
and very well in their way, but they do
not necessarily mean true love and are
quite consistent with a want of love.
They may spring from inetinet and self-
Jove, and those who practice these en-
dearments may show themeelves their
children's worst enemies.

Real love, besides tenderness, in-
cludes patience, forbearance, watchful-
uess, taking trouble—and, to sum up, it
means self-sacrifice.

Forbearance and patience are the
best fruits of parental love. A senseof
injustice and wrong toooften finds birth
in the mind of a child through the im
patience or caprice of parents. This
thought must have been in the mird of
the apostie when he wrote : ¢ And you,
fathers, provoke not your children to
anger.” (Eph. vi.,4)

Patience and forbearance do not mean
alack of watchfulness. Let us call to
your mind these staiking words of Holy
Scripture : ‘‘But while men were
asleep, his enemy came ard oversowed
cockle smong the wheat, ard went his
way.” (St. Matt. xiil., 20.) Here we
have an explanation of a great mary of
the evils which find place in the minds
of children and spoil or poiscn their
education. Wkhen their parents were
not looking or were not caring or were
lacking in vigilance, the enemy came
and oversowed cockle and the good seed
was choked and then it perished.

Bad reading, bad companionship avd
bad habits are the cockle that weaken
and destroy the good seed gown butnot
guarded.

The parents should win the love acd
confidence of their children to obtain a
real knowledge of the'r mental and
moral temptation. This isaccom plished
by gentleness and paticnce and not by
over-restiaint, harshness or sternness.

A good education is a rich posse ssion
for a child., Too many parents are
careless about the sort of an education

that is being impaited to their children.
The heart as well as the mind must be
cducated. The child should always be
impressed with the fact that he fae
been created ultimately to be with
God. Nothing should be allowed to
obscure or to eclipse this end. He
should also be fitted for the battle of
life. He must be supplied with proper
principles that will safely guide him
through life as the compass guides the
mariner on tte sea. The first seed
must be sown at hume before the ohild
is old enough to enter into the primary
department. The practiccs of prayer
and of devoticns should lave their in
ception from the lips and the example
of parents,

The vice of lying is quite common
arcong children, because the value and

the necessity of truth was not sufliciently

impressed cn the children at hume.

Instezd of persistently and consistently

igculcating truthfulness, parents some-

times lead or drive their children into
lying. Not longago we were in a street
car, and there was opposite us & mother
with her little boy. The ¢ nductc
asked if the child was not over sX.

The motber said: *‘ No, he is only

five.”” ¢ O, mother,” cried the little

fellow, “you know I was six Jast week.”

The boy was proud of the fact. The

mother had lied to save a few pernies.

In addition to this the threatened the

boy with something when she got bim

taught her child both to lie and to be
dishonest.

Some parents labor uunder the delu-
sion that their ohildren never lie and
never steal and are horrified and in-
dignaut when the charges are wade and
t,t._o proof is cffered. An investigation
will do no harm, while too much credul
ity may, If such faults cxist, the time
to correct them is then, ** A stitch in
time saves nine."”

Children grow and develop and much
soon¢ r than is rolized ove of the turn-
ing points in life dawps. A young
mind is just coming into its inheritance
and is more or less bewildered by all
the novelties that rise before its vision.
The mental kingdom is to be organized
and the young rovercign aspires to
power. Who are to be his counsellors
and help him to his throne? The
parents ought to be nearest to the
young prince and be wise encugh to
direct him aright in all the dilemmas
that arise. They ought not ouly to be
the guides and preceptors thea but ilso
the companions of their children, The
avenues to coufidence skould be kept
open and made inviting, otherwise the
wrong road may be taken.

Disciplive should be inculcated as a
principle, and this wi'l include obedi
ence—obedience to superiors and obedi
ence to law. Without discipline and
obedience the will may carry the young
man or woman to destruction. Diseip
line is to be enforced with:ut unneces
sary barshness or severity, but at all
events weakness enters only todestroy.
The child should be tzught the neces-
sity of compliance with duty as well as
the sphere of his rights, Sympathy
and jastice will light up the way and
the trainirg shenld begin when the
child is young. ‘* As the twig is bent
80 the tree inclineth.”” The child that
is permitted to grow up without diseip-
line bezomes a nuisance to himself and
a cross and a disgrace to his parents.
When parents lose control of their
children the blame is generally to oe
placed on their own weakness or vaocel-
lation. The Lord said, ** I will rise up
against hell. . . becuuse he knew
that his sons did wickedly and did not
chastise tiem.” (I. Kings 3.13.)
Corrective punishment is sometimes
both necessary and merciful. The fol-
lowing ibcident demonstrates this

EXTREME UNCTION.

THE BACRAMENT WHICH
AND NG TO THE BOUL
BOMETIMES TO THE BODY.

Extreme Unction is a sacrament
which through the anointing and prayer
of the priest gives health and strength
to the soul and sometimes to the body
when we are in danper of death from
sicknese, Tt is cdled last, or extreme ;
the o h:r unc ions are used at baptism,
couflemat on, holy orders and at certain
consec rations.

The Council of Trent bas directed
that extreme uuction should form a
subject of frequent instruction hecause
the faithful, irequently reflectivg that
death is the irevitable doom of all men,
will repress evil desires, 1t is a sicra

ment institnted by Jesus Christ where-
by, aceording to the Scripture, the sick
being encinted with oil, in danger of
death aud prayed over, receive, if reces

sary, remission of sins, the strengthen-
ing of the s)ul, and if it ve God's will,
the restoration to hcalth., St, James, in
his epistle, says: '* Is any man sick
amorg you, let him bring in the pries's
of the church, and let them pray over
him, anointisg bim with oit iu the name
of the Lord ; and the prayer of faith
shall save the sick maa, and the Lord
shall raise him up and if he be in sins,
tuey shall be forgiven him."

We have here all the esseutials of a
sacrament, the outward sign—that is
the anointing with oil and piayer—the
inward grace, in the saving and rais-
ing up of the sick man and the forgive

ness of sins, There is no mention of the
institution of the sacrament in the
8ible, yet the Apostolic praciice is
proof positive, together with the chuich
the Intaltible Teacher of its institution
by the Saviour.

In administering extreme unction
the priest anoints the Chbristian who is
in danger of death with consccrated oil
in the form of a cross on his five senses
which have been instrumental to his
gins. He begins with the eyes, then the
ears, nose, mouth, hands and feet. At
every unction he repeats the following

fact. While a ferry boat was making
its way amid tho floating ice across
the North River at New York, the cry
was raised : **A man overboard "’ The
passeng: rs rushed to the rail and saw
a man struggling for life amid the
floating ice. **Will not some one save
him ?'’ was the reiterated and cxcited
question. Suddenly a man sprang
from the ferry boat. Swimming to the
struggling viciim he hit the drowning
man a terrific blow. A cry of horror
and indigoation was raised by the pas
sengers. Then the rescuer laid hold of
the half senseless man and held him
safe until both were saved. When the
rescuer reached the deck, dozens of
indignant men gathered arcund him
and with fists clenched demanded,
“Why, did you hit that man?'’ **Slowly
slowly, gentlemen, ' he said. *'Irisked
wy life to save him while you rc-
mained on board out of danger. I hit
him to save him. If I had not hit and
stunned him, he would bave laid hold
of me and both of us would have been
lost."”

form of prayer : ‘' Through this boly
anction and through His most tender
mercy, may the Lord pardon thee what
ever sius thou hast committed by tee-
ing, hearing,’’ etc. If the sick man is
actually expiring, the priest only
anoints his forehead ; but he ccntinues’
to anoint the other parts as lorg as life
has not departed.
The words used in the administration
of the sacrament show the affectionate
solicitude the church takes in us : *‘O
Lord Jesus Christ, as we in our humil
ity euter this house, may etornal felic
ity, may divine prosperity, may serene
joy, may fruitful charity, may everlast
ing health also enter with us. May the
approach of demons be forbidden this
place and the angels of peace be pres-
ent. * * * Heal, we besecch Thee,
Ouar Redeemer, by the grace of tte Holy
Spirit, the languors of the sick wan ;
cure his wonnds ard forgive his sins ;
remove from him every pain of mind
and body ; mercifully grant him again
full health, as well internal and eter-
nal.”’
We should recelve extreme unction
when we are in danger of death from
sickness or from wound or accident.
As soon as we have reason to consider
the illness of a dangerous character, we
should ask the priest to administer the
sacrament in order that wo may receive
it with so much greater profit and
preparation. Many Catholics postpone
sending for the priest until the last
moment, and then generally the sick
man is unconscious. You should under
stand that he is not profited as much,
since the utility of tbe sacrament to the
soul depends on the coutrition and devc-
t on with which it is received. More
over, the body cannot profit by it, if
the vital spark be all but extinct. This
responsibility —to see that the sick re
ceive the last sacrament in due time—
rests partly with the doc or, who, a8 a
matter of course, cught to acquaint the
relatives of the sick man’s condition
when it becomes serious, hence the
nece sity of securing the services of a
Christian physician. Often Catholics
fear to agitate the sick man by mention-
ing death or the sacraments, What
would you think of people who would not
warn a blind man that he was nearing a
precipice lest they should frighten him?
Their cowardice wil* give them much to
answer for. Very often the fault is
with the sick mau himself, who fecls
cer:ain that if he reccives extreme
anction he must surely die! He fails
to realize that extreme unction has
been, at least partly, instituted by God
in order that the sick may more rapidly
and certainly recover their health if it
be conducive to their eteraal welfare.
Should the illness be really mortal, what
is more desirable than the grace to die
bappily and secure salvation, to which
end the sacrament of extreme unction
is administered.
A moldier cannot receive extreme
unction before going into action, nor a
criminal condemned to death. Thoze
who have not received the sacrament of
nance capnot receive extreme unction,
since it is the completion of penance.
To this class belong idiots and children
who have not yet attained the age of
reason. Extreme unction can only be
administered to the sick once in the
same illness ; but if tte sick person re-
covers temporarily, aud then has a re:
lapse, he may be anointed again. Con-
fession must preceda extreme uoction,
for it is necessary to be in the state of
grace ; it is a remedy and medicine only
for the living.
