While 
under arrest Gray, who is an American, 
volunteered several contradictory 
ments, endeavoring to implicate another 
party, but confessed having received 
money and other property from the 
party he named as “ hush money.” This 
money, about $35, was still in his posses 
sion, and he succeeded in concealing it 
when being searched. Mrs. Gray was 
then arrested, and the inquest being fix­
ed for the evening of the 29th, she aad 
her husband were kept in confinement 
till then.
