Barbarity of the Turks In Candia.

The, Avenir National, of recent date;
containg the following xemrknb]e mm
ment:

Bome time ago, it will be remembered;
the Eoglish steamer -Assurance received
on board some children, women, and old
men of Belinos; the captdn of the ship
promised to raturn in a week and take
those who wished to find _shelter from the
barbarity of the Tarks. A féw days after
wardaa frigate withont colors appearad;
sure onough on the horizon ; the ﬂ]gmvea
rushed to the sea-shore, \When she had
approsched near enough to land, the
frigate launched & long boat, over whlcl,
waved the English flag; the whore
was . crowded with ~Christians, whe

bad hgstened forth at the sight of this
signal'of safety, At the eame moment
the vessel displayed the Ottoman flag, and
discharged all her guns upon this unarmed
crowd. This incredible act of barbarity is
attested by one of the principal papers of
Ga wece, the “ Hermapolis,” printed st
Syria; the committee of that town receiv
+d the news in a letter, dated the 8th (20th)
December, addresged to it in the name of
the Go: uurnl Assombly of the Cretans —
According to this letter, the number of
victims was considerable. B-fore such s
fact the heart throbhs with indignation ;
public opinion claims sasisfaction ; the

rights of humanity must be avenged, and it
ought to be known whether the eomman-
der of the Turkish frigate obeyed the fero-
cious fustinet of his race or the instructions
of bis government.
