*l think the scheme would be an ex-
cellent one,” he said, “for it would en-
able the hotel men to locate these men,
who travel all over the city looking for
liquor. At the present time it is very
hard for a proprietor or his bartenders
to keep an eye open for 127 men. Of
that number he might possibly know
thirty or forty and he 18 run-
ning great risks, as the law makes no
excuse for a party not being known.”

I had a visitor to my office the other
day,” continued Inspector Sturdy, “and
he told me of a plan that has been adopt-
ed in the State of Maine, which he says
is working to perfection. The plan ‘s
y man on the “list” supplied
with a small button which he is com
pelled to wear on the lapel of his coat.
I'he button used in the city he had just
come from was a small blue one with a
red bar across the centre, There
no writing or initials on it. The police-
men were given a list of the men wear-
ing these buttons, and they are also
given the power to arrest a man who is
on the list and not wearing the button,
haling him before the magistrate, who,
in the city where this traveller came
from, was a severe man, and sent every
man to jail for six months without the
option of a fine. The gentleman told me
that the list in this particular city drop-
ped in a very short time from 115 to 37
names,

“Well, suppose the man wearing the
button takes it off for a moment and
enters a hotel, and asks for a drink?”
the Inspector was asked.

“Well, the man is taking a great risk,
and if the hotel man happens to know
him, he has the power to have him ar-
rested, for trying to entice him into
selling a drink,” was the reply.

“Yes, 1 think that system would be
even better than the taking of a photo-
graph,” was the concluding remark of
the Inspector.
