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BIGGER GAME,

General Herbert heretofore lias been 
content to humble a lieutenant, a captain 
or some such modest individual in the 
militia service, but this week lie hangs in 
his belt the scalp of Col. Powell, Adjutant 
General of all Canada, and next in com­
mand after the General himself. What 
particular act Col. Powell has been guilty 
of is not clearly indicated from official 
quarters, but it is probable that he has 
met the General somewhere and failed to 
properly salute His Serene Highness. 
Our military big wig is mighty particular 
on even the smallest points of etiquette. 
About the only excitement we have in 
military circles these days is the oc-

Vional news that the General has “ sus- 
I iided ” somebody, and he will keep on 
suspending till, like Luard and Middleton, 
he himself will have to leave the country. 
Thè General has an idea that being a 
“ blawsted British officab,” he should 
have all things at his feet, but the gov­
ernment and the militia are great fools if 
they submit to his arrogant and overbear­
ing dictation. It is said that every man 
in Canada who wears a military uniform 
trembles to his very shoes when he hears 
the General approach. A story is told of 
his bad manners as exhibited at a social 
gathering in this city not very long ago. 
At his request an officer high in authority 
had prepared a paper on some military 
topic, which he read at the gathering at 
the General’s suggestion. The guests in 
turn were asked for criticisms, and 
when it came to His Highness, turn­
ing to the officer he said the paper was 
very good indeed in a way, but as it 
failed entirely to touch the question he 
had suggested for discussion, the officer’s 
labor was entirely lost, or words to that 
effect. That is the way the story reached 
The Herald, and our informant remarked 
that with the other guests he felt very 
deeply for the confusion of the officer 
whose effort was so little appreciated by 
his superior.

That General Herbert has the Ministers 
entirely under his control was well evi­
denced by his destruction of the R. R. C. 
I. band at this station. Mr. Foster was 
going down to Belmont to a political 
picnic and his friends wanted some music 
to brighten the thing up a bit. The mili­
tary band was engaged, but it never lived 
to play at another political picnic. The 
General heard about it and swooped 
down with an order for its extinction. 
Mr. Foster knows the reason, but he does 
not attempt to wrestle with the General 
who reigns supreme over the militia de­
partment. Col. Powell just now is the in­
dividual feeling the weight of the great 
General’s displeasure, but the order of 
suspension has been set aside by the min­
ister of militia, who for once has evidently 
taken the bull by the horns.

THE RAILWAY ACCIDENT.

The eastern section of the C. P. railway 
has been singularly free from serious acci­
dents, and the horror of Monday which 
is given in detail on the first page of The 
Herald will send a thrill of sorrow 
through the mind of every reader. A 
railway train with a fairly full passenger 
list, booming along on its journey from 
Montreal to St. John in the early hours 
of the morning, suddenly crashes through 
a trestlework, down to the bottom of a 
rocky abyss, four human beings meet in­
stant death, and a number of others are 
maimed for life. What a blessing the Pul- 
man and first class passenger coach were 
not also hurled into the death inviting 
ditch. Supt. Timmerman, who has been 
at the scene of the wreck, says the acci­
dent was due to obstructions placed on the 
track by some murderous wretch, and in 
this opinion he is backed up by the Maine 
Railway Commissioners who have been 
on the spot. Some of the passengers al­
lege that the trestle was rotten, and hold 
the railway authorities responsible for the 
slaughter. It is scarcely worth while 
arguing the point at this stage, as the 
only living witness of the accident, fire­
man McDonald, is still unconscious and 
unable to tell his story. He is in a fair 
way of recovering, and ' will be able to 
settle the disputed question. One can 
scarcely credit ti:e story that the company 
would take the risk of running their 
trains over a rotten trestle. Why they 
have lost the entire train wrecked on 
Monday, and the cost of that would re­
build the trestle a great many times, and 
besides the company by neglecting to 
keep its property in repair, would become 
responsible for heavy damages to sufferers 
by such neglect. On the other hand it is 
difficult to believe that there are fiends 
in human form capable of commit: ing 
wholesale murder such as Monday’s dis- 
astar entailed. May not the accident be at­
tributed to some other cause, a rail spread­
ing perhaps, or some such contingency as 
that. The company, firm in the convic­
tion that the accident was designed, have 
offered a reward of $4,000 for the discov­
ery of the person or persons who com­
mitted the crime, and when the injured 
fireman has sufficiently recovered to tell 
his story, will hold an investigation.

A STUDIED INSULT.

A fully substantiated report comes from 
Ottawa, that the Ministers had no intent­
ion of giving Hon. Mr. Laurier an oppor­
tunity to speak at the banquet given the 
intercolonial delegates, until the Liberal 
members of parliament discovered the 
program, and refused to attend the 
function until their honored leader was 
placed on the toast list. The evident in­
tention of the Ministers to injure Mr. 
Laurier and push only themselves to the 
front, was an insult,not only to the Liberal 
leader and his followers in parliament, 
but to every Liberal in the country. But 
Mr. Laurier and his friends had their 
own satisfaction. The managers of the 
banquet were not only compelled to give 
-Mr. Laurier a chance to speak, but they 
had also to hear from his lips the most 
polished and eloquent address delivered 
during the evening, and that, too, in a 
round of excellent speeches. The Mon­
treal Star, an independent Conservative 
newspaper, says that Hon. Mr. Laurier 
admittedly delivered the discourse of the 
evening. His eloquence thrilled the vast 
assembly, and when he concluded, hund­
reds rose to their feet and shouted them­
selves hoarse.

The Telegraph, after pulling down the 
University of New Brunswick, is after 
the professors and the senate of that in­
stitution. Dr. Inch also receives a criti­
cism from our rather erratic contempor­
ary, but The Herald understands that 
as long as the Telegraph artist lets the 
Chief Superintendent alone, he does not 
mind what the editor says abojit him.

Although there have been a few 
changes in the results of the Ontario 
elections, as at first announced, the final 
returns show that Sir Oliver Mowat has 
been sustained by a good working major­
ity of straight Liberals, that Mr. Meredith 
does not command one-third of the new 
legislature, and that religious toleration 
in Ontario, is a real thing, which even the 
recent bitter crusade could not down. 
The Liberals will have in the new House 
a majority of eight or ten over all other 
parties combined. In a house of 94, Sir 
Oliver Mowat will have a compact fol­
lowing of over fifty stalwart and avowed 
supporters. More than half of the avowed 
Patrons are Liberals, and most of them 
were really the Liberal candidates in all 
but name. Their support will raise the 
government majority for all ordinary pur­
poses, to nearly twenty.

Mr. Meredith suffered a crushing de­
feat. His personal party followers num­
ber scarcely more than half of Sir Oliver 
Mowat’s, and he cannot count on befilg 
able to draw into his camp the unattached 
members. Everybody knows how the 
“independent” member votes. It is for 
the government and patronage every 
time. The probability is that Mr. Mere­
dith will find himself in control of about 
one-third of the Chamber when things 
assume a normal position. The Patrons 
will number about one-sixth of the mem­
bers, but as they do not hold the balance 
of power, they will probably not hold 
together as an organization for parlia­
mentary purposes. Those of them who 
are Liberals will naturally fall into line 
as supporters of Sir Oliver Mowat ; those 
who are Conservatives will either do the 
same thing, or gradually attach them­
selves to Mr. Meredith. The P. P. A. is 
practically “not in it,” in the Assembly. 
Some members of the society are members 
of the House, but only one avowed P. P.A. 
candidate has been elected, Mr. McCal- 
lum, of East Lambton — and, as an old 
Liberal, he will probably be found sup­
porting the Mowat government on gen­
eral questions.

HAD TO PAY UP.

The members of the York municipal 
council, have discovered that the author­
ity of that august body is not quite so ex­
tended or final as the Czar of Russia’s 
will. Last January, to the discredit of 
the county,, they refused to pay some 
perfectly legitimate bills incurred in the 
trial and conviction of Edward Wheary. 
The chief reason, no doubt, was that two 
or three of Mr. Blair’s friends were inter­
ested in the charges, and the average 
York county councillor, with a few ex­
ceptions, will stay up all night at any 
time to have a whack at Mr. Blair or his 
friends. But there is a higher authority 
in New Brunswick than even the York 
county council, and it was found neces­
sary in this instance to call it into action. 
The legislature stepped in and compelled 
the county authorities to pay their just 
debts. The matter was briefly discussed 
at the council, Tuesday afternoon, and 
when it was shown what the statute was, 
the councillors,with one or two exceptions, 
swallowed their medicine like men. An 
up-river representative, however, squirm­
ed perceptibly, and announced that he’d 
“ never come back any more.” He and 
his fellow councillors were only “ tools,” 
he said, and he would not submit to gov­
ernment dictation. The situation was in­
tensely interesting, and it is a pity the 
Attorney General could not have been 
present and witnessed the agony of his 
old time enemies. However, they have 
paid up and look as pleasantly as possible 
under the rather distressing circumstances, 
and the next time they fool with criminal 
prosecution accounts, they will first see 
at which end the bills are loaded.

The British Columbia local elections 
are taking place to-day, and despatches 
from the Pacific Coast indicate a general 
belief that Premier Davie and his govern­
ment will be sustained. There are a 
number of easily manipulated far away 
baby constituencies, which, together with 
the dead-sure Island boroughs, makes the 
election reasonably safe for the Govern­
ment, though the cities and larger ridings 
on the mainland are very doubtful. The 
Opposition people in Vancouver are 
seriously handicapped, as their recognized 
leader, Mr. Cotton, editor of the News 
Advertiser, is serving a term in gaol for 
contempt of court.

The great strike has paralyzed railway 
traffic in the United States. Yesterday at 
Chicago, six men were killed and many 
wounded, and numerous fires were started 
by the strikers. The troops are being 
called out at various points, and grave 
damages threaten the country.

YORK MUNICIPAL COUNCIL.

One Day Finished the Business.

The July meeting of the York Municipal 
Council was called to order at 10 a. m. 
Tuesday, Warden McKeen in the chair 
All the councillors except Coun. Heron 
were present and answered to their names.

After routine committees were appoint­
ed as follows :

Fullerton, Mowatt, Kinghorn, Estabrooks. 
and Jamieson.

Public Accounts.— Councillors Graham, 
Murray, Hallett, Simmons, Cropley, Boies, 
Lawrence, Nason, Pinder, Thompson, Es­
tabrooks, Carr, and Geo. S. Inch.

Adjourned.
Afternoon Session.

When the Board was called to order 
after dinner, Secy. Black reported that all 
three bills prepared for the legislature 
had passed as iollows : (1) to provide for 
conveying certain school laws in Canter­
bury ; (2) to divide the parish of Dum­
fries and constitute the parish of McAdam 
therefrom ; (3) to authorize the assesss- 
ment of $500 paid the Gibson fire sufferers

Coun. Hallet moved additional parish 
officers for Queensbury as follows : Geo. 
Manuel, Highway Commissi ner; Theo­
dore Jones and Samuel Hill, Constables ; 
Ludlow R. Cliff, Joel Woodworth and 
George Parent, Road Surveyors.

Coun. Fisher wanted to hear from the 
committee on the Almshouse dispute. 
They had two years to do their work and 
it was about time they reported or re­
signed.

Coun. Kinghorn said the committee had 
met a city committee, but no understand­
ing had yet been arrived at. The com­
mittee hoped, however, to have a report 
for the January meeting.

On motion of Coun. Cliff, Basil Good i ne 
was appointed pound-keeper for the 
islands in Kingsclear.

Coun. Fullerton submitted the report 
of the committee on the Secy. Treasurer’s 
accounts : The total payments from Nov. 
30, 1893 to June 30, 1894, including the 
balance of $2,536.61, due the Merchants 
bank Nov. 30 last, amounted to $15,597.05; 
the total receipts for the same period were 
$8,042.16. The amount overdrawn at the 
Merchants’ bank on June 30,1894, was 
$7, 554.89. Correct vouchers are on file 
for all payments.

On motion of Coun. Lawrence the 
changes made in the Douglas list of 
Parish Officers since the January session 
were confirmed.

On motiop of Coun. Jamieson all Parish

Officers appointed for Canterbury since 
the January meeting were confirmed.

Secy. Trea. Black said the Council had 
no authority to appoint Parish Officers at 
the July session. Any vacancies could 
be filled by the councillors during the 
recess, and did not require confirmation.

On motion of Coun. Simmons John Mc- 
Tague and David Carson, assessors, were 
ordered to he paid $5 each for attending 
the E. A. Berry assessment appeal, and 
charged to Dumfries.

On motion of Coun. Murray, section 
eight of the bye-law relating to the run­
ning at large of cattle and sheep on 
islands and intervals, was changed, in­
creasing the rate on sheep from five to 
eight cents.

Coun. Kinghorn presented a bye-law 
to establish a part of island .and inter­
val district viz. : from the upper end of 
Glencoe island to the lower end of Mc­
Laughlin’s island as a separate pound 
district.

Couns. Murray and Cliff opposed the 
change, and the bye-law was withdrawn.

Coun. Fullerton said he found on ex- 
aming the Secy. Treasurer’s accounts that 
bills amounting to $297 in connexion 
with the Wheary trial, rejected by the 
Council last January had been paid by 
the Secretary Treasurer. He said this 
council had not met since January to 
order the payment of accounts and he 
thought an explanation was in order.

Secy. Trea. Black said while it was 
true the council had not met since last 
January, the Legislature had, and had 
passed a law which compelled the pay­
ment of such accounts. He read the 
statute and said that under it he had 
paid the accounts mentioned by Coun. 
Fullerton.

Coun. Fullerton said he supposed there 
was no getting out of it now.

Coun. Scott said we were only tools 
here for the legislature. We issue the 
warrants of assessment and collect the 
taxes, and the legislature does the rest. 
He thought he would resign before 
another session.

Coun. Pinder submitted the report of
the public accounts committee, recom­
mending the payment of the following 
accounts :

Coun. Kinghorn opposed the typewriter 
recommendation. He was just thinking 
of asking for a committee to see where we 
could economize.

After some further discussion the report 
of the committee was adopted and the 
accounts named above were ordered to be 
paid.

Coun. Jamieson moved to restore the 
salary of Peter Haining, care take, to $180, 
the figure it was at before last January. 
Coun. Cropley seconded the resolution.

Coun. Kinghorn had moved the reduc­
tion and he could not vote for this resolu­
tion.

Coun. Scott was in favor of the resolu­
tion.

Coun. McNally thought the work could 
be done for $75.

The resolution was carried on the fol­
lowing division :

Cliff said the committee could 
place the blame for the increase where it 
belonged — to the government, to the 
council, or to the Secretary Treasurer— 
wherever it ought to he placed.

Coun. Pinder suggested a reduction in 
the membership of the council. While 
the question of economy was up, he might 
mention that Sheriff Sterling had com­
plained he could not get good men to 
serve as constables for $1.00.

Couns. Kinghorn, Scott and Fisher said 
there were plenty of men to be had in 
the County for $1 a day.

Coun. Nason said there were lots of men 
in his parish who would grab for the job 
at $1 a day.

Coun. Clir s resolution was carried and 
the Warden appointed Couns. Cliff, Pin­
der, Scott, McNally and Murray the 
committee.

Secy. Trea. Black reported that Wesley 
VanWart, acting for Mrs. Minch in Gor­
don bad called his attention to a claim 
Mrs. Gordon has for two debentures, one 
for $200 and one for $300, formerly held 
by her brother Geo. Minchin, which had 
never been paid and are lost. The cou­
pons had all been cut off and paid, but 
the principal is still due. Mrs. Gordon 
only claimed the principal. Mr. Van- 
Wart wanted the Council to deal with the 
matter.

On motion of Coun. Pinder, the ques­
tion was referred to the debenture com­
mittee with power to act.

On motion of Coun. Graham the valu­
ators were ordered to meet the assessors 
and adjust the valuation of the new parish 
of McAdam before October next.

Coun. Cliff moved that the reporters at 
the Council be paid the usual amount for 
their services. Coun. Fisher seconded 
the resolution. Carried.

The Council adjourned sine die.

Spoke Plainly Enough.

During the course of Canon Ketch urn’s 
sermon on Sunday morning, says the St. 
Andrews Beacon, he made allusions to the 
meeting of the synod. There were some 
familiar figures, he said, that would be 
missed from it. Chief Justice Allen’s ill- 
health would no doubt prevent him from 
attending. He had always been a pillar of 
strength in the courts of the church. Death 
had taken away others during the year. 
There were two others who had fallen away 
lately. One of these, it had been stated, 
was guilty of nothing more than an indis­
cretion, but in one holding the high office 
he did, no indescretion could be condoned 
or overlooked.

The speaker attributed 
his doubting condition to an increasing ten­
dency to physical disability and a want of 
balance in mental power,

Mrs. Howland, and her children, are 
spending the summer with Sir.

The Intercolonial conference at Ottawa 
has approved the project for an all British 
cable between Canada and Australia.

The Governor General’s household staff 
have arrived at Halifax, but Lord Aber­
deen will not reach there before the 20th.

Two million people are said to have 
thronged the streets in Paris Sunday on 
the occasion of the funeral of President 
Carnot.

Walter C. Miller, formerly of Millerton, 
N. Co., and well known to many in Fred­
ericton, died suddenly last week in 
Austria.

The C. P. R. locomotive and all the cars 
which went through the trestle at Moose' 
head Lake, Monday, will be a total loss 
to the company.

The Rev. Mr. Fischer, pastor of the 
America Methodist Episcopal church in 
Rome, has become a Roman Catholic, and 
has been duly baptized in that faith.

The latest addition to the Royal family 
is to be called the Earl of Kent. But the 
Montreal Star, thinks that during his in­
fancy, he will be known as the Prince of 
Wails.

A resolution has passed the United 
States, senate levying a tax of fifty dollars 
per head on the aliens landing in the 
United States to engage in any industrial 
occupations.

Harry Corby was re-elected M. P. for 
West Hastings, Ont., Wednesday by 
acclamation after resigning his seat for 
unwittingly violating the independence of 
parliament act.

The Church of England synod which 
has been in session this week at Wood- 
stock, voted to amalgamate with the 
Diocesan church society. Next year’s 
meeting will be held at Moncton.

Mr. Tarte M. P. has written Sir John 
Thomson that he will formulate his 
charges in the House in a few days, im- 
preaching a number of the judges of Que­
bec, naming them in each case.

The village of Honmura, adjoining 
Yokohama, was destroyed by fire June 17. 
Upwards of 1000 houses were consumed, 
and the loss amounts to hundreds of 
thousands of dollars, several thousands of 
people are homeless and destitute.

An Ottawa dispatch says that the four 
infantry companies from Tronto, London 
St. John’s and Fredericton comprising the 
R. R. C. I. will go into camp at St. Joseph 
de Levis in August and remain for two 
months, with General Herbert in com. 
mand.

All the main buildings at the World’s 
fair Chicago, except the horticultural 
buildings, the woman’s building, the art 
palace the machinery hall and the United 
States government building, were almost 
entirely burned Thursday.

Hon. Mr. Harty of the Ontario govern­
ment who was defeated in Kingston by a 
majority of five, demanded a recount, but 
the opposition candidate, Dr. Smythe, re­
tained the seat by a majority of one. It 
is said that Harty will be offered a seat in 
West Kent.

Neal Dow and Mrs. Willard were the 
stars at the Dominion prohibition con­
vention at Montreal this week. Senator 
Vidal was re-elected president and the 
vice-presidents for New Brunswick are 
Rev. Dr. McLeod, Fredericton and A. H. 
Hanington, St. John.

The doctors of Winnipeg have entered 
into an agreement to increase their fees 
for services rendered the various fraternal 
societies, and this is causing trouble. The 
societies all refuse to accede to this and 
are making arrangements to invite medical 
men from other ^points.

Hon. John Costigan has introduced a bill 
in parliament which provides that any per 
in the Civil Service on the first of July, 
1882, and, who has since been continuously 
engaged therein may be promoted without 
passing the Civil '.Service examination 
since prescribed, but subject to certain 
regulations.

At the prohibition Convention in Mont­
real Tuesday, Fred. Hamilton one of the 
delegates, declared that the Royal Com­
mission had emanated from the devil, 
that since Ontario has shown herself to 
he in favor of prohibition, they were 
afraid to present their reports. Rev. Dr. 
McLeod of Fredericton who was present 
at the convention did not stand up to de­
fend the Commission oi which he is a 
member.

At Richford, Vermont, Tuesday, Mrs. 
Merrill Baker, the mother of four children, 
whose ages ranged from one to four years, 
as the result of a quarrel with her husband, 
hanged the little ones to the bed poet in 
her chamber, one child to each post, and 
then fled to the woods. Two canary birds 
were also found hanging by their necks 
dead in the room. Mrs. Barker was after- 
found hiding in a bush near the house. 
She had lived unhappy with her husband 
and is insane.

John Cole and his wife of Cole’s Island, 
Queens county, were seriously injured on 
Monday last near their own home, While 
driving. The horse ran away and thè oc­
cupants of the carriage was thrown out. 
When discovered they were lying by the 
road unconscious. Mrs. Cole’s shouV'er is 
broken, her left ear is almost severed from 
her head and she is badly injured intern­
ally. Mr. Cole has several ribs broken, 
and has several deep cuts in the head. 
He is also injured internally, and, it is 
feared, fatally

At Berlin, Ont, a woman named Mrs. 
John Gildner, wife of a prominent farmer 
near, was fatally gored by an angry bull 
Monday night. She had been gathering 
eggs in the barn and while leaning over 
the mangel was attacked by the animal. 
He gored her severely in "the side and 
then pulled her Over under his feet and 
was furiously stamping her with his hoofs 
when the woman’s screams brought her 
hnsband to her rescue. He succeeded in 
extricating his wife from her horrible 
position, after a tremendous fight with the 
enraged animal

Martin Girouard, one of the last surviv­
ing veterans of the war 1812, died at St. 
Mary’s Kent county, last week, at 100 
years of age. His grandfather Gervais 
Girouard, was for some time after expul­
sion of the Acadains from Port Royal a 
political prisoner at Halifax. After being 
released he moved to New Brunswick, 
locating near Fredericton. Later he 
moved to Moncton, and subsequently to 
Kent County, where martin Girouard was 
born in 1794. Deceased was drafted by 
a British officer when eighteen years of 
of age. Up to the time of his death lie 
told thrilling stories of the campaign of 
1812. He has for eighteen years been re­
ceiving a pension (rqm the Dominion 
Government.
