A WwaR against American landlordism
has begun in Texas, is spreading to
Arkansas, and no one can tell-where it
will stop. English lords and American
speculators have taken vast tracts of
land in the South Western States of the
Union and fenced them for cattle
ranches. Some of those ranches contain
as many as one hundred thousand acres,
and are fenced in all round. The Texans
have commenced the war against land
monopoly by destroying three thousand
miles of wire fence, said to be worth
millions of dollars. The anti-monopol-
ists assemble in crowds of a hundred or
more, mounted, masked and armed with
instruments neatly adapted to tearing up
wire fences. They then separate, each
man having a section given him, and the
morning after wire can be had for the
picking up outside the monopoli
ranches in Texas. The State seems
helpless or unwilling to interfere, and
the monopolists have not much sympathy
from Congress.
