Presbyterian Nationalists.

At a meeting of the Dublin Young
Men's Christian Association in con
nection with the United Presby-
terian Church, held recently, an
essay was read by Mr. F. W. May-
nard upon “lIreland Political and
Patriotic in the Ninetenth Century.”

In the course of his observations
the essayist sketched out shortly
some of the events which are record-
ed in the history of Ireland antece-
dent to the present century. He
said that in looking at the question
politically “Ireland a nation” was
deprived of that title either wrongly
or rightly. Could it be said that the
I)resenl system of Government was
beneficial to Ireland or even less
directly to England? If not, then
who could say that Ireland was
rightly deprived of nationhood ?
Political Ireland was a people in
chains, misruled, in the grasp ol
coercion, garbed in sackcloth, des-
peration, and famine, and sunk fii
crime and ignorance. Political Ire
land was revolutionized by consti
tutionul means. Anterior to the
nineteenth century the same state
of affuirs appeared to have prevailed.
The ultra Protestants had cried out
against any concession boing given
to their Catholic brethren for fear
that their power should be taken
away. No doubt Roman Catho-
licirm had not been so much religious
as political ; but who had made itso?
(Hear, hear.) Had they not in those
times the very same Orange Society,
in which men for a political purpose
were joined, and which had.> done
more to cloud theaffairs of Ireland
than anything else in the whole
r)lilu-:ll history of the country.
from this might be seen the com-
mencement of the evils which fol-
lowed, and the reason why Ireland
had not fallen in with the country
to which it had been united. They
had scen that many of the leaders
ot the people were confined within
the walls of a prison, without any
law but tyranny and oppression.
As they le't the dock the words
“God save Ireland” were usually the
last upon their lips. Could anyone
deny that there was not something
in this—either love of country or
fanaticism. For they found in the
history of the country that men
convicted of crimes punishable by
law, no matter how ill-advised they
seemed, defy that power which de-
nounced them. Men had walked to
prison and the scaffold as if to
victory, nnnplf' because they believed
that their followers would accom-
plish the object which they had in
view. The Parliament of lreland
before the Union was a disgrace to
the country that elected it; but it

Reinsdorf, while the city sleeps over
a dynamite volcano,

Even
Germany will yet seek such an
opportunity, and the time is not
far distant either when these things
must happen.—Catholic Herald.

The Washington l-d.——‘

The completion of the Washington
Monument, at Washington, recalls
the notorious exhibition of
vandalism which resulted in the des-
truction of the memurial stone con-
tributed by His Holiness Pope Pius
IX. It was a block of African
marble, taken from the Temple of
Peace, and was simply inscribed,
“Rome to America.” From an
authoritative account of this out-
burst of intolerance we gather that a
tanatical minister in  Baltimore,
named John F. Weishample, wrote
a protest against placing the
Pope’s block in the monument ; and
such u furore was created that the
stone was tuken out by force in the
vight from the lapidarium and des-
uoyed. A gang of men, how man
wus  pever detinitely ascertai
<urrounded the box of the night
watchman one Sunday night and
tied a rope around it, ides piling
a number of heavy stones inst
the door. Then they took the bluck
trom the lapidarium, londed it on a
wheelbarrpw, and went off with it
in the direction of the river. It is
supposed that the stone was either
demolished or sunk in the river by
the iconoclasts. The watchman,
who was urmed, made no effort to
apprehend the vandals or to give an
alarm. He was, after an investiga-
tion, discharged.

The mystery surrounding this
act of Know-Nothing bigotry has
never been cleared up, although it is
belioved that there are some men
still living in Washington who could
give a correct history of this dis-
graceful cvent in the monument's
history if they would open their
lips, which have been sealed regard-
ing it for thirty years. Among the
incidents connected with the finish-
ing of this grand obelisk it may be
mentioned that Mr. John H. Doyle
a talented young member of the old
Catholic family of that name in the
district, who assisted in placing the
capstone in  position, llruded with
pardonable pride to the fact that his
father had helped to lay the corner-
stone on July 4, 1848,

Ocean Half-Way House.

There is certainly an clement of
grandeur in an idea that has beem
started of establishing a sort of house
of call half-way across the Atlantic,
So far, the project is only in the
suggestive stage, but happy thoughts
quickly assume form and substance
nowadays, and it will not surprise
us L0 see a company started before
long. The mid-ocean asylum would,
of necessity, have to be a floating
structure, even modern engineering
being diffident about its power to
build up an island from the hottom of
the Atlantic. Some sort of a vessel,
very strong and very buoyant seems
to be the thing wanted, and it would
be furnished with a powerful electric
lishl, 80 as w show its whereabouts
after dark. With a view to kee|
the islanders in commuunication wi
the rest of the world, their home
anthored immediately
ubove opd of the submerged cables,
and be connected there with a private
wire.  All passing vessels could thus
transmit to their owners the news that
they had got so far in safety. Dis-
abled cratt could similarly telegraph
to have tugs sent out to meet them,
and any that run short of provisions
might obtain a fresh supply. The
ouly difficulty in carrying out the
idea is believed 10 be the anchorage
of the floating isle. A massive chain
would, of course, be necessary, and
the weight of some thousands of
yards might prove somewhat em-
barrassing. The inhabitants would
certainly have a guy time of it in
the winter, when “the stormy winds
do blow” across the Atlantic.—
Exchange.
