To Our Venerable Brethren, the
Patriarchs, Primates, A1chbish-
cpe, Bishops and other Ordinaries
of places in peace and communion
with the Apostolic See, Health
and Apostolic Benedioction :

It is meet that the faithful of
Christ should honor with greater
praise and invoke with more ardent

’|confidence the Virgin Mother of

God, the most- powerfel and clement |
Help of Christians. Indeed ‘the
manifold blessings which are da.ly
bestowed by her on every side
should encourage us in this respect.
Nor, indeed, are there wanting
smongst Catholics assurances of
tender devotion to her. If it were
ever otherwise it is at least gratify-
ing to perceive in these daye, so
hostile to religion, that this dovo.
tion to the Blessed Virgin is excited
and enkindled in every grade of
society. As testimony of this We
may instance the various sodalities
which have beenrestored and mul-
tiplied in her bonor, the splendid
temples dedicated to her name, the
pilgrimages of large numbers of the
faithful to her more famous shrines,
the congresses assembled to deliber-
ate upon the furthgbance of her
glory, and other movements of sim-
ilar nature most excellent in them-
selves and anguring well for the fa-
tare.
