Saving; namely, of “Turning the 
flock forward an hour" so that 
iverybody would live one hour 
onger by daylight and one hour 
ess by artificial light.

In 1915 Germany first adopfc- 
id thé plan to speed up the war 
production and to benefit by the 
tremendous saving in fuel con­
sumption.

France and England and all 
other European countries except 
•ftussia^oHowed the example of 
Jermauÿ îh this respect. Siucs 
its adoption in Europe, the Uni­
ted States, - Canada and Mexico
