Corporate greed with its heedless 

and arrogant invasion of individual 
rights received a staggering blow yes­
terday by the decision of Chief Justice 
Sifton, of the Supremfc Court of Al­
berta, in the famous lumber con­
spiracy case instituted and conducted 
by the department of the attorney- 
general of the Province of Alberta 
against the Alberta Retail Lumber 
Dealers’ association. The chief justice 
lias decided that tlie directors of the 
association are guilty of conspiracy, 
and that the defendant in the test 
case, W. H. Clark, of the city of 
Edmonton, did conspire, combine, 
agree, or arrange with his fellow di­
rectors to unduly prevent or lessen 
competition in the purchase, sate, 
transportation or supply of an-nrticle 
or a commodity, namely, lumber, in 
the Province of Alberta, which con­
stituted an indictable offence under 
section 498 of the criminal code of 
Capada, The penalty inflicted was 
a fine of $500.

On pronouncement of the decision 
Mr. Bennett moved for an arrest of 

.judgment, referring to the possibility 
of an appeal. The judge intimated it 
was unnecessary as the passing of the 
sentence would not affect the right of 
anpeal. whereupon Mr. Woods mov­
ed for the sentence of the court.

Mr. Bennett, counsel for the de­
fence, stated last night tjiat it had 
been decided to carry an appeal to 
the Supreme eruMt es bane os..s<opji4ft 
tile appeal book could be printed. It 
i» not expected that the appeal can 
be heard before next spring at the 
earliest. '

The trial was the outcome of a par­
liamentary investigation held in Ot­
tawa last winter on the state of the 
lumber trade in Western Canada. As 
soon as the evidence taken at the par­
liamentary investigation was printed 
the deputy attorney-general of Alberta 
went over the evidence to ascertain 
if a combine did exist according 
to the decision of the parliamentary 
investigation. The deputy attorney- 
general decided there was a case, and 
his assumption has been established 
by the verdict of yesterday. ffl

It was ten minutes to four o’clock 
when Chief Justice Sifton began his 
address containing the judgment. 
He spoke for twenty minutes. His 
address was remarkable for clarity of 
statement and appreciation of the es­
sentials of tli^ case. The gravamen

of the charge waa that men should or­
ganize to prevent competition and 
arrogate to themselves -the right to 
call an individual before a court of 
their own making and dictate his 
course of action or cifcuThscribe his 
liberties. Crimes of this nature were 
incident to the increasing complex­
ity of twentieth century civiliÂtion 
and brought ethics of corporate man­
agement into the limelight.

Bennett's Tribute to Woods.
At the conclusion of his argument 

Mr. Bennett summed up the case of 
the crown as one built entirely on 
probabilities and suspicions. He stat­
ed that associations of an analogous 
character has been in effect&re opera­
tion since the guilds of Old London. 
He pointed out that the farmers of 
Alberta had an association, the So­
ciety of Equity, of the very same na­
ture as the lumber dealers’ associa­
tion.

lie paid the deputy attorney general 
a just tribute for the care and ability 
with which the case had been con­
ducted. Nothing had been left un­
done. Moreovèr the defense had been 
treated with courtesy and had been 
given every facility by the crown as 
far as the amenities of the profession 
would warrant. Mr. Bennett’s argu­
ment occupied four hqurs and fortv- 
fivh minutes, ffl

Mr. Woods made a brief and telling 
reply to the legal phase of the case 
raised by Mr. Bennett and in a few 
words brushed aside the English cases 
on the- subjectend succinctly stated 
wherein existed the resemblance and 
differences to the Canadian cases.

HALIFAX ELECTION CASES.

Appeal To Supreme Court at Ottawa
Dismissed . and Cases to Proceed.

i Ottawa, Nov. 28.—At the Supreme 
court this afternoon two appeals in 
ithe Halifax elections -were called, 
Roche vs. Hetherington and Carney 
vs. Hetherington. The appeal was 
from the order of the election judges 
fixing tlie date for trial, pursuant to 
.a former judgment of the Supreme 
Court directing that they proceed. 
’The courts had held they were with­
out jurisdiction. The appellants, who 
were respondent to the election peti­
tion, objected to the order claiming 
the petition had passed by non-prose­
cution immediately after the judg­
ment of the Supreme Coiirt. 'Motions 
were made to quash the appeals on 
the ground that they were taken neith­
er from the decisidh on preliminary 
objections nor from the judgment of 
the judges who heard the trial peti­
tion. *

After hearing the counsel, the court 
gave judgment to quash the appeals 
with costs. This means that the elec­
tion trials will be proceeded with at 
Halifax on their merits. But as they 
cannot take place while the House is 
sitting, Carney and Roche retain their 
seats in the House for the present 
session.

When the cases were called, presid­
ing Justice Girard said: “I observe 
that these appeals have been placed 
a/ the foot oi the Maritime province 
list, and I understand from the regis­
trar this was done by the consent of 
jcounsel. I desire to point out in elec­
tion cases in which the whole public 
jis concerned, that counsel can not be 
considered, ahd speaking for the court 
with the consent of the Chief Justice, 
jl wish it to be understood that in fu­
ture no election appeal can be placed 
ianywhefe except on the top of the 
whole list unless otherwise ordered 
by the court or judges. The court ad­
journed till December 18 when the 
judgments will be given.

Tlie total revenue of the 
department was $2,278,540, or an in­
crease of $753,353, as compared with 
the corresponding nine months of the 
preceding year.

Homestead entries for the nine 
months were 21,647. This is a falling 
off as compared with the previous 
vear. Basing an estimate of the total 
number of entries during the 121 
months ending June 30 of .this year, 
upon tlie monthly rate of the previous 
nine months, the result would be 28,- 
356 as compared with 41,869 during 
the year ending June 30, 1906. It 
should, however, be borne in mind 
that the months of April, May and 
June are those during which the larg­
est number of entries are usually 
made, consequent upon the large in­
flux of settlers at that season of the 
year. .

Less Railway Lands Sold.
There has been a decrease in the 

area of lands disposed of by the rail­
way companies during the past 'year- 
as compared with 1906, but there has 
been a steady advance in values since 
1906 when it was $6 per acre. As the 
value of land is generally accepted as 
an intrication of. the 'prosperity of 
the country, this advance is very sat­
isfactory when considered in connec- 
‘ioh with the general development of 
the country. Commenting on the im­
migration statistics of the past the 
deputy minister observed “that view­
ed in the light of past events the im­
migration methods followed by the de- 
oartment would appear to have been 
productive of the most beneficial re­
sults and until it can be demonstrated 
that) other means, with advantage’" to" 
Canada, can be devised arid adopted 
■ o fogter Anglo-Amerfcan immigra­
tion to this country, it would not re- 
etmihiend that any "change be made in 
the policy now in forée.”

The sale of Manitoba school lands 
totalled 125,083 acres,’’at $1.523,625, or 
an average price of $12.20 an acre. In 
Saskatchewan- the average price was 
$14.77 an acre. There were no school 
lands sold in. Alberta during the per­
iod mentioned.

Since the 
first of May this year the firm’s trade 
in butter and Cheese • amounted to 
over two million six hundred thous­
and dollars. Grant says : “Were it 
not for the tight condition of the 
money market we would have pulled 
through all right. I am not at pres­
ent in a position tti give out my fig­
ures.”
