HOSTILE AIR CRAFT RAID.

LONDON, May 10.

Warning of the approach of hostile
air craft was given Southend at 2.52
o'clock this morning. Several .ma-
chines took part in the' raid, but
whether they were Zeppelins or aero-
planes, residents were unable to state
as the weather was foggy. Bombs
struck houses in various parts of the
town, but no. deaths have been re-
ported. One man and his wife were
badly burned in a fire = which’ was
started by an incendiary- bomb. One
resident told of three bombs dron-
ping near his home, none of which
caused damage.. It is reported that
several shops were burned at Leigh
Town, near Southend. Four Zeppe-
lins are said to have dropped forty or
filty bombs there.

SE(ULATION RIFE AS TO WHAT
THE U. § WILL DO,
WASHINGTON, May 10.

Speculation as to what the United
States probably would do as protest
against torpedoing the Lusitania, de-
veloped among officials and diplo-
mats to-day. The general opinion is
that the President would express in
the policy he pursued in denuncia-
tion of the act as inexcusable under
the laws of nations and humanity.
The extent of his action, whether it
would go beyond an emphaticall”
phrased note or an actual severance
of diplomatic relations with Germany,
s still undetermined. When the Cab-
inet meets to-morrow, the President
Will probably present to his col-
leagues his. ideas of what>the Gov-
friment policy should be. It is now
rtain that the President does not
intend to call Congress in an eXtra
Séssion. This disposes, for the pre-
fent at least, of the suggestion that
Germany's action will cause the Unit-
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ed States to be drawn into the Euro-
pean conflict. Considerations, such
as military impotence of the United
States to affect the course of struggzle
abroad, and possibly the entry of thic
,country into war, would automatical-
1y cause reduction in supplies of am-
munition to the Allies, because ¢!
greater need at home, have influenced
many officials to the belief that dis-
approval of the United States can he
voiced in a far more effective way
without declaring war. The with-

drawal of Ambassador Gerard, with-
out actually severing diplomatic re-
lations, has been suggested in some
official quarters as one way of indi-
cating the feeling of the American
Government. Other officials intimaie
that a complete severance of diplo-
matic relations, until complete re-
paration and apology is made, prob-
ably would conform to the wishes of
American public opinion.

AFFIDAVITS MADE BY SURVIV-
ORS.-

QUEENSTOWN, May 10.

Affidavits made by Miss Jessie Taft
Smith, of Braceville, Ohio; Dr. Ho-
ward L. Fisher, Major F. Warren
Pearl, and Robert Rankin, of New
York, are the only permanent records
of the Lusitania disaster obtained by
the United States Consulate here. All
are brief, and none reflects seriously
upon the behaviour of the Lusitania’s
crew, except what some witnesses
consider a lifeboat fiasco. At Consul
Frost’s orders, the bodies of the iden-
tified Americans were removed from
the scattered morgues and placed
side by side in the Cunard Line Office
cn the waterfront. As they were car-
ried through the streets by British
sailors, ¢rowds viewed the uncovered
coffins.

FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.

PARIS, May 10.
The French War Office gave out
the following this afternoon: Three
new Germah attacks to the North of
Lombaertzyde were repulsed yester-
day to the East of St. George’s. Our
marine fusiliers took possession of
Union Farm which was very strongly
fortified by the Germans, and also of
a portion further to the East; they
made 300 prisoners. Dunkirk was
again bombarded this morning, two
shells being thrown in the region to
the north of Arras. We have main-
tained all important gains reported
in the communication of yesterday
evening. Along the rest of the front
particularly in Argonne and in Al-
sace, at Sillaker Wasen, there was

a continuation of artillery fighting.

CORONER’S JURY INVESTIGATING

KINSALE, Ireland, May 10.
The Coroner’s Jury investigating
the deaths attendimg upon the loss of
the Lusitania, returned the following
verdict: “The Jury find that this
appalling crime was contrary to In-
ternational Law and conventions - of
all civilized nations, and we therefore
charge the officers pf the submdrinz
and the German Emperor, and the
Governme}lt of Germnay, under
-whose orders they acted, with the
crime of wilful and wholesale mur-
Coroner Hartman said the first tor-
pedo fired by the submarine did seri-
ouis damage to the Lusitania, but that
not satisfied with this, the Germans
discharged another torpedo. The sec-
ond torpedo, he said, must have been
more deadly, because it went right
‘through the ship, hastening the work
of destruction. The . characteristic

The Coroner asked him:

“You were aware threats had beeu
made that the ship would be tor:
pedoed?”

“We were,” the Captain replied.

“Was she armed?”

“No, sir.”

“What precautions did you take?”

‘“We had all the boats swung when
we came within the danger zone, be-
tween passing the Fastnet and the
time of the accident.”

The Coroner asked him whether
he had received a message concern-
ing the sinking of the ship by sub-
marine. Turner replied that he had
not.

“Did you receive any special in-
structions as to the voyage?”’

“Yes, sir.”

“Are you at liberty to tell us what
thev were?”

“No, sir.”

“Did you carry thém out?”

“Yes, to the best of my ability.”

“Tell us in your own words what
happened.”

“After passing Fastnet, the wed-
ther was clear,” Turner answered.
“We were going at 18 knots. I was
on the port side, and heard seconi
officer Hefford eall out, ‘Here is a
torpedo.” I ran to the other side, and
saw clearly the wake of the torpedo.
Smoke and steam came up between
the last two funnels. There was a
slight shock. Immediately after th?
first explosion there was another re-
port, but that may possibly have been
internal. I at once gave orders ftc
lower the boats down to the rails
and I direcied the women and chil-
dren should get into them.”

BONAR LAW SPEAKS.

LONDON, May 10.

Our enemies have reached a degree
of infamy, culminating in the de-
struction of the Lusitania, which is
simply hopeless to attempt to de-
scribe, said Andrew Bonar Law, iv
a speech to-day. His remarks werc
delivered on_the occasion of the pre
sentation of a medal to Capt. Bell, of
the Dritish steamer Thordis, whicl
rammed a German submarine of
Beachy Head in February. This is
not an act of warfare, he continued
but simply murder, most foul and
most unnatural.

Saying that up to the present nc
effective protest had been made by
any neutral country, he added, wha'
will happen now, in the great, prouc
nation of the United States, the neu
tral country most closely affected by
the latest outrage? It is a simplk
fact that citizens of that country
have been barbarously murdered. 1
is not for me to say what their actio:
ought to be, but I feel sure that the
United States will be guided no!
merely by the monetary interests o’
the country, but by their feelings as
to what is due a great nation among
the other nations of the world. If thr
sinking of the Lusitania had the ef
fect he believed it would, on the feel
ings, hot only of Bfitish soldiers, bu’
of the whole hation, then we. ca:
thank the Germans for this last in
stance of their barbarous methods.

BERESFORD ON CHURCHILL.

LONDON, May 10.

First Lord of the Admiralty
Churehill, sdid in the Commons to-
day that'Capt. Turner had acknow-
ledged receipt of messages from the
Admiralty, warning directions for th~
course he was to take. *The Admir-
alty had general knowledge of the
German ivarning issued in America.
he declared. From that knowledge
and other ix__lformixtion concerning
submarine movements, it had sent
warnings to the Lusitania and dirée-
tions as to her course. I think, how-
ever, it is not right to go into that
matter in detail, as it is going to be
the subject of inquiry.

Midnight:—Between the sea and
Nieuport the Germans attacked but
were repulsed suffering heavy losses.
The British troops have advanced in
Fromelles District. We realized sub-
stantial progress north of Arras, in
direction of Loos and south of Car-
ency; in the latter district we captur-
ed on a front of 7 kilometres two and
even three lines of German trenches
strongly fortified. We have captured
the village of Targette and one half
of Neuville Slvast village. Our ad-
vance in depth reaching on cértain
points 4 kilometres we have taken
cver 2,000 prisoners and 6 cannons.
In Champagne we repulsed an attack
near St. Thomas, on the border of
Argonne. At Bagatelle we have been
able to verify the importance of the
losses sustained by the enemy during
their attacks of yesterday. Germans
again used asphyxiating bombs and
fiery liquids without any success. On
remainder of front, especially at Le
Pretre Wood and Sillskerwasen, artil-
lery contests.

GERMAN COMMUNICATION.
BERLIN, May 10.

The following despatch has been
sent by the German Foreign Office tc
the German Embassy at Washington:
Please” communicate the following to
the State Department. The German
Government desites to express its
deepest sympathy with the British
Government, which through its plan
of starving the civilian papulation of
Germany, forced Germany to resort
to retaliatory measures. In spite of
the German offer to stop submarine
war, in case the starvation plan was
given up, British merchant vessels
being generally armed with guns
have repeatedly tried to ram sub-
marines, so that previous search is
impossible. They cannot therefore.be
treated as ordinary merchant vessels.
A recent declaration made in the
British Parliament by a Parliamenti-
ary Secretary in answer to a question
by Lord Charles Beresford, said that
at present practically all British mer-
chant vessels were armed with hand
grenades, besides it has been openly
admitted by the English press that
the Lusitania on previous voyages
carried large quantities of war ma-
terial. On the present voyage she
carried 5,400 cases of ammunition,
while the rest of her cargo consisted
chiefly of contraband. If England,
after repeated official and wunofficial
wearnings considered herself able to
declare the boat ran no risk, and thus
assumed responsibility for human
life on board the steamer, which, ow-
ing to its armament cargo, was lia-
ble to destruction, the German Gov-
ernment in spite of its heartfelt sym-
pathy for the loss of American lives,
cannot but regret that Americans felt
more inclined to trust English prom-
ises, rather than pay attention to
warnings from' the German siie.

CHURCHILL SPEAKS.

LONDON, May 10.
Winston C. Spencer Churchill said
in the Commons to-day, that a Board
»f Trade inquiry will be held to de-
termine the circumstances attending
the loss of the Lusitania. In the
neantime it is premature to discuss
the matter, he continued; but I must
nake it plain, that in no circumstan-
2es will it be possible to make public
‘he naval dispositions for patrolling
our coast. Our resources do not en-
able us to provide destroyers and ogz-

cort for mail and passenger ships.

OFFICIAL REPORT.

LONDON, May 10.

The Governor, Newfoundland:

General French reports May Stl,
fighting continues southeast of Ypres.
A trench lost on the day before was
recaptured. The enemy violently ai-
tacked our trenches between Ypres
and Poelcapelle and Ypres-Menin
Fighting is proceeding.
The report on the 9th states that
enemy attacks, east of Ypres, contin-
ued. All were repulsed with heavy
loss, and our lines are firmly estab-
lished. Our first army attacked the
enlemy’s line between Bois Grenier
and Festubert, gaining ground south-

Our airmen raided vari-
ous points successfully.

The British destroyer Maori struck
a mine off the Belgian coast on Sat-
urday. The crew were eaptured as
well as the crew of boats from the
destroyer Crusater, attempting a res-
cue; in all 7 cers and 88 men.

FRENCH MAKE PROGRESS.

PARIS, May 10.—(Official.)

To the north of Arras, in spite of
German counter-attacks, we have
maintained all our . gains, yesterday.
We have enlarged it on certain points
notably between Carency and Cau-
chez.

Our success is developing. The
total number of prisoners up to three
o’clock to-day exceeded 2,000. Among
these were about 40 officers, includ-
ing a Colonel.

We have captured the last two days
more than ten cannon and fifty ma-
chine guns.

At Berry au Bac a German attack
has been repulsed, as well as one in
the forest of La Pretre.

BRITISH REPULSE ATTACKS.

LONDON, May 10.

Field Marshal Sir John French re-
ports no change in the general situa-
tion to-day.

Our line east of Ypres, in spite of
repeated attacks by the enemy dur-
ing the last week, is substantially
the same as that to which we with-
drew on the night of May 3 and 4, he
says in his report to the War Office.

During the fighting in ‘this quarter
yesterday, the enemy made five un-
successful attacks, his losses in these
failures being very heavy. On the
front of the First Army, fighting to-
day has been confined to artillery
action.

ANOTHER STEAMER TORPEDOED
LONDON, May 10.

The British steamer Queen Wilhel-
mina, of Hartlepool, was torpedoed
off Blyth on Saturday. Time was al-
lowed the crew to take to boats. The
men were picked up by a patrol boat
and landed at Shields. The Wilhei-
mina was engaged in trans-Atlantic
trade. She was 2,307 tons net and 363
feet long.

AWAITING AUSTRIA’S REPLY.

PARIS, May 10.

The Government of Italy to-day
awaits the final reply of Austria, says
a Rome despatch to the ‘La Liberte.
In the interim the publication of im-
portant decrees which were signed at
the last meeting of the cabinet, has
been withheld. I learn from an ex-
cellent sotirce that unless the Austri-
an answer arrives before midnight
to-night, or if the reply is unfavor-
able, Italy will consider the negotia-
tions terminated.

GERMANS LEAVING ITALY.

BERNE, Switzerland, May 10.
It is estimated that ten thousand
Germans from Italy crossed the
Swiss frontier on Saturday, and founr
thousand arrived at Lugano alone.
