Thrce-Year-Old Whisky
"New I LaV to Provide Gobd Stuff.
Although people do not seem to 

hate paid much attention to what i 
known as. the “Three Years Whisky 
Bill,” which Sir John Simon intro­
duced into the House recently, an, 
which has now become law, it is t 
measure which is of considerable im­
portance to the general public ahi 
oùe WÉich promises to bring about â 
great social reform in this country.

Everyone is agrëed that much 
drunkenness has hitherto been caus­
ed by the consumption of raw, new 
spirit, which, while the Cheapest to- 
Inly, is the most fiery in its influence 
and effects. Since the increase of , 
"duty on - spirits, huge quantities 
new, raw spirit have béën bold. This 
has resulted in a great increase in 
drùnkenhess.

There is not much difference be­
tween spirits Sold for burning in, 
lamps and the heir, raw spirits sold' 
for drinking purposes. The difference 
between old and new whisky can at I 
once be appreciated by drinking tw<f 
or three glasses of new, raw spirits 
and comparing effects with those 
caused by drinking the same qùantity 
of spirits which is three years old.

Even when the immature spirit is 
drunk in moderation it Is decidedly 
harmful in effect. For this reason, 
the Three Years Whisky Bill pro­
vides that’ in future all spirits are to 
be kept in bond in a Warehouse for 
three years; that, is to shy, it will in 
future be unlawful to sell spirits until 
they are three years old-- The new 
law will not become fully operative 
until retailers have sold out their 
existing stocks, but when these have 
been disposed of, every gallon of 
spirit sold in the country will be at 
least three years old. In this way it 
is hoped to minimize very considér­
ai)^ the evils of drunkenness, for of 
the 25,000,000 gallons of spirits con­
sumed annually about 9,000.000 of 
this total have been sold absolutely 
new.

Devoted Work of Mine-Swcep4rs— A 
Patriotic Record.

(By Our Naval Correspondent.)
The fishing population of our East 

Coast has bèen, in proportion to its 
numbers, more affected than any 
other industrial community by the 
war. The nation will certainly feel 
the greater regret that the fishermen 
and their families should have to en­
dure the hardship and loss occasion­
ed by the recènt cowardly attacks of 
the submarines when it is remember­
ed how well they have served the 
State since the outbreak of Hostili­
ties. It has been calculated that over 
25,000 craft of all descriptions, in­
cluding about 2,000 steamers, manned 
by nearly '100,000 hardy seamen, were 
engaged in the supply of fish food to 
the people of Great Britain and Ire­
land. The annual haul w"as valued at 
over 10 millions sterling, and the 
bulk of it came from the North Sea. 
The daily sales at the ports opproxi- 
mated in value to about £ 35,000. 
These figures give some idea of the 
extent and importance o'f this particu­
lar businëss "when it was suddenly and 
radically disturbed by the advent of 
war.

Some thousand^" of the men were 
mëmbers of the R. i Naval Reserve, 
and the first call cane to them at the 
mobilization for war. Many hundreds 
were distributed among the vessels 
of the Fleet, and it was partly with 
the surplus left over after vacancies 
in this direction had been filled that 
the Royal Naval Division was or­
ganized. . With the institution of *he 
patrol service, the valuable aid of 
the fishermen, with their special 
knowledge of the seaboard places on 
both sides of the North Sea, and their 
well-known qualities of courage and
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water from 100 degrees Fahrenheit 
into steam at ■ 70 "pdunas-ÿuage pres­
sure equals 34% pounds from arid at 
212 degrees Fahrenheit is equivalent 
to a horse-power.
