PERFECTED IN  AUSTRALIA.

Sydney, N.S.W., March 20. (A.P.)
-—At the aerial research laboratory
recently established at Randwick,
near Sydney, New South Wales, one
of the first experiments is centred
in the construction of a four-seater
flying boat, designed by Squadron-
leader L. J. Wackett. A unique fea-
ture of the new boat is that the en-
gine cover takes the form of a small
dinghy which, in case of emergency |
can be removed and used for rowing
ashore.
Australian air force in France
Wackett perfected an anti-air craft
sight for Lewis and ‘machins guns.
The invention was adopted by the
British army in all theatres of war.
