The Thirty-Third Anniversary
of the Y. M. C. a»

Special Sermons in & Number of the
Churches—The Work of the Association
Eulogized—-Report of the Institution—
Its Present Officors,

By request of the Y. M. C. A. Board of

4. The confining of the work to young men by

The founder of the association started 16
years ago to reach the young men of a single
warehouse, The work spread to take in young
men of a town, then of a county, then of a
province, and now it has gpread until it
promises to take in the young men of the
World, and that while its founder s still alive,
Mr. J. T, Swift is organizing in Japan (in re.
