If so it is time “Ichabod”
was written over the portals of the
empire. 'I'he mischief of a statement
such as Lord Rosebery makes, is in
the construction put upon 1t by jingoes
across the hine. They gioat over it as
a confession that Great Brilain is fear-
ful of the power of the United States
and it encourages the idea that the
British people may be bullied out of
any policy that favors the colonies at
the expense of American producers.
The United States tariff bhas appar-
ently done its worst to Canada, and
any damage it can inflict on Great
Britain is trifillng compared with the
loss which Great Britam, the market
of the world, can inflict on the (Inited
States.

The city solicilor of Ham-
ilton, in opnosing the husiness tax be-
fore the committee of the Tegislature,
now gitting at Toronto, said: “The
merchante shonid pav more. for they
were getting rich, building fine houses.
'iving in Jluxurv and paving verv little
taxes.” Trade has heen brisk for sev-
eral years, and the merchants like all
other classes have done well as a rule,
but that is no argument for increasing
their rate of taxation. The insurance
companies, in the larger municipalities,
have done that on their awn account.
The merchant who owns his stock and
who may have doubled it during this
cycle of prosperity will pay double the
taxes. His next door neighbor may
also have doubled his trade and pro-
fits, but if he is doing business on
bank credits his taxation may be little
or nothing. And sometimes bank’
credits may be artificially swollen
about the time the assessor calls round.
This is unfair to the merchant who
makes a candid statement of his af-
fairs. What is wanted is some prin-
ciple of equality. As the Attorney-
General said, the incidence of taxation
is more important than the amount.
The business tax will reduce the ag-
gregate of taxation on the retail trade.
A memorandum prepared for the Can-
adian Municipal Association shows the
sums now paid by retailers and the
amounts they would pay wunder the
proposed business tax of 7% per cent
upon the rental value of the premises
occupied.

10,000 to 17,000 feet above the sea level,
giving Tibet the name of ‘“‘the altar of
the world.” It is intensely cold in the
northern and middle regions during
the greater part of the year. There is
no gradual blending of climes such as
would tend to promote intercourse with
neighboring regions. The Himalayas
are the southern boundary between
Tibet and India, and are penetrated by
deep narrow valleys, which would
make the invasion of the country a dif-
ficult problem. The southern portion
has a settled and agricultura] popula-
tion, the middle zone is pasture land,
and the northern uplands are aban-
doned to wild animals and nomadic
tribes. Wool-growing furnishes the
staple industry, and a considerable
traffic is carried on with India and
China by means of caravans. Tibet is
a dependency of China, and Chinese
authority is represented by two Imper-
