SALARIES PUBLISHED

Information Declares Petition
to This Effect Circulat-
ing Today.

OVER 1,000 INVOLVED

Wait On City Council
Monday Night.

A strike of city employees, from high
officials to office boy, looms up on the

meeting next Monday decides to grant
the request of those citizens petitioning
for publication of the salaries of all
employees and officlals in pamphlet
form. The Advertiser was informed on
reliable information this morning that a
petition will be circulated among city
hall employees today, to be signed by
all affected by the publication of the
salary lists, to the effect that if such
action is carried out the signers will ge
out on strike.

¥From impressions gathered by the
reporter since the first petition was
made public there will be few em-
ployees or officials who will fail to
sign the mew petition. “Unity is
strength,” declared the originator of
this idea to The Advertiser this morn-
ing, ‘but for the same obvious reasons
as offered by the citizens signing the
other petition, 1 do not want my name
mentioned. We hope to have this peti-
tion completed in time for the oouncil
meeting Monday evening, but will have
to hurry.”

Wil Create Jealousy.

“I know that in this department, just
as soon as the salaries are published
there will be lots of jealousy between
employees, who will compare them, as
everyone thinks himself better than his
mate. If the petition will not be com-
pleted in time for Monday evening's
council meeting, we intend to have a
delegation of officials and employees to
wait on the aldermen and explain our
side of the question.”

“Every city servant, from the high-
est salaried to the lowest, will be al-
lowed to stick together on this peti-
tion with the strike possibility as a
reality and no bluff. There are over
1,000 people involved, and 1,000 names on
the petition ought to bear some weight
with the city council, particularly when
it is pointed out to them that there is
a danger of losing our combined ser-
vicea.”

Wiiling To Sign.
