VILLE MARIE FRAUDS,
Montreal Money Lender Arrested For

i < Hiss YerUnteld Share-dnsThem:

Montreal, Jan, 2-—James Baxter, a
well-known money lender here, who has
a police record gained in the early seven-
ties in i , is° under arrest. The
charge against him is that he aided and
assisted James Herbert; the 'defaulting
teller of the defunct Banque Ville Marie,
to escape. was arrested the
other day, and it was in his examination
to-day that the fact came out that ever
since the failure of the bank he had been
paid $12 per week/by Baxter to maintain
himself in’ hiding. The payments are
said to have been made because it was
essential that Herbert should not tell all
he knew about Baxter’s waccount with
the defunct bank. The ease promises to
be a sensational one.

The last time Baxter ran into the grip
of the United States law was about four
years ago, when he was arrested in New
York, charged with smuggling diamonds
across the line. He was taken to Platts-
burg, N. Y., where the offence was tech-
nically committed, and while awaiting
trial there managed to escape.
