Pekin, March 27.—The tone of the
Official Gazette indicates that the Chin-
ese government is giving increased atten-
tion to the rebellion in Ewang Si prov-
ince. An order was issued this evening
to General Me, who wuas despatched
months ago under an injunction to crush
the insurgents to return to Pekin and
report immediately to the Dowager Em-
press, who desires to learn the exact
situation, the reasons of the complica-
tions and the cause of his failure to
carry out the orders given to him, Oth-
er edicts have appeared recently for the
correction of abuses which are supposed
to have caused the rebellion.

itoria from KEngland. Had the steame:
come out making her best time, ana
burning coal which, of necessity, would
*result from making speed, she would
ihave made the run in less than 35 days,
|including stops. At her trial trip in No
| vember last, the steamer ran into a
heavy gale with a choppy, confused sea,
and made 18.55 knots an hour, without
having recourse to the forced draft. The
builders figure that she can make 19:25
knots, and possibly 20 knots, with favor-
able conditions.

Still another strike is threatened in
Vancouver. The painters demand more
pay and shorter hours. The master
painters consent to the demand for more
pay, but have so far refused an cight-
hour schedule. A strike may take place
next month. It is also reported that
journeymen blacksmiths have filed a
demand for an adjustment eof tieir
schedule.
