Massey-Harris Company Ltd., the man 
in my employ and myself.

I have no empathy for a citizen who 
wont pay his tax if he is able, and I 
find that those who do not pay and are. 
in the habit of not paying are the 
hardest parties to please, and they 
have altogether too much to say about 
the Council and their management.

Having been a member of the Town 
Council for two years or so, I have a 
very fair idea of their troubles; a 
spade is a spade always with me and 
as my grievance would take up too 
much valuable space here and too 
long to make plain, I do not mean to 
show my trump card just yet in this 
matter. I am waiting for Mr. Lingley 
to be a man of his word and sue me, as 
threatened, and make me pay just 
what he and the assessors please. We 
are paying our Town Treasurer to be 
truthful and not lie to taxpayers; so 
if he is truthful he will get right to 
work and sue me.

In 1913 the assessors were James 
Wall, Howe Taylor, and Numa Bern- 
atchez.
