. THAT VEXED 'QUESTION.

Another Letterin Favor of the License System,

To Tae WorrLp: It is evident from the
interviews and letters published that in
almost every instance when a system of
licensing houses of'ill-fame is mentioned the
refrenceis to the system which now pre-
vails'in England under *the contagious
diseases act” ‘or to that of Belgium, some
parts of Germany and the free city of Ham-
buug. ' The license system does not necess-
arily inply this. Dangerous trades require
to be licensed in order that those engaging
in them may be traceable and made readily
-amenable to law. ' For this purpose and for
this purpose only these houses should be
licensed, arid be punished severely when
found engaged in their nefarious trafic with-

 out having ‘applied for a licerise. But to

add to such license system 'the horrible

diseases acts” still current in this 19th|
century in England is to make . the license
system into a kind of madiaeval *‘inquisi-
tion.” For their mere suspicion brings, or may
bring, even a respectabﬁz woman under the
operation of that brutal and debasing law.
A  comparatively recent case of a young
girlin Liverpool hunted literally to death
on mere suspicion has set the Englishman’s
native seuse of justice aflame,and done much
to seal the inevitable fate of these laws,
viz: that they must econ become a dead
letter. Scotland has never permitted them
to be put in operation. Nor would: the
Dominion, accustomed asit is to personal
freedom, for a moment permit even the
suggestion of such an enactmenc applied to
any class of our population. That the ap-
plication of a license system has not nece-
sarily any  connection  with any
such law. A nominal license. fee
would rather restrict the number of such
houses nor augment it, but it would enable
the police authorities to know how many
such houses we had in the city. We would
not then have wild guesses on the subject
ranging between the wide margin of 50 and
150. It would also acquaint the police
with the exact locality of each and enable
them to refuse a license in certain neghbor-
hoods,  Bat its chief benefit would be
the pawer it would give the authorities to
prevent disorder and lawlessness and grant
protection and freedom to the miserable in-
mates g0 as to render any efforts at refor-
mation not wholly impossible. It seems
certainly the merest Quixotism to plume
ourselves upon our superior virtue because
we shut our eyes to facts and refuse to pro-
vide for the regulation of a great and grow-
ing evil which we well know to be a neces-
sity and safeguard to virtue so long as the
morals of society in this city remain as they
are. Itis not needful to be sentimental
about the matter in order to see that it is
best in every way that we should thus con-
fess and acknowledge our sins to ourselves
at least, even if not to God, and do all we
can tocause as little hardship and outlawry
as possible to that miserable class of women
who are but the hapless victims of our sins,
For it is even so. Vice and cruelty go
hand in hand, aund the protection of law is
needed in the haunts of vice. Those charg-
ed with the conduct of this matter should
ponder well ere they reject totally a modifi-
ed license system, such as described. The
police magistrates and police of our city
will probably bear out what I say, although
I have never coversed with any of them on
the subject. But in no lezal measures is
there anything curative. Religion, self-
reason and kuowledge are the only weapons
which” can gradually remove vice from our
midst. : J.L.F.

SHORT-HOBN BREEDERS.

They are Dissatisfied with the Agricultural and

Arts Association—They Will Publish a Herd
Book of Their Own,

The Ontario short-horn breeders associa-
tion met yesterday morning at the Walker
house. The morning was occupied in dis-
cussing certain propositions made by the
agricultural and arts association with re-
ference to the short-horn register. It ap-
pears that this register has hitherto been
published by the Agricultural and arts asso-
ciation, and that there was dissatisfaction
with it, one reason being that inferior ani-
mals were allowed to be registered and the
standard lowered.  The short-hora herders
therefore proposed to publish a register of
their own, but waited on the agricultural
and arts association some time ago to see
what they would do. The answer of the
latter was contained in the roposition sub-
mitted yesterday. Thex&o ered to correct
the condemned volumes %nder the super-
vision of a committee composed of two
members of each association ; and to give
thé future mianagement of the register to a
committee on which the short-horn herders
should be represented by two members.
After discussion the following resolution
was carried unanimously : ‘‘ That as the
breeders feel that it is necemrgto pub-
lish a herd book completely under their
own control, the proposition of the Ontario
agricultural and arts association cannot be
entertained.”

HOW DISHONEST L4 WYERS ADMIN-
ISTER ESTATES.

Richard Caddick as a Specimen —Appointed Ad-
ministrator, but Don’t Administer — His
Bondsman has to Foot'the Bill.

But I never got any satisfaction out of him,
and about three weeks ago I was called
upon by one of Corbeshly’s children, whom
I had pever seen and who was re resemted
by Mr. Tilt. They demanded the money
which Thad gone security for on the ard of
this sanctimonious lawyer., I toltf M»
Tilt I was honorably bound to Ppay this poes
woman, that I would sacrifice whatever 1
had in order to pay a Jjust obligation, The
son told me that since the father’s death
the mother and son had gone to Michigan,
where, during the terrible forest fires of the
past season, they were among the
sufferers. I went to see Caddick,
accompanied by young Corbeshly. ' He
was not to be found in his office. I left
word with the clerk and spoke in rather
warm terms to him in regard to the dis-
honesty of his master, he clerk said I
had better keep quiet if I wanted to get
anything. I thought the promise was too
small for 80 greata favor. I told him that
the people should know about it ;. he said
they had good business and did not care,
I called several times that day, but oould
not see him. That same day I went bask
to Mr. Tilt’s office, satisfied Mr, Corbeshly
and Mr. Tilt, his solicitor, that [ would
falfill the bond, and accordingly paid him
$546 and  gave him'a good security for the
balance of $1000, which will haye to be
paid in a short time,

These are the facts, ‘Mr. Editor, and
through you I ask the citizens of Toronio
what they think of such a man, who has
always been professing his moral worth and
taking an active part in church work, tak-.
ing good care alwlys to show it before the
whole congregation ? In all my experience
of twenty years as bailiff of No, land No
10 division courts in this city it has been my
lot to meet with many classes of people, but
in all that time the only ones by whom I
have been swindled, or those who have s
ployed me have been swindled, have beem

My object in publishing this ‘letter is o
show the people what wolves infest oar pub-
lic ways,-and who always go abouticrying
out against immorality and social vices.
