The Oase ef Romaine v. McLean at Osgoode Hall
—The Young Lawyer Who was 80 Nearly
Married—The Case Enlarged.

The Ottawa breach of promise of marriage
case has attracted considerable attention of
late, and it has now found its way to Os-
goode hall. The points involved in the
breach are pretty well known. Mr. D. L.
MeLean is a young lawyer, formerly of this
city, where he practiced his profession be.
fore removing to Ottawa. While at the
capital he met Miss Helen Romaine. This
young woman was a light at all the fashion-
able gatherings at Ottawa. She is said to
be well educated, a proficient linguist and a
charming conversationalist. She stopped
at the best hotel at Ottawa, and had many
callers of the male sex. She has also re-
ceived many invitations to kettle-drums,
receptions, levies, etc., given by the society
swells of the town. After a time Mc-

Lean and her were engaged to be
married, and in fact they were so near ac-
complishing the hymenal feat that ‘‘there
was no fun in it.” While Archdeacon
Lauder of Christ church cathedral was
in the act of performing the ceremony, he
informed the groom that the young wo-
man’s name was not Romaine but Nolan.
The marriage was immediately broken off,
and McLean left the church in a hurry and
refused to have anything more to do with
the woman, The result is a breach of pro-
mise suit.

Yesterday an application was made in
chambers to Mr. Dalton tostrike outfourpleas
of the defence, the pleas being the second,
third, fourth and fifth. The second plea
said that if the defendant did promise to
marry the plaintiff he did so on the faith
that she was a chaste woman, but he after-
wards discovered otherwise, and fer that
reason refused to marry her. The third
plea set up was that if he did promise to
marry her it was in the belief that she was
truthful and honest, but he discovered that
she was an adventuress and imposter, and
for that reason also refused to marry her.
The fourth plea says that supposing the
defendant did go to Christ church for the
purpose of having the ceremony performed,
the clergyman (Ven. Archdeacon Lauder)
refused to perform the service because of
the plaintiff s name not being Romaine, and
because of her doubtful parentage and
generally immortal character, which was
whollygunknown to thejdefendant prior to
this time. The rector also warned him
againstf) the plaintiff as an impostor and
confid ence women. The defendant made
enjuiries and these statements were con-
firmed. The fifth plea says that even if
he did promise to marry the plaintiff it
was upon the faith of her representations
as to the circumstances of her family and of
her previous life, but he subsequently dis-
covered that these were false. The sixth
plea alleges that the agreement was fraud-
ulently obtained.

Mr. Ogden appeared for the plaintiff to
support the motion, and Mr. Holman to
oppose it. After some discussion the ai-
gument was adjourned until to-day.

Canuck Stone in Buffalo.

Burraro, March 30.—The stonecutters
of Buffalo are greatly grieved at the action
of various Buffalo contractors in getting
their stone dressed in Canada, and then
using them here for building purposes, in
order to save a few cents, forgetting that
thereby they are supporting Canadian werk-
men to the detriment of their own country-
men.

The house of commons this evening was
crowded in every It is rumored
that after the division to-night Gladstone
will announce a modification of the cloture
resolution. Gladstone on proceeding to the
house was cheered by the crowd.

The debate on the cloture resolution was
resumed. John Bright arose, and was re-
ceived with cheers from the liberals, He
said there could be no doubt unless some-
thing was done to deliver the house from its
difficilties it would stand before *the coun-
try as having neglected its duty. If the
proposed resolution erred it was in net
being sufficiently severe. He concluded
with an appeal to members to assist the
government,

Mr. Sexton said he would rather his name
go down to posterity with the names of
base informers who had sworn away the
lives of innocent Irishmen than with the
names of the Irish members voting with the
government.

Marriott’s amendment was rejected, 318
to 276. Gladstone then moved the ad-
journment of the debate until Monday.
Carried.

COLORED DISABILITIES.

———
Indignities Offered to Bishop Payne of the Wil-
berforce University.

New York, March 30.—An indignation
meetiog of colored citizens was held to-
night to protest against the action of the
Jacksonville and Fernandino railroad eject-
ing from its train Bishop Payne b he
would not go in a second class car labelled
‘* for colored people.” The bishop is presi-
dent of Wilberforce university and 71 years
old.. He held afirst-class ticket and when
ejected had to walk five miles to Jacksone
ville. Resolutions were passed against the
action of the Florida, Georgia and Louisiana
roads having separate cars for colored peo-
people, and they advise colored people to
use force to maintain their right, and ap-
peal to the eourts. The resolutions state
that twenty-seven years ago the cars of this
city were marked ‘‘ colored” and President
Arthur bad the custom abolished. They
advise the bishop to lay his case before the
president and ‘attorney-general. A sub-
scription was taken up for the bishop to
prosecute his case.

In a Mississippl River Steamer—Most of them
Women—A List of the Lost. ¢

was burned at the wharf this merning at
4.30 o’clock.  Between 30 and 50 lives weré
lost, principally women and children,’ ‘The
Golden City when approaching the wharf
was discovered to be on fire by the second
engineer, who notified the pilot.y The boat’s
bow was at once headed for th shore, ‘and
in four minutes she touched thé wharf where
the coal fleet is moored: The 'line 'was
made fast to’ to a coul barge, but the ocur-
rent being swift it soon parted. The stesms
er floated down the river a mass of flam
with many of her passengers and crew abaar
The steamer left' New Orleans on Saturday
en route for Cineinnati. She carried a crew
ot about sixty.: She had forty cabin. pas-
sengers, fifteen of whom were ladies and
nine children. The cargo consisted of 300
tons, among which was a lot of jute, in
which it isjsaid the fire originated. 3
LIST OF THE DEAD,

Among those known to 'be lost are Dr.

THE SOENE AT THE FIRE,

The officers, when the alarm was sound-
ed, rushed through the cabin, bursting iu
the state room doors and awakening the
passengers. Within five minutes after the
discovery of the fire, which broke out amid-
ships, the aft part of the steamer was all
ablaze. The people all had to fleefin their
night-clothes. When the steamer touched
thejwharf the fire communicated to the coal
fleet, and the tug Oriole was also burned.
As near as can be ascervained there were
twenty-three ladies aboard the steamer, and
only two are saved as far as is known.

MORE TARIFF REVISION.

THE DEBATE IN CONGRESS AND
MR. HEWETTI'S PLAN.

Other Washington Notes—Canadian Oattle to be
Embargoed—Peter Cooper’s Son-in-law.

WasHINGTON, March 30.—In- the house
on the tariff commission, Dunnell said 'he
opposed the bill solely because the tariff

needed revision, and this congress had 10
business to adopt a method which put re-
vision beyond itself.  The commissfont
would utterly fail to' meet the expéectations
of members who hoped to get a revision'
during this congress. He showed the in-
congruities which exist in the tariff laws.
Many articles on which specific ' duty was
collected should have ad valorem duty and
vice versa. The ways and means cominft
tee should have busied itself the last ninety
days in revising the sugar and other fea-
tures of the tariff laws. He sssertéd that
the democrats had lost control of the house
because they had not redeemed their pro-:
mises on the tariff and other questions
We ought not, he continued, addressiog
the republican side, to let the 47th congress
die as did the 46th with a record’ of ‘non-
action. Fellow republicins, what hive
we yet done ? What d» we propose to do?
He favored somuch protection as would en-
able the American producer . to compete,
with the foreign producer. He would not’
strike at a single American industry.
Let ~them all  live and . flourish.
But when he was asked to keep
the tariff on steel rails which enabled the
manutacturers to make a dividend of 66
per cent,, he was asked to commit a crime.
Lo adopt this measure was for congress to
plead its own stupidity, to plead its ignor-
ance in the presence of the people, and
plead departure from a line which the con-
stitution marked out. (Applause.)

Hewitt (N.Y.) read from a speech deliver-
delivered by Kasson in 1866, and asgerted

All raw mater-
ialy, meaning thereby, all materials which
are not to be subjected to any process of
manufacture, and all waste products, mean-
ing  thereby all waste materials
which are fit only ito be manufactured,
and all chemicals which are not prodaced
in this country, and alcohol for the use of
in_nauufuctures shall be. placed on the free
18t.

(2.) That as far as possible specific duties
be substituted for ad valorem duties, and
in determining such specific duties the
average dutiable value of imports during
the last three years shall be taken as the
standard value upon which no higher rate
of duty shall be imposed than necessary to
compensate for the difference in cust of the
labor at home and abroad expended in the
productien of such products, after making
due allowance for the expense of transpor-
tation, and that the rate of duty shall not
in any case except on luxuries excesd 50
* per cent of such average dutiable value.

Hewitt said he was opposed to the bill
for the reason that it would make delay,
wd delay was dangerous in the preseat
perilous conaition of general businoss, We
were handicapped at the very outset in the
shape of taxes on raw material. and found
it impossible to compete with Great Britain,
France and Germany, whose industries
stand upon the firm and natural basis of
free raw materials. - This defect in our reve-
nue system could be remedied by a joint
resolution in a week. Unless the remedy
was speedily applied the industry of the
country would be surfeited by excess of pro-
ducts for which it can find no market.
There is a limit to the amount of food
which we can sell abroad and it is a great
mistake to suppose that Europe cannot raise™
tood in competition in America. The sit-
uation, if not alarming, is already very °
serious. The existing tariff was enacted
as a war measure to raise revenue at any
cost. It produced $150,000,000 annually
more than needed for national expenditure
and to that extent it imposed an unneces-
sary burden upon the productive energy of
the people. Obviously it was the immediate
duty of congress to.remove this excessive
tax.

WASHINGTON POINTERS,

In the senate, Williams introduced a
bill to prohibit the importation of neat
cattle from Canada until the discrimina-
tion against American neat cattle is re-
moved.

The senate commitice on foreign relations
reported favorably a resolution declaring in
favor of reciprocal trade regulations with
Mexico. The regulations are to be made
by legislation.

The house passed a resolution ordering
to be printed 90,000 copies of the first
volume of the census containing the statis-
tics of population, the 'demand for this
volume being very great,
