The Speeches,
Mr. Samuel Hines only occupied a couple 

of minutes, stiting that it gave him the 
greatest pleasure to nominate Dr. Ryereon.

Some Pertinent Queries.
Walter Burnetii President of the Trade 

and Labor Council, wanted to know the 
policy of Dr. Ryerson in reference to the 
mineral deposits and what means he would 
take to compel the manufacture of logs in 
this country.

Dr. Ryerson stated in reply that the 
present contracts entered into would have 
to be recognized, but for all future sales 
the standing wood should be sold subject 
to manufacture in the Province of Ontario. 
In regard to the minerals, he said, men 
should be sent there to examine the 
land, and the money should be spent in 
building colonization roads for the sole bene­
fit of the mining legions. ,

James Coulter said he was supporting 
Mr. Armstrong for the reason that he be­
lieved he was the best man, and when he 
made the statement that he believed Mr.

Bachelor.—Celibacy a Crime.

1At some period of its history the legisla­
tion of almost every country has imposed 
penalties upon unmarried men and women, 
upon the principle that every citizen is 
bound to rear up children to the state. The 
Hebrews regarded marriage as a duty and 
interpreted strictly the command, “Be 
fruitful and multiply.”
