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A SITE\ FOR THE SANITARIUM

While sev towns and cities have
expressed cqnsiderable anxiety to se-
cur the location.of the proposed con-
sumptive itarium, the people of
Gravenhurst ‘have gone about the mat-
ter. in the most business-like way and
it looks now as if ‘this town stood &
fiair chance of being selected for the
institution. The council of Graven-
hurst has agreed to donate $10,000 in
cash, provided the ‘sanitarium is lo-
cated there, Our neighbors at Burling-
ton Bay have frequently  displayed &
desire to  secure the hospital amd the
beautiful site oh the mountain has been
pointed out as being the most su} ‘ble
in Ontario for the particular p T
Hamilton, however, offered nothing
substantial to induce the gentlemen
interested in the project to’locate -in
that city. Apart from financial con-
siderations altogether, we believe Mus-
koka has the best,claim for the sani-
tarium, inasmuch as it possesses cli-
matic conditions that are especially
favorable for the treatment of consump-
tion. Probably no better site in all
Ontario than Gravenhurst could be
chosen. Besides its pure, bracing at-
mosphere, the town pcssesses good
railway facilities, has an excellent sit-
uation on the water and is but three\
or four hours distant from Toronto,
the centre of population in the pro-
vince,

The locality that secures the
hospital can well afford to pay a de-
cent consideration for securing it. The
location of a similar sanitarium - at
Saranac in the ‘Adirondacks has had
the effect of developing that previous-
ly unknown locality and of causing
hundreds-~of invalids to visit it each
year dition to those who go for
treatment at the institution itself. The
celebrity that the town of Calgary
has already obtained through the pub-
lication of its .claims in conmection
with the proposed sanitarium , has
caused quite a number of familfes and
invalids to visit the place-and several
cures have been made. W¢ understand
the gentlemen who are interested in
establishing the sanitarium are meet-
ing with all the success they anticipat-
ed; and it is only a question of a short
time until this province will have the
advantages of an institution that will
be thoroughly well equipped and situ-
ated in as healthy a climate as pre-
vails anywhere in North America.

WHO WILL START THE BALL ROLLING?
‘While everyone admits - that some-
thing should be done to secure a bet--
ter system of government for the city
of Toronto,no one seems .to take upon
himself the responsibility of starting
a movement to secure that object. The-
experience of the past twenty years
proves conclusively that the present
system has been an utter failure, If
we ever expect to secure a change in
the system,some one must makeé a
move towards fhat end immediately.
The present agitation should not be
allowed to dwindle away, as it will do
in the course of a few weeks unless
immediate action is taken. The op-
portunity may not arrive again for a
long time to come, It is to be hoped
that some of our leading citizens will
deem the matter of sufficient impor-
tance to arouse them to action, with
a view of securing a change. Any
new system that, is devised ought to
give to the ratepayers and voters the
right of deciding on the general policy
upon which the city is to be governed,
while to a small and executive board
should be entrusted the carrying out
of that policy. Certain it is if none of
our prominent citizens become in-
terested in the movement nothing will
come out of the present agitation.

A BOOM IN CANADIAN IRON.

The outlook for Canadian pig firon
is very, promising at the present time.
According to “Hardware and Metal,”
American pig iron has been displaced
almost entirely in Canada by the do-
mestic product. The reason assigned
for this is, first, because of the acti-
vity in the markets of the TUnited
States, and secondly, because the price
of Canada pig iron has not advanced
as rapidly as that of the United
States. Nova Scotia iron No. 2 can be
laid down in/Toronto at about - $17.50
per ton, while a similar iron is quoted
at from $14.25 to $14.50 in Pittsburg.:
To lay this down in Toronto would en-
tail an addition ofjfrom $7 to $9 per
ton on the coast, dlhi‘fy and freight to
the city. Canadian pig is the only iron
that is being used in Eastern Canada
and in Ontario as far west as the city
of London. The outlook is very favor-
able and the success of this industry
cannot but have a beneficial effect on
business generally in the Dominion.
The prospects of the iron .industry in
or more
hopeful than they are to-day.

AN IMMEDIATE ENQUIRY N ORDER.

It should not require a long time to
ascertain the facts in connection with
the premature disclosure of Mr.Blake’s
opinion in the bond case. There is,
furthermore, no reason why the invew-
tigation should be delayed. The issue
is being narrowed down to a very few
individuals and these gentlemen ought
to be as anxious as anyone else to
bave the investigation proceeded with.

FRENCH ATROCITIES.

Advices From Madasgascar Open Up Some
Disgraceful Secrets.

London, Oct. 15.—The Times has pri-
vate advices from Madagascar which
break the seal of secrecy imposed up-
on the French military campaign in
that island, and open to view disgrace-
ful revelations regarding the conduct
of the French troops. Up. to this time
the shameful secrets have been kept
fairly well. owing to the rigid censor-
ship exercfsed over mail matter sent
out of the French lines,

All ¢cdmmunications sent out by mail
are opened and examined, just as in
Russia when a Nihilistic conspiracy is
on, and severe. penalties are impoged
for attempt to smuggle letters out of
the country, Private soldiers are not
allowed to carry writing materials
with them, lest they make known to
relatives and friends in Europe things
that the Government desires to
press. Only half a dozen mewspaper
correspondents are permitted tb follow
the operations of the expedition, and
they repfesent newspapers which will
support the Ministry through thick and

in

It was for evading the postal cen-
sorship that ex-United States Consul
Waller was senténced to prison for 20
years: The Turkish atrocities in Ar-
menia are matched by French atroci-
ties in Madagascar if one can accept
the statements of persons trustworthy
in ordinary matters, says The Times.
It is not likely that the truth will
ever be known about this side of the
French conquest of Madagascar, Even
Frenchmen. who are shocked by the
spectacle of violation and murder are
restrained from patrictism from hold-
ing their nation up to shame. The
excesses of the French soldiers are the
more shameful beecatise they are not
the acts of soldiems maddened by the
fury of war.

No Fighting About Ht.

There is no war in Madagascar, pro-
perly speaking. The French army,
equipped with the finest death-dealing
machines, have encountered about as
much opposition from the Hovas as
they would from a flock of sheep. The
enemy has fled whenever they have
appeared and the number of Hovas kill-
ed and wounded 'has been merely &
question of how long it was before
they could get into hiding places; a
question of how many birds a sports-
man could bring down before the covey,
got awaw. The losses inflicted by the
Hovas have been insignificant. After
each such flushing of- game that has
marked the advance of the French,
they have thrown themselves upon the
undefended villages and towns and
have pillaged, burned and violated.

This is the story cf the expedition,
as it is told by impartial observers.
The French are not accused of tortur-
ing their prisoners for the sake of
pleasure given by the spectacle of in-
tense suffering; the torture is merely
a necessary incident of the indulgence
of their passions, The soldjers' ac-
cused of barbarities are not the sav-
ages and semi-savages of Dahomey,
Algeria, and other fierce nations con-
quered by the French. These are com-
paratively well-behaved under military
discipline. The worst offenders are
said to, be the saijors and, marines,
though’ the infantry is bad enough.
The .conduct of which they are accus-
ed toward the native women amnd chil-
dren may be described by two words—
utter license; but these words do not
convey to the imagination an idea of

described in unmentionable and almost
incredible detail by persoms who claim
to have been eye-witnesses to it.

Who 1s to Set Reform Going ?

Sir,—There seems to be a general
agreement as to .the fact that the af-
fairs of our city are at present in a
critical state, and a pretty general
agreement in the belief that the chief
cause is the want of continuity, sys-
tem, foresight, an8 science in the ad-
ministration. Examples of this pre~
sent themselves on all sides, in the his-
tory of our street paving, as well as
in our water and drainage. No com-
mercial concern could succeed under
such a system of management as ours.
Yet a municipality in the main is a
great commercial -concern, the chief
business of its government being the
collection and expenditure of money.

When we complain we are told that
the remedy is in our own hands and
that we have only to elect good men
\as mayors and aldermen, the answer
s that most of us have been all along
doing in this way ‘as much as it was
in our power to do. We have each
year voted, as far as we knew, for the
best of the candidates who came be-
fore us. The ordinary citizen can do
no mgare. Unacquainted  with each
other and without opportunities for
mutual consultation, as the inhabi-
tants ‘of a great city must be, they
have no means of improving the nom-
inations. If an improved ticket were
put forth by any self-constituted or-
ganization, there would be a popular
outery against the dictation of a
clique. The only organizing forces are
those of political party, which has
nothing to do with water and drains,
or of benevolent societies and brother-
hoods, which, when they depart from
their proper objects and meddle with
elections, are apt to betome conspira-
cies against the common weal. Be-
sides, experience shows that our lead-
ing men will not come forward. They
cannot afford to leave their business;
and if they did come forward they
would probably be voted down as
“nominees of the Board of Trade” and
“swells.”

It is for the Government and Legis-
lature now to take the matter in hand.
Legislation when needed. as it mani-
festly is in this case, is their duty.
Public meetings may help to form
opinion, but they lead to no action;
still less to individual projects of re-
form. The very fact that a plan
emanates from some particular man
or set of men is apt to lead to its re-
jection as a fad. The Government and
the Legislature may,« of course, seek
information or -take advice from any
quarter they please; but the practical
initiative rests with-them. If :a neces-
sity for Remedial * Legislation %®éing
shown, they fail to deal with it &nd
let dis¥ster overtake a city which is
the commercial capital of the province
and the centre.of its industry, -every
part of the province will feel the bad
effect.

The general manager, Mr. F, Wolfer-
stan Thomas,then read the annual re-
port of the directors, as follows :

Gentlemen,—The directors of the Mol-
sons Bank beg now to submit to the
shareholders the fortieth annual
report of the bank for the year ending
30th. September, 1895, :

The President’s Address. -

Mr. J. H. R. Molson,, president, in
commenting upon the reports, said
there was but little for him to say.
The report would speak for itself. It
would be noted that it was very simi-
lar to that @f last year. He thought
that the digsctors must feel satisfled
with the reSults shown for.the year,
as he was himself.

Business for the year had been fairly
successful—not quite as much so as
last year—which had been unusually
good. It was becoming much more
difficult for banks to make large earn-
ings than it used to be.

The rate of interest paid on deposits
had been increased considerably, owing
to the scarcity of money, caused by the
financial troubles of two years ago,
and it was, of course, now rather dif-
ficult to get the rate of interest reduc-
ed. Efforts were being made, however,
in that direction which would bear
fruit later on.

Mr. Molson replied briefly to the
points raised by Mr. Crawford as to
the desirability of parallel columns,
the gross loans, quarterly dividends,
ete., of which, he remarked, they had
heard on several occasions before.

Mr. F. Wolferstan Thomas, general
manager, in referring to what Mr.
Crawford had said, remarked that the
bank was now much stronger than it
had ever been in its existence, and
their results would compare very favor-

country, although there might be one
or two that had ekceeded themin earn-
irgs. He referred to the fact that the
bank had been in existence for forty
years, had declared eighty dividends
and had never passed one. Its average
distribution was 7.76 per cent. A bank- .
er of large experience, Lord Playfair, |

s remarked that this was a most |
admirable showing. In the whole ex- |
istéhice of the bank it had never had |
recourse to other banks for aid, and
never had anything to impugn its'
| charter or cast a slur on it. The dif-'
\ ficulty of earning profit was intensifi- |
ed by the unwise course some bankers
pursued in offering large rates of in- |
terest for money on deposit for call,
which they had to meet, as well as
the Government interest of 3 1-2 per
cent. on deposits. Then the bank rare-
ly got from merchants more than 6
per cent., where 7 and 8 used to be
given.

In reply to a question, the president
stated that Mr. James P, Cleghorn hHad
been recommended to fill the position
of director occupied by Mr. R. W
Shepherd, deceased.

The Directors Thanked.

Mr. W. J. Withall then’moved:

That the thanks of the shareholders
are due and are hereby tendered to the
president, vice-presidenit and direc-
tors of the bank for their attention to
its interests during the year just clos-

Mr. Withall said that he thought all
the shareholders’ of .the bank would
join with him in that resolution. For
his part, and.-he thought he might in-
clude many 'other directors, he was
entirely satisfied with the statement
submitited. Referring to Bradstreet’s
