Farmers in this country are beginning to 
despair of growing wheat, but it will l>e,

Wheat, though a hardy plant, will not 
withstand the severe cold winds of winter. 
It will endure cold at the lowest tempera­
ture prevailing in our latitude, but the 
drying winds, when the ground is ice­
bound, are too much for it. Hence It is 
understood that exposed wheat suffers more 
or less. The past winter, with us of cen­
tral New York, was a perfect test. It was, 
on the whole, and open winter ; at times 
severely cold ; the earth kept frost-bound 
to a great depth, and there was an unusual 
prevalence of strong winds, very cold, and 
consequently very drying in their effect. 
There was also some thawing, but it was 
generally of short duration, and extended 
but little into the ground. The result of 
art this was the poorest wheat crop raised 
here for many years. There were excep­
tions, and they were very interesting to 

• note. These exceptions were almost in­
variably where the land was protected, 
either by a wood, or a rise of land, arrest­
ing the west and northwest winds.

I was interested in observing the effect of 
the winter upon a field of wheat owned by 
a neighbor. I do not remember of ever 
having he ra a poor piece of winter whe it 
on his farm till the present season. It 
was a surprise, not only to the writer, but 
to others. The cause was exposure to the 
west wind. The wheat was put on a hill, 
steep and high, facing the south, with a 
chance for the west wind to sweep across 
it, which it did most effectually, a few de­
pressions escaping, favored by the snow. 
On the northwest side of the field 
wood which kept off the wind, and for 
some considerable distance extending from 
the wood, the snow was retained—not 
much, but sufficient for protection from the 
drying wind, though not much from the 
cold. Here I found the wheat all it could 
be desired. The yield was a very fine one, 
the heads large and well-filled ; and this 
was the case wherever the field was pro­
tected. The whole would have been the 
same had it been covered with snow or 
probably had it faced the east instead of 
the south.

This is a strong lesson ; but this neigh­
bor should have known that a steep, high 
hill, exposed to the west wind as this was, 
is not the place for win at. It is seldom 
that these exposed places are not more or 
less laid bare each winter. Even if cover­
ed for the greater part of the time, a short 
exposure may do the evil. In the uneven 
surface of New York and the Eastern 
States, there is no lack of land, that can In­
put to wheat with little risk. Simply 
avoid exposure to the cold winds : each 
funner knows from experience the cbarac-

The field, in which the Commissioners 
appointed by Government have located 
the Exhibition buildings, overlooks the 
town from the south and contains about 
six acres of land. The land has been clear­
ed and levelled,as much as possibly can be 
jlone, considering that work had commenc­
ed therein almost before the frost had left 
the ground. If not as neat nor as level as 
it should be, the Committee hope that 
pvery allowance may be made for any im­
perfection on this point.
