CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Thicoughout the timber trade there
prevails a tendent y towards lower prices.
The spring demand for lumber has not
developed altogether sartsfiactorily, the
high price of all building m.aterials having
retarded building operations to some
extent. It is understood that in Toronto
the ergction of some important buildings
lias been deferred alter the tendets
for saine were taken. Nor have en-
quiries from the Eastern States been as
numerous of late as might reasonably
be expected. M'uch importance has been
placed upon the fact that by the Ottawa
fire t:pwaîds of i 5o,ooo,ooo feet of lumber
was taken out of tie market, but it must
be remembered that the bulk of this was
export lumber, and consequently the
effect upon the local market will not be
as beneficial as some may suppose. Of
course, .the fact must be reckoned with
that the-rebuilding of the burned districts
of Hui] and Ottawa will consume a very
large quantity of lumber.

A situation favorable ta the maintenance
of prices may be brought about by the
hangng"up in the streams of a large
quantity-of logs, as up ta the present the
progress made in rafting operations has
been anything but satisfactory. It must
also be remembered, however, that onme
logs were held over fron last season. and
that these will increise the lumber produc-
tion. Te hardwvood manufacturers are
holding very firmly to prices, but dealers
are not buying with much liberalhty.
They seem ta prefer ta wait in the hope
of being able ta purchase at lower values
at a laIter date.

QURDEC AND NEW BRUNSWIcK.

News of a sharp break in prices in the
New York market caused a feeling of
uncertainty in the lumber trade of the
Eastern Provinces, but as thse situation
seems ta have been brought about by
exceptional circumstances, there has snce
been a partial iccovery of confidence.
The news had the effect of checkng, ta
sone extent, the shipments to the Eastern
States. Local trade is quitte brsk, and as

navigation on the St. ùIwrence is now
open, we look forwatl to tIse usu.al ship.
ments ta Great Britain and other foreign
cotuntries.

The log drives are reported ta be
making considerable progress, and the
lumbermen expect thit verv few logs will
be hung up. The rut on the Nashwaak
is given as 25,ooo,coo feet.

\tANI'lOIIA AND) BRI SIt col.UIllA.

The farmers of Manitoba and the Terrn-
tories have been bustly engaged in their
seeding, and consequently of laie there
bas not been a heavy movement of lum.
ber on country account. Any fallng off
in this direction hab been moe ian
counterbalanced by increased building
operations mn Winnipeg and other
places. The present outlook is for an
active building season and a contnuance
ot a strong demand for lumber. In
British Columbia nearly every mill is
working ta its full capacity, and there
seems little doubt but that the demand
will take .are of the entire production.
Several vessels are loading for foreign
destinations.

UNITED STATES.

Lumber dealers in the Eastern States
have taken advantage of the Ottawa fire
ta maintain prices on a firm basis. Had
it not been for this circumstance, it is
quite possible that signs of weakness
wouild have been visible before this time.
The spring bas been sa backward that the
ustal quantity of lumber bas nat been
consumed in building operations, while the
lack of country trade has alsa had a
deterrent influence. On the other hand,
the manufacturing demand is holding up
well, and mill owners are not offer-

ing any concessions ta dealers. Man-
uifacturers claim that prices are not too
high considering the increased cost of
production, and as they have already dis-
posed Of fully 25 per cent. of iheir season's
production, they are in a position ta feel
independent for some time at least. Piece
stuff only has shown weakness. At
Saginaw log run pine is quoted ai $16 ta
$22, box at $14 ta $15. Narway at $14 and
$14.50, and mill culls at $12. In the
Boston market white pine is sellung at $45
for inch fine t.ommon, $53 for i-ch selects,
$67 for uppers and $36 for inch No. i cutb.
Fron Boston agam comes the report of
scarcity of box and mill culis and cutltng.
up grades.
