1IN GERMANY,
VIL STUDENTS SOCIETIES.

One fuature of German Siudeni hiv, and
one which it is peeuliar to Gormany, is the
¢ brotherhood's " which are formed amongst
the Studeats. These are bascd un varivus
principles, Lut all havo one genoral aim—
the cultivation of brothorly feohng, If you
ak o German Student why he attaches
himself {o a * Verbindung,” he will {oll
that it is not, moerely beeauso hie enjoys a
soon] glass of lager, but he finds 1 follow-
ing out the principles of Ine society a tramn-
ing for the dutios oflife which hecannot find
in the clasg-room or among his books. Ho
loarns there how mind and soul act and
ro-act upon cach other, and how in tho self
abnegation required of him there, heis pre-
pared to act tho part of & patriotie citizen in
afterlifo. That's allvery fine; Ifancy Thear
some one say, with & smile of ridicule. He
says tho truth, but tho smile is out of place,
for these societies liave proved their useful-
ness, and, however many abuses may have
crept into them, they aro doing much for
Germany atill.  What Student bas not folt
koenly his isolation, and his increasing want
of sympathy with the busy and the social
world around him. Tho alleged in compe-
tency of clerieal boards to managoe businoss,
whether real or imaginary, only showshow
o studious life unfits men for tho practical.
This we do not find to the same oxtent in
-Germany. Not only legal stars find their
wayinto tho ** Reichstag,” but medical men,
Umversity professors and theologians are
found willing and competent to act as legis-
lators. Somec of Germany's greatost plilo
sopliers Liave beun liot leading slateswan.
Now L do not say, of course, that all these
men learnt how to combine both sides of
lifo i tlic * Kaeipe,” ot sucial gathering of
thotr foliuw studvnts, but these socistics are
ono way, and mdeed the prineipie way, 1n
which this striving to make education areal
trainiag of tho whole man for all the Juties of
lifo muaifesta itselfl duning the invst sus-
ceptible period of hfe.

In theso gatherin - the pledge of mutual
fidelity, and that fur life, is nigltly renew-
od.  The cerewaonies perfurmed all spoak of
patriotism and consecration to * heiligem
Vaterland,” and tho songs which tell of
loved ones far away, of the wanderiug,
homeluss studeat e, or the gallant de.ds
of those who have died for Germany, fire
tho amhusiasm of youth, Korner whosang
his warscug whilo he wiclded his sword was
atypizal Gormanstudent. To her students
Guemany owes her hiberation from French
domunation, and whenover sho las ealled
upon her sons to do battle for L-rhonor the
studeat Voibinduog liave marched in the
van. Tnthe great upuising against Napo-
leon the students and boys from .the gym-
nasia roused their country, and when the
usurpey wag expellad they returned o their
class-rooms; and Jast winter on neacly every
form 1n the class-room one could soe a stu-
dont with the * black-white-red” ribbon on
his cont, indicating that he had served in
tho last war, not a few wore the iron cross,
and n monument 1 the Untversity Aula 18
covered with tho names of Leipsio students
who foll in the struggle with the last Napo-
leon.

It 18 hard to deserbo the spirit which
rules in & German University to one who
has not felt it. Wo ave accustomed to con-
coal our omotions,. aad regard demonstra-
tions as o sort of hiarmiess folly swmtabie
only {or grown up childron, but if the Ger-
man student bas deop omotions he forth-
wath embod.es thesa wu ceremonial.  Auat-
mosphiere of carnestuess seoms to surround
him, the colors on his nbbon have each a
meaning, each quarter in the Verbmdung
shicld expresses an idea, and he feels deep-
ly the student songs ho sings, they ace not
mere wusite and words to Inm.

Of course such a state of things is impos.
sible smongst us. The spirit of modern
times is uppused to it.  Twico aleeady has
tho spinit of tho ago given birth to & now
class of Verbindung. The ** Corps " porpet-
nato the chivalry of the middle ages. The
+ Barschieuschaft * 1s a society of burglars,
and the moie recent societies as the Win-
golf, Nordalbingia, Uttenreutlng, ete., repre-
sont the social life of modern times. But
just as that social and polibcal lifo which
they vopresent differs-from ours, so would
Student Sociscties amongst us ditfer from
theirs. Tho aim wilh us ig to make all the
stadoms of ono colloge vins brothoilwad,
that 18 the * ulua  which obtains uader our
-moro demoeratic wstitutions, and tho for.
mation of a smaller pirele wauld be frowned
upon, aa teuding to weakon it. We trust
rather to community of taates, class room
companionship. oto., to form closor friend-
ships it these aro desirgd. Oro must con-
fess that there is & warmth and cordiality

of friendship in thage scsiaties that we lack

fized chinige. Oa.the 2ud February, 1848.
ho was ordained in Eramosa, aud on the
following day, in the Irvine sottlement, o
fow muos frora tho present thniving village
of Elvra, vy the Missionary Yiesbyters of
thie United Secession Churchi, thoe two con-
gregations forming tho joint charge. He
continued pastor of both till 1849, when
after Ins return from a visit to Scotland the
precoding yenr, he wasloosed from the con-
gregation in the Irviue sottloment, and con-
fined to that in Eramosa, where a manse
had been erected. At thoe date of his ordin.
ati01 tho congroegation in Eramosa number-
ed just thicty members. From the last infor-
mation we have received, thero are now
upwards of one hundred and seventy. The
addition niado tho first year was six.

According to thie arrangements mado at
tho timo of lLis sottlemont, Lramosa wae
to bave two successive Sabbaths' supply,
and the other or third Sabbath was given
to theo Homo Settlement. Ho was not long
in Eramosa till the congregationat Guelph,
connected with tho samo religious denom-
ination, applied to him for an afternoon
servico on those days he was preaching -a¢
Eramosa, te which he agreod, and continn-
od to give supply till 1846, whon the con.
gresation at Guelph called and procuved &
minister of their own.

All who are acquainted with Dr, Bavrie
know him to be a .nan of untiving energy
nnd great force of character. Jle was
abundantn labors, and was foc o long time
frequently away fiom home supplying
spivitually destituto localities. Soon after
his return from Seotland in 1843, ho made
o nussion tour away to the noxth, through
districts into winclt sottlers wero only be-
giauiug to eutui, and e may be looked
apon as the pioncor of the church in that
quarter. His name is widely known, and
ho has endeaved himeelf to many a heart,
with whom he has sympathized, and whom
he has encouraged in the trisls peculiar to
the early sattler. Many a ene will
join with us in the desive that he may be
vestored to publio usefulness, or that his
life may be long spared, and rich comforts
enjoyed in his decliving years, oven =l
though lie should bs laid aside from the
work be loved so well, and in which he has
been so long honored to bo engaged.
