In infancy, the attention
and the memory are ouly excited strongly by
things which lmpress the senses and move
the heatt, and a father. shall instil more solid
and available instruction in an hour. spent ‘in
the ficlds, where wisdorn and goodness:are
excemplified, seen, and felt, than in a month
spent in the study, where they are expounded
in stercotype aphorisms. :

The seeds
of protraucted and hopeless suffering have, in
innumerable instances, been sown”in the
constitution of the child simply through ig-
norance of this. great fundamental physical
law ; and the time has come when the united
voices of these innocent victims should ascend.
