Bostor Tournulists Exposing Spivitualist
Humbags—The Holmeses Again—The

We feel with all who at
Lhome and abread are lamenting his untimely
loss. cepecially with his family, to whom we
tender the expression of our respectful heart-
felt sympathy. The body was deposited in
the Jerusalem sepulchre, where it will remain
some months before Leing taken to America.

A Berlin despatch says the funeral of Bax-
ard Taylor took place this afternoon al the
residence of the deceased.  Aide-de-Camp
Count Lehudorf represented the Emperor;
Major Von Dennwitz represented the Crown
Irince: and Connts Von Bulow and Phillips-
Lorn the Forcign Oftice. All Ambassadors,
including Chinese and Japanese, were present,
the Austrian Ambassadorship being vacant.
Austria was represented by Prince Tichten-
stein, Military Attache. The funernl proces-
sion was followed by two six-horse carriages
belonging to the Emperor and Empress, the
carringe of the Crown Prince, and a number of
private carriages, and many mourners. A
dense crowd lined both sides of the strect
through which the procession passed. :

Loxnox, December 21.—A Derlin despatch
says the Emperor is wonderfully well. He
daily listens to the long reports on public
affairs and gives audiences. Bismarch, too,
is working bhard at finance matters. A com-
mittee of threc Prussinn members, and of 1e-
presentatives of other States, has been ap-
pointed to elaborate a sclieme of tax reform,
which, when ripe, will be laid before the
Reichstag for approval. «I have good rea-
sons for believing the Inbors of the committen
will result in the return, to a certain extent,
to n Protectionist policy.” The political rela-
tions of the Tmpire could not be better, but
the financial condition i= very grave indeed,
and calls for immediate remedy. Count
Szchengi will probably Le appointed Austrian
Ambassador here next year, ufter the Court is
out of mourning.

The proposed reduction of 12] per cent. on
the wages of the colliers in South Yorkshire
and North Denbigshire affects 100,000 men.
A monster meeting will be held during the
holidays, when a scheme for striking en masse
at the commencement of the year will be dis-
cussed. This course is favored, because it is
feared the masters are endeavoring to break
down the resistance in detail. Some of the
pits liave already received the notice of re-
duction.

VemsalLLgs, December 21.—0n the t7th in-
stant the Senate rejected the amendment re-
inserting in the budget the grant of 200,0001.
for angmenting the stipends of the clergy,
stricken out by the Chamber of Deputics pre-
vious to the adjournment. This neecssitated
the re-assembly of the Chamber, which to-day
rejected the amendment of the Senate, but ac-
cepted the amendments respecting stamps.
Thereupon the Senate concurred, and the
Chambers adjourned until the 14th January.

Moscow, December 22.—The express train
on the Rostaw and Vlodi Krakas DRailway fell
off an embankment; 20 persoms were killed,
including General Hinfz and several func-
tionaries and officers of the army of the
Caucasus. Thirty-cight persons injured.

CorexnaGes, December 22.—The Duke of
Cumberland and Princess Thyra were married
with great pomp at the chapel of Christians-
berg Castle on Saturday evening.

Loxpoy, December 22.—A Copenhagen cor-
respondent, describing the wedding of the
Princess Thyra, says the crowds were particu-
larly enthusiastic in their manifestations of
loyalty and joy, which was intended ns a
demonstration against the rumors that a letter
had been read threatening to kill the King of
Denmark, and that a box of Orsini bombs had
been seized at Hamburg. The garrison of
Copenbagen were confined to barracks on
Saturday.

A Kurum despatch of December 19 snys it
isreported that the Afghan Wali Mahomed is
near Shutarngarden pass with eleven reziments
of infantry and forces of cavalry. He will
scarcely venture to cross the pass this season.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Decembier 22.—The nomi-
nations of Mukhtar Pasha, Albidin Pasha and
Vahan Effendi as commissioners to scttle the
Greek frontier question have been ceafirmed
by the Sultan.

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CAN THE INDIANS BE CIVILIZED?
General Miles Interviewed.
[From the St. Paul, Minn., Glohe,]

« Civilizatian, General; can an Tndian te
civilized?

“Why not” The trouble has been that our
people want to smother him with it and will
not permit him to come at it gradually. Not
taking it as we preseribe, we have carried on
a cruel, relentless war of e¢xtermnination
against the Indian. Since the days of King
Philip, 200 years ago, we lhave followed the
same plan; have Jesrned nothing.”

General Miles then explained his scheme
for the redemption and civilization of the
aborigines; “the pastoral ” plan. The Gen-
cral was the first oflicer whotver recommend-
ed that the Indian should be treated according
to nature. He was a savage—the first step
in the grade of Improvement was {o make him
w herdsman: from that hie coukd be inducted

i into agriculture and other progressive arts.
i The pastoral™ plan has been tried with
| eminent and upvaried success in several in-

stances  The Navajos, of New Mexico, are

i a pastoral, and even mannfacturing people.

Among some of the Cheyenness their ponies
have been sold, the proceeds invested in
cuttle, and they take great intevest in their
stock. General Miles has adopted the same
plan with his eaptives—Nez Perces, Bannocks,
Cheyennes and Sioux—at Fort Keogh. They
are contented. It is no degradation for an
Indian «to *ond " stock, but his soul revolts
at the handting of a hoe,

«Fhe BRLish Government seems tu get
along with the natives pretty well?”

& That is easy of explanation: they have
this advantage—their country is not subject
to the tide of emigration which ours has. The
Indian there {8 comparatively unmolested.
Then they have a fixed policy.  Theirofficials
are not changed. ®nce declare the law and
ten years after it remains the same. In that
time cach tribe of our Indians is supervised

by as many agents, each with a new version |

of how the Indian ought to be managed.”

« He's over the line. He is ready enough
to remain there. Uwing to the great fuss
made over him on this side of the line he isa
man of imaportance there, and s treated very
well, with distinguished consideration.

OUR MILITARY FORCES.

Whit Another Eminent Ofticer 'Thinks of
the Opinfons of the Last Two—The Rex-
ulny Army Schieme.

Our reporter called on anotber colonet, well
known tor his interest in milifury matters, to
get his views on the subject. e expressed
himself in fow words and to the point. ¢ The
voluntcers in the city of Montreal are not in

rags. I know that my regiment is not,
any how. Neither do they wear their military

pants at their every day work. Of that I am
pretty certuin.  The tunics supplied by Gov.
ernment are good enough, but the pants
might be improved in quality. When they
come to the men they are sometimes moth-
eaten and shabby., That is my opinion of
what clothes they have now, but i thiuk the
Government might make the uniforms more
complete.  All the head-dress they now have
isa sieall forage cap. That is very well in
summer, lut when winter comes it ix
of no more use in Lkeeping out the
cold than a ladys summer  bounet.
The men should have winter caps and gloves
supplied them. There are many other litile
things ¥ might mention, but it would take too
much time. The (iovernment has good in-
tentions enough and imtends to act fairly
enough by the volunteers, but the blame of
these abuscs rests mainly on those to whom
they entrust their orders. It is these men
who absorb a large portion of the money
which ought to be spent on the men com-
posing the force, instead of on a corps of
mere letter writers. As for a regular stand-
ing army, the country is not ripe for it,
yet aud the longer it is staved ofl’ the better.
1 sec one of these gentlemen whose views
yon have published advocates an army of 2,000,
whilst another advocates one of 5,000 men.
The first one's views are altogether out of the
question. The last are worthy of some atten-
tion, not because I agree with them, hut
gimply to show the fallacy of them. Our
volunteer force is 40,000 strong. It has stood
by the country in all its past trials, and what
reason have people for thinking it will not do
so agnin ? A regular army of 5,000 men dis-
tributed all over the country ani on the
frontjers with a probablestrength of  ymenin
each%ocn]ity, why, they would be - .. powered
before the remainder of the 5,01.u could be
brought on to its support. Underjthe present
system & force of 5,000 good men can be
massed at any one point on the frontier at a
very short notice.  The volunteers nre quite
capable of quelling any internal disturbance,
and they are certainly able to repel any Fe-
nian invasion, as has been proved on two or
three oceasions. Again, the expense of main-
taining a standing army of 5,000 men would
cost the government fur more than it costs to
maintain the present volunteer force. Another
thing, this army which is under dis-
cussion would give refuge to all the
idle loafurs of the country. They would
crowd into it and make it a disgrace to the
Dominion. The best positions would unques-
tionably be given to officers who had scrved
in the British army, to tho exclusion of Cana-
dian officers more worthy and cqually capable
of filling those positions. No, I think that
the idea of a standing army, especially at the
present time, is a mistake. It has boen
started and advocated by men anxious to get
a good living, for doing liftle or nothing, out
of ‘the hard earned money of the people of
this .country. Oar volunteer force mects the
warts ‘of, the “country, 'at “present, and’ is
likely to do so for many years to. comé.: I
do ot think we could with advantage change
the onesystem for the other. - Many improve-
ments could be made in the carrying out of
the. militin, . systcm, but thie 'principle , {s

L] * o
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decidedly good,and will be foundtoanswerall
the purposes of a defensive force much
better than & small standing army, such as is
now spoken of.

THE LATE A. T. STEWART.
His FPersounl! Appearance.

Stewart was {be greatest merchaut the
world ever saw, and made a larrer fortune
than was ever previously created out of trade.
Hencee there may be some interest concerning
his personal appearance.  Rather strange,
however, hie never allowed his porerait to be
taken. No reason wits ever given for this,
amd it must be one of those peenlinrities
which occasionally mark distinguished char-
acters.  lven the request of Judge Hilton
failed to obtain a likeness. It inay be snild
that his appeavance was that of a professional
man rather than of a merchant. Instewd of
that brisk and penctrative look which so often
accompanies traflic, one beheld a quict coun-
teunnce, which indicated study, aml it was a
matter of difficulty to identify it with the
world of fashion over which it had supremacy.
Stewart formerly looked like a tall mnn, but
of late years a slight stoop changed his ap-
pearance.  IHis height was about five feet ten,
and his complexion was blende, with anburn
hair, closely approaching red. He was an
economist in dress, and for many years
required his wite to follow his example. Iu
fact, he never becamne a society man, or as-
sumed an elegant stylc until he occupied his
magnificent palace.  His grandenr scemed
like that of the century plant—a brief glory
after an age of preparation.  As soon as the
palace wax opened, his reyine was improved
to the highest possible extent.  Splendid en-
tertainments were given every Sunday night.
The merchant prince and his wife also be-
came active members of high life. and the
Intter dressed in velvets and dinmonds. which
