In moving this motion hesaid that on all
eceagions when the Government of Canada
has hven deserving of thank- and congratula
‘tion he had always been ready and wiiting to
take the lead of any movement which was
made to offer to it the congratulatious of the
-City Council and through them of the
citizens of the metropolis of Coinada.
This being the case, be considered the Coun-
-¢il had o perfect right to expross its dirgust
and disapproval of uny unjust and cruel act,
and he was sorry to have to stute thut the
‘Government of Canada had rendered itsulf
guilty of a most horrible and brutal crime.
{Applause.) The opinion of the people of
Montreal on the subject had been made
known through the medium of their journals,
