ndeed, it may be rafely asserted that no-
here on this Conticent has Christian

tempt to establish a mission among the
Hourons wos made in 1613 by the Necollet
-'&‘athera under Father L:(Cron, with Brother
%Sayard, the hirterian. The mission was
shandened in 1620, It was only in 1634 that
the mission was permanently established hy
i the Jeenits, under Father Da Drebeuf, In
i 1633 the Hurone, having come te Quebee,
" refused to take the missionaries with them
to theic country. But the following yeor,
not however withous much negotiating,
haravzuing, {easting, and giviog of preeents
the Iudians were eaiped over. The mission
wag sceepted. De Brevenf. Duniel, and
. Davost embarked with the eavages in their
i canoes, ond after a theneand dangers and
% dificultics, weary and worn wi h hunger erd
#f fatigne, haviag had t» endure lmrd_ships and
indignitics from their new compauione, they

arrived ore sfter the other at the Indian

village of Ihonntiria, on the shores of the Bay
of Penetanguishene, an inlet of the Georgian
Bav, on the 3th of Avgust, 1631
They reccived the hospitality ot an Indian
chicf, and there on the shores of the inletnow
known aa Penetacguishene Bay, they estab-
lished their first reeidence, erected with the
help of the Indians their rat mission-houso
and chapel, and founded the mission. The
Hurou mission, the pure aud self aacrificing
lives of the missionaries, their snblime
courpge nod devotion, snd their heroic death,
are matters of history. Eight of them suffered
death at the hunds of thc enemies of Faith,
All, however, were ready aud worthy
to die asmartyrs, but foremost of this devoted
band stand out two men distinguished by the
varicty and atrocity of the torments which
preceded their death, John Do Brebeuf and
raliciel Lallemant. Francis Parkman, in his
Jesuits in North America; Dr. J. Gilmory,
of Noew York; Eincroft, in his history, the
tearned Sulpician, Failleia; the regretted
Abb¢ Ferlaud, of Quebec; the cditor and
writeraof ¢ Picturesque Conada 5 in s word,
all who have treated on it, have recorded their
wdmiration and paid a due tribute of praice
to that noble band of missionaries whe never
recoiled from a sacrifice, and who with a calm
and usflinehing constancy in the midst of
continuous daugers hed devoted thomselves
' go Christlaniza a degraded and ravage race.
/ In the annals of humarity there ia notling
that dces greater honcr to man, Well may
# well known Canadian writer, D, W, I
Withrow, in a review o the *¢ Relations des
Jesuites,” in the Caradian Monthly, call
them blesecd pnd intrepid spirits, and ecan-
clude his article by these noble words:—
“ Through the efluila of the missionaries
multitudes of degraded savages were re-
claimed from lives of ulter Darbarism
and of pagen superstition and oruelty
to the digaity of men and not infre-
guaently to the piety of sainte. He who rends
the story of the self-denying lives and heroic
deatha of these Jesnit Fathers, sithough of
alien roce and diverss telief, will not with-
hold the throb and sympathy for their
suffering and of exultation in their lofty
couragoand unfaltering faith, The imperish-
able record of their pious Inbors, ef their
sublime daring, of their inextinguishable
. love of souls will be o perpetual inspiration
to mankind.” It was such men and others
such as they that made Lord Elgia in one of
his despatches to the Home Government,
speaking of the early days of the celony,
describe them as the

The momories of brave deeds, of sacrifice
of self for the general good, inatances of ex-
traordinary endurance for rome noble end,
whilst they challenge the admiration of the
patriotic and reflective man, afford whele-
some teachings forall. They should not be
sllowed to perish and be effaced from the
minds of men. ‘
It has been a subject of wondering, and
even of reproach, that the memories of such
* men were ao long buried in oblivion ang lett
unhonored, and that amidst the scenes of the
Huron mission no monument was erected to
recall them to succeeding generations. Then
lately strong desires were expressed thuta
fitting monument .should be erected to com-
memorate the events of those horoic times.

The

baoks of the Penetanguishene Bay have seen

the birth of the missions, Sivce the disper-

sion ¢f the Huren nation, Penetanguishene,

hoving been the firet eettlement, the firat

poat established in the former Huron country

having been the seat of the first church and

the residence of the first priest, who, for

many years, used to attend the whale ais-

trict from the Narrows ot Lake Simcoe te

Qwen Sound, forms the connecting link be-

tween the past and presens. ‘The old misaion
seems to have cortinned, or at least wus first
revived in Penntanguishene, which has thus
become the heir and representative of the
past, go that the traditions of those times are

associated with the name and the place.

Pcnetangu'shene scems thus £3 Le naturally

marked for the glory and privilege of erccting
the monument due to those men whose lives
and deaths have made 3o bright the tirst page
of the history of Upper Canada, It wus then
proposed to erect on the shores i the Geor-
giau Bay at Penetanguishene, a memoriisl

church ne a fitting monument to those holy
and noble men DeBrebeuf, Lallemant and
their companions, the early missioners to thut
put of Canade, then the country of the
Hurors, to recall and perpetuate their mem-
ory =nd the history of the missions.

The rcople of Penetanguisheno and the
civic authorities of the town are happy to
eucournge the llev. Father who devotes his
time and energy to that noble work, They
justly think it not only an obligatioa buta
privilege to do scmething to honor those men
who have made their country illustrious.
Tho Mayor, the Reeve, the Councillors have
promised a generous acd liberal aid %o the
work.

But to erect o moanument worthy of the
men to be honored, snd of the events to le
commemarated, could not be, and should not
te a lecsl affair. The memory and glory of
those men is the property of the nation.

They hadfhowever, to be eiduabtiy
moditied. and to be adapted to actual require-
ments, These modifications were mauae ty
Measre. Kenredy and Holland, of Toronto
and Barrie, under whuse supervisivn they
will be carried cut to completion. The
style of architecture adopted is the lhute
Romanceque ; the walls will be built from
locel ¥tone, *“ rock faced,” and all trimminge.
mouldiogs, carvicm, or statuary will be
executed in Cretit Valey stope. Two
transepts on the sidesof the church will be

Your nioble nidress rcealls the letters of
heotherly love enchanged in earlicst times
between Christian »cex, and nffords a living
evidenze of the ueity of faith which biads
the children of the Church of Australia to
their brethren in America.

Though botween us thererolls a vast ocean,
ours is a common faith and a common heri-
tige ; though members witde apart, we belong
to the same mystical body, under the sime
viaible head, drawing ou~ epiritual life fiom
the sane divine heart of Jesus Christ.

Cireat i our joy, vencrable Mathers, to
learn of the stendy advance which our holy
religion hins made in Austraiia  sioee 1833,
when the that viar apostolic &+t toot upon
vour shoree.
