The Minleter of Justice, to whom
the eald petitlon was referred, has submitted
» repors thereen, dated 10th day ot July,
1589, stating that for $he reasons therein set
forth, the request of the petitioner 1z not one
that can properly be complied with, and re-
commends that the petitioner be g0 informed,
and that the certified cheque on the Bank of
Montresl, payableto the order of the Deputy
Minhter of Finance,for the sum of $5,000 de-
posited by Mr. Graham as en evidence of his
willlngneas to bear the neceasary ooata of the
Covernment in the matter of suoh reference,
be returned to him.

The committes concnr In the said report
sud the recommendations thereln contalned,
and submit the same for Your Excellency’s
approval, and they advige that the Secretary
of State bs eutherized to communicate the
wbetance thereof to the petitioner.

REPORT OF THE MINISTER OF JCOSTICE.

To His Excellency the Governor-General-in-
Council :—

The undersigned han bad referred te him
the petition of Mr, Hugh Graham, of the olty
of Montreal, requeating Your Excellanoy to
refer to the Sopreme court of Canada, for
hearing and conslderation, an on?ulrg as to
the constitutionsality of the acts of the legls-
1atore of the Province of Quebec, Intitnled
respectively, '“An mot to Incorporate tha
Soatety of Jeane” (50 Vio., oap. 38,) and “An
act respsoting the mettlement of the Jesuits’
eatatea (51-52 Vio., ohsp, 13,) and ke has the
honor to reporu as follows :—

The former of these aots—‘‘Anact to [n-
corporate the Soclety of Jesua’—was agsented
to by the Lleutenant Governor of Quebes,
and went into foroe on the 13th day of May,
1887, and no request has been made for its
disllowance, nor wse any questlon raised as
to its validity, ao far as the undersigned is
aware, untili nearly eight wmonthe atter the
pazsage of the second of the two statutes men-
tloned In Mr, Graham's petition, the **Act
respecting the aettlement of the Jesults’
estates,” which was nesented to, and went
Into force the 12th of July, 1888.

1t may be further observed, as regards the
aot of Incorporation mbove mentloned (of
1887),thevalidity of which bsa lately beencall-
ed In queation, that that aot differs only from
the act Incorporating the Jeenits passed by
the Quebac Legislature elghteen years ago
{chapter 46 of 1871) to whichno exception
hag ever been taken, so far as the uudersign-
od [s aware, In that the aot of 1871 incorper-
ates the Jesults living within the city of Que-
beo, while the act of 1887 la co-exteunsive with
the provincial jurlsdiction, and it differs also
In certain other matters of mere detail,
which do not appear to concern the validity
of the enactment in any way, Mr, Graham
informs Your Exocellency that * grave doubts
have been expressed and exlet regarding the
legality and constitutlonality” of the two
aoty, fireb above mentioned, and that 1t la
destrable that an opinion eheuld be prononuoc-
d upon the aote by the highest judiclal tri-
buna} In the Dominlon,” He appears to have
1o other interest in the subject thanaa *a
oltizen of the Dominion ol Osnada and a tax
payer of the province of Quebes,” He I8, 1o
doubt, metnated by publio spirit and by a
desire to sid In remeving onuees of uneasiness
tad perplexlty Irom the public mind,

Io his position as ¢ a citizen of the Domin-
lon of Canada and a taxpayer of the province
of Quebec” hie rights, in respect to all such
questions ag may rise nnder the two statutes
which his posftion refsrs to, sre mainly, if
Ret altogether, ander the care of the Legls-
ture and Giavernment which have been chosen
to adminlster pubiic sffairs In_thet provincs
tnder the provisfons of the British North
Amerlon act, To state this proposition
more explicitly, and to poinl out what
appears to be the petitioner’s position under
the conatitution as V a oftfzen of the Domin-
lon and taxpayer of the province” In regard
to the ensotments which he now desires te be
uade tha subjeot of judloal decision, the
undersigned begs to call attentlon te the
following polnts :—

L. The petitioner was duly ropresented in
the legialaturs by which these enactments
were adopted, and ' his representatives there
Joem to have cononrred in- the -adoption of
both these statues almoat with unanimiiy.

2. Hehad the right of petition and remon-
atrance againat the ‘adoption of : these eacat-
wente, ‘He haa not lntorméd Your Excellency
Whother he avalled kimuelf of ‘that right.

3. If he does mot partake of the doubts

hioh he informs Your Exellency “have baag._ totlo for ahout 83D ax
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- “conatitationality': of. these aobs, Tt would seem

-, Testouable thad;he wtiould” leavelto those who
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are immedlately interested, and who, perhaps,
entertaln the doubts which petition refers to,
the duty of having the valadity of these acts
determined by the courts, or of addressing
to Your Excellency snch arguments as might
indloate that their doubts are well fonnded
and reasonable.

4. If the petitloner shared thess dombts,
he had, further, the oppertunity of represent-
iog them to yonr Excellonoy and of showing
what they were founded on, before she dates
whon your Excellancy signified to ths
Lteutenant-Governor of Quebec that these
acts, respectively, wounld be left to their
operation. Ample opportunity was afforded
for such expreselon, as both the acts remained
without actlon belng taken on them by the
Government of Canada for several months
after their final pamsage in the Province of
Quebec. The petitioner did not wmake his
prosent request until long after your Exoel-
lenoy had intimatsd that the acta referred to
would be left to their operation, and until,
by lapse of time in the cane of the Incorpora.
tlon act, a3 well as by the obligationn of
public faith and honor In regard to both of
them, it had cessed to be in your Excellency’s
power to Interfere with thelr operation,

5. Tha petitioner has still the opportunity
of oalling the attention of the Government of
his province to the deslirabllity that the
statutes referred to should net be acted ob,
by the tranefer of the public meney and pro-
perty being completed, as contemplated by
the ¢*Act respacting the ssttlement of the
Jeenita’ estatos” until the doubta raferred to
have been set at rest.

UNHEBALTHY IRISH PRISONS.

Political Prisoners Coniract Fatal Fevers.

LoNpoN, Aug. 1l.—~Heports ot the un-
healthy condition of the prisons In which
pelitical prisoners are confined are causing
considerable excltement and the Government
natarally comes in for its share of blame,
Many of the more excltable oritics of Mr.
Baliour do not hesltate to charge that the
worat pestholea mmong the Irish prisons are
selected for the incarceration of those con-
vioted of vlolatlons of tha Crimes Act, The
condition of the prison at Falloarragh parti-
onlarly ia referred to as a disgrace to oiviliz.
ation, and it Is pointed eut that, though the
attention of the anthoritles has been called to
it repeatedly within the past year nothing
baa been done to remove the danger of an
epidemio, to which ita filthy conditlon has
been a standing invitation, On Thuradey
John MoGee wan released from thia pesthole
in a pitable condition, and when he reached
his home it waa only to die the next day of
typhold fever, He had entered the prison a
picture of health and atrength, he came out a
physioal wreck, Another prisoner, a men
named Frleze, who was only released a few
days age, Is aleo dead trom typhold fever con-
traoted In oonfinement.

ALIEN FRONTIER LABORERS.

How the ¥ankee Contract Law Acts on the
¥ermont Boundary.

WasnrngToN, D, C., August §.—Amos L.
Allen, an immigrant inepector, with head.
quarters at Newport, V't., has made a repors
to the Treasary Department in regard to the
operations of the Alien Contract Labor law,
along the Canadlan border. He says that his
investigations have satistied him of a general
doeire on the part of the peeple to comply
with the law, but thut there are many cases
ln which 1ta enforcement would work great
hardehlps and surve no good purposs. The
Grand Trunk and Canadian Paclfic ratlways
are peculiarly sitnated as to the law, he suya,
The latter has about twenty mlles of road In
Vermont, between Lichford and Newport,
and at onme place, Mamonville, rums ianto
Canada again before It reaches Newport,
Their road workmen ars mostly resldents of
Canada, and the exigency might artee for
them to bring quite a force into Vermont to
make repairs, They hire their bridge build-
ers, carpenters, eto.,, by the month, and it
would be & hardship to require thom te eeek
o1t rasidente of the State to make repairs and
not employ their regular force. The Grand
Trunk entera vermont tweleve miles above
Island Pond, and termios: 4 in Portland,
Me. They csn, and do, hesays sabatantially
comply wlith the law, but there might be
0:se8 when It would work Injustice and hard-
ship.

ITHE HOLY SACRIFIOE.

‘The Meihod of Asslating nt Ma¥s In Anclent
Times.

As a general rule the churches of early days
had po seats for the people to gib on, as that
position was not deemed in keeping with the
gravity becoming the house of God. Asthe
services, however, were much Ilcnger than at
present, those who, through feebleness of health
or cther causes, could not ¢tand, were allowed
the use of staves to lean upon, and in some rare
caees b cushion to sit upoo—a practice that is

eb quite common in the churches of Spain, aud
in mary of those of the rest of Eurcpe. It was
the rule to etand always on Suunday, in memory
of onr Lord’s glorious Resurrection, and to
knoeel the rest of the week. Au kneeling is a
sign of humiliation, it was the rule to observe it
during the penitential seasons and on all occa-
sions of mourning. According to St. Jerome,
Sb, Bagil the Great, Tertullian, and others,
these rules wore derived from the Apostles
themselves. Whenever any imoportant prayer
or lesson was to be read, and the people had
been kneeling befcreband, the Deacon invited
them now to stand, by the words, ** Erecli
stemus honesti,” that is, ** Let us become arect
and atand in & becoming manner.” During the
penitential eeason the congregation wos invited
tu kneel by saying, ** Flectamus geuua,” and o
stand up afterwards by ** Levate,” The same
custom may yet be obaerved in Lent and on
soma other occesione,

Killed by & Cannon Ball.

YarmouTH, N, 8., August 7.—A etartling
and remarkable fatal accldent ocourred hers
lant night. At n'ne o’clock the streete were
filled with people when the sound of dia-
charging cannon was heard in the centre of
the town, It was fonnd that one ol the old
thirty-two pounder cannens in the drill shed
had been discharged and the ehot had kflled
a man named dames Cosman, In Wiison's
ptable, in the next strest. Tha artillery
company moet in the drill shed for gun drill
every Tuesday evening. They go through
the exercise of loading and firlng the canuen,
neing the regular large iron shot, but only
baving o bag of sawdast for powder. Last
Tueaday night, when drill commenced, aa
obatruction was found Ir one of the guns,
which proved to be a shot jammed In tightly
in some way near the breach, Varlous means
were trled to get It out withont sncoeas, aud
the gun was then left until last night, when
Captaln T. R. Jolly tried to blow the shot
out by putting in pawder at the touch hele
and firing. The breach was previously
gonnded with & drift, appsrently shewing
khat the gun was empty, save for the shat,
A small guentity of rifio powder was put
into the breach and the friction tube ex-
ploded, but there was no effect untl! the
third attempt, when there was a startling
report and the drill shed was filled with
smoka.

The shot tore throngh a heavy rolled up
gymoselnm mattress, throngh the doors of
the rifle rack, through the end of $he wsll of
the building, and enterbd the back of Wil-
son’'s stable, where Cosman was cleaning o
borae, struck him a glancing blow, breaking
his neck, and then passed through four
heavy board hall partitions before it waa
spent. The report of the gun and the efféof
produced was ont of all keeplng with the
amount of powder poured into the toach
hole, and the osuse of the ‘accident is »
mystery.

FEAST OF THE ASSUMPTION.

It is Tradition That the Body as well as the
Bond of Mary is In Heaven.
e —

On the 15th of Augnst the Church ocelebrates
the Feast of the Assumption. Some of the
varly sainte supposed that the Mother of oonr
Lord never died, bud that she was taken up
body aod soul into heaven. Many of them say
they doubt ber deatb ; others say she did not
die ; but the common opinion among both the
Latins and the Greek Fathers is that she died.

The Bivle is silont on the matter. The Gos- .
pels ware written to give a hiatory of our Lord
from his conception till his going up into heaven,
while the Acts of the Apostles tell ws of
the lives of some of the followers of our Lord
til} they wenb forth into the different parts of
the world to preach the Gospel, in the fourth
reign of Nero aod the eixty-third year from dhs
birth of Christ. The other parts of the New
Testanzent give soine of the deoctrines, hut not
the hisvory of these early days. Following the
inspired words: “ Who iz the man that shall
live and not aee death ?" and *‘ It ia appoinbted
unto men once to die” the great writers say she
died, Death can be taken in two ways, as the
patural end of all living creatures iz this world
and as the punishment of sin. She commitbed
no sin, for sho was conosived to be the source
from which was to ooine the human nature of -
the Scn of God,and therefore as a sinner she di

not die. Bub she died becanse she was » creature

of this world. This ia the common belief of all g
Cbristiana. As the daughter of Adam she was
subject to all the miseries of thia life, although
without sin, and one <f these mieeries in
death,

The constant and universal tradition of the
Church is, thas our Lord’s Mother died and was
buried, Her tomb to-day is pointed ous ou the

gido of the Mount of Olives. We kuow shat

ahe lived for many years with the beloved
Apostle St. Jobn at Kphesun, and that at length

she went o Jerusalem, where she met all the
Apoatles, Thera, many yeara after our Lord's
Ascepaion, she died, and they buried her,

Yrom she most ancieny traditicns we lesrn
thas Mary left the home of the beloved Apostle
3t. John at Ephesus and returned to Jerusalem.

Ab that tirme all the Apoatles bad preached bhe
Goapel to the ends of the earth, Now, as by
the hand of God, they all gathered again in the
holy city. Suddenly they heard the voices of
angels singing the glories of thoir Lord. The
Virgin Mother of our Lord laid down, and in
the midab of the awestest musio ever heard b
human ears she wont to slesp in the Lord.
Her hody filled the aw witk sweetest
odor, while the beavenly song etill rxe-
sounded from the invisible choir, and continued
for three daya after they buried her in the Gar-
den of Gathesemane, in the tomb pointed out to-
doy. Thomas came after the burial, sud asked
to look onco more on the face of the Lord's
Mother. They opened the grave for him, bug
the body was gone, only her dry clothes were
tound, which filled the whole place with the
swestest odor. ‘They closed the tomb, and from
that time the Apostles taught that ber bedy
wad baken up into beaven.

We are pob sure how old she was when she
died, Some say ehe lived to a good old age,
others that ahe was 067, 69 or 60 years of nge
when ahe died. While we have the bonee and
the remnins of all the Apostlee and the martyrs,
while countries and cities have in the past vied
with each other in guarding the relica of the
anints, no place, city or church has ever claimed
to have the body of the Virgin. It ia
the common belief of mll Christians %hat
her  remaina were taken up _ into
heaven shortly after her death,
before ber body saw corruption. The docbrine
of the Assumption of the Virgin body aad soul
inbo heaven bas oot beun defined by the Oburch,
nor is it given in Scripbures, bub the time will
come when the Charoh will defins it ; neverthe-
lees, he who would astack snch a piona
snd religious teaching would be guilty
of the grentest temerity, Such _is the
belief of all the Saints, Fathers,
and of all tho writera of the Church. The
Church will one day define it, therefore it must
be now in tradition,

From the very earliest times, the Oburch
celebrated the Feast of the Assumphion on the
15th of Avgust. This is the day her body is
said to bave risen from the grave and gone up
into heaven. The day of her death iz not
certain ; some eay that two days, some three
days, others seven or fifteen days before this
she died. But most writers think it took place
three days befors, following the example of her
divine Son, who rose on the third day.

Wae find that this feast was celebrated in the
remotest timea In the begioning of the Chriatian
religion. Some of the early churchen held the
Fesst on the 18th of January, till atlength they
followed the customs of the early Ohristians by
celobrating the Assumption on the 15th of
Aungust, We find the Saints of the earllest times
preached gsome of thelr most eloquent sermona
and wrote many beautiful things on the ser-
vGioaan of the Asrsumption of the Mother of

od.

Like the obher grent fessts of the year, the
Assumption bas an Eve, when we sre to fast,
and it 1s followed by an Octave. Ibisalwaysa
feast of obligation, when we are to stop all ser-
vile work and hear Mass; in a word, we are
commanded $o keep it like Sunday.

The Gospel iz taken from St Luke, where
our Lord went into she bouse of Lazarus, Mary
sab ab she feet of the Lord and blartha went
ebount her work., Mary, say vhe groat writers,
was B figure of thereligione life, while Martha
wag & type of the activs life, Tbe religious life
fs the mosat perfech ; for that reasm Mary Jwas
praised by ber Lord while Martha reorived &
mild chiding, because she wss troubled .
about many thioge. ‘This Gospel iz read
to day, because Mary, the Mother of our Liord,
was firsh 9o give woman the example of follow-
ing tha religiouslife. She spent her early days
in the temple, she waa the firat who ever took a
vow of ochastity, and ehe was thus the mother
snd the example of all virgine who dedicate -
their virginity to God, : 3

All Baturdays are dedicated to the Mother
of God, and on that day her Office is often eaid,
becauee when our Lord lay dead in the tomb on -
Saturday, ali his followers fled and gave up i
hope, His Mother alone had faith in his resur-
rection, and for that resson to remember her
faith we celebrate Her praises on Saturday.
