The largest church parvade in the history of the Queen’s

Turning the corner of King at a
somew hat sharp angle, the Licutenant was dislodged from
his seat and struck with much force on his head on the car
vails. He was quickly picked up and taken down to the
shed, where it was found he had sustained a severe abrasion
of the forchead and right temple, the ear, too, being decply
cut. Dr. Nattress examined the injuries and found there
was a slight contusion of the brain, but after dressing the
wounds the injured oflicer was able to be conveyed to his
home in Deer Park.
