The danger of saturnine intoxication from the dust pro-
duced during the process of manufacturing white lead and
from the preparation and use of paints containing this sub-

stance, is very great.

T'rades, in which this preparation is used, are exceedingly
unhealthy, and occasion the most dire results. ‘The use of
white lead, annually, causes the death of hundreds of work-
men and makes invalids of thousands of them.
